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HISTORY OF THE SCHOOLS IN MARLINTON

So far as history records, Henry Baker of Richmond,
Virginia, was the first teacher to cross the Alleghantes,
and the school tasght in the Drinnen cabin was the pioneer
of ploneer schools,

A few schools were established by the State of Virginis
for the prople ""beyond the mountains’’, but becausre of the
Cistance and the danger from the Indians the people of
the community established what were kmown as sub-
scription schools. Each family paid according to the
nember of children they hod enrolled.

Following the Drianen raid and the deatk of Henry Baker,
the school was moved to » point sear the Stony Creek
sridge near Mariinton, The school term was never over
thre« or four months usunily keld during the aurnmer.
The teachers were local citlzens, and the qualifications
were that they could ""read, write, and be ableto cipher'’
and ""be respected citiaens of good moral character''.
These teachern were paid the equivalent of five or ten
dollars a morth in {ure or grain snd were boarded by the
patroes.

Somne of the early teachers were Inaac Moore and Samuel
Bussard, Isnac Moore was one of the {irst teackers to
advocate the silent method of study in contrast to studying
aloud.

About I880 & school was estabiished in » ore room building
in Price Hollow. Mariinton., The land was given by
Andrew Mclaughlin and it was called the Marlin Bottom
Schooi. Everythingwas taught from first grade to college
work,

Omne of the most isteresting of early teackers was Charles
Cookof Boston, who was &« graduste of Brown University.
He came South during the Civil War and after the war
settled nesr Edray. Dr. Cook taught school for about
twenty years, The story is told of him that upon one
occasion they were haviog » community meeling and a
"question box T was being conducted. The idea was that
certainquestions skould be asked and someone cailed up-
on to anawer the question with & speech. Dr. Cook drew
the question "What can be done to improve this communi-
ty 7", He arose and said, ""Eight or ten firs: clanss furer-
sln’', and sat down. Needless 10 say, the meeting broke

wp.

Miss Anna Wallace ran a private school abost 1886,

The old schoo!l house was giver 10 the colored people
soon after the Court House wan moved to Marlinton,

The new two room school house was built on the banks of
Knapps Creck near the present site of the Methodist
Church, The building is still standing and is now used as
an apartment house . It was used an a schoo! house for
about fifleen years,

In1890-91 A. M, Byrd of Virginis established a school to
teach more advanced subjects to boys and girla, The
following year he reorganized it into & military school
for boys, which ran for about two years, The boys wore
Confederate grey uniformn and drilled with old discarded
army muskets. The achool was held in the Harlow Waugh
building on Main Street near the river bridge.

In 1906 while Andrew Price was president of the Board
of Education the present brick bulldisg was erected at »
cost of about ten thousand dollars, The citizens voted
for an eight months schoo!l in this building.

It was over ome hundred and twenty years {rom the time
Henry Baker taught the first school until Mr, L. W, Buras
extablished the first high school in Marlinton in the fall
of 1907,

At first the school offered a two year course, and it was
taught inthe avditorium of the grade school. The courses
taught were entirely college preparatory.

Duringthe firstfive years of its existence the term of the
high school was eight monthas, and since that time it has
teen fOor nine month terms.

Prior to 1916 two classes had beer gradusted from the
high school, one a1 the completion of & two year course-
- the other at the completion of a three year courne,

In 1911 Mr. Burns resigned and Mr, A, D, Givens of
Parkeraburg served for one year, He was succeeded by
M,.C.B, Cornwell,

In 1914 Mr. T.M. Martis becarne the rew principal,
Starting this year the high school was organized as & four
year high school.

in 1916 Miss Minonie Jane Merrelln became the first
woman principal of the higk school.

In 1916 the new high schoo! bullding was bullt. While it
was beingbulithigh schoo! classes were held in the Coourt
House, In 16917 the first classes were held 1= the new
building., snd the first four-year class was gradopted,

In 1918 Mr. Victor Emery was the principal.

in1920 C.J,Ramsey was elected ard served for three
YeArs,

From 1923 to 1941 Mr. G, D, McNelll was principal. He
was the first native son to hold this position. During Ais
term the school incresancd in enrollment and ite service
1othe commurity. The gymnaasium addition to the bullding
was built in 1926,

Mr. McNelll resigned in 1941 and was succeeded by Mr.,
H.A. Yeager.

In 1947 » new bullding was constructed. In this building
the Yo-Ag Department and grades seven and eight were
housed an part of the high school.

In 1955 an addition 10 the sihletic dressing rooms was
constrocted,

Since the first pupile graduated in 1917 until the lsat class
graduated this spring there have been 1569 graduates.,
These gradunstes have established themselves in the
community and the state.
