Biology students at PCHS were
able to observe a team of veterinarians
and wildlife biologists from the Univer-
sity of Georgia conduct a parasite
study on two native game birds, grouse
and woodcock. The study, which lasted
a week, was conducted in the biology
lab in the high school. Students
observed and participated in necrop-
sies of the birds in which both endo and
ecto parasites were studied. Blood
samples were also taken and studied.
