*In a little over ten years a piece of
land near Dunmore has gone from part
of a farm to the only site of secondary
education in Pocahontas County.

These rural surroundings give the
school ample room for expansion and
a vast natural study arca that has the
potential to offer a wide variation of
places and subjects to study. In order
1o take advantage of the natural
surroundings and the study opportuni-
ties they offer, a nature trail and an
outdoor classroom have been con-
structed,

During the years of the school’s
existence additions have been made to,
or along side of, the original buildings.
A building that now houses the
forestry, carpentry, and disbributive
cducation classes was started in 1974
and completed in 1980 by students in
vocational classes. In 1977 a new wing
was added to the vocational building.
This wing now houses the nurse's aid
and drafting classes.

Increased job opportunitics in the
surrounding arca have caused an
expanded student cnroliment. Rooms
that were once adequate are being
filled. The additional students may
mean that further expansion will be
seen at PCHS in the decade ahead.
