	INVESTIGATION:

WHILE ON ROUTINE FOOTBEAT PATROL IN THE AREA OF THE CVS MARKET, 1747 CAHUENGA, WE WERE “FLAGGED” DOWN BY A STORE EMPLOYEE. THE EMPLOYEE WAS WILDLY GESTICULATING WITH HIS ARMS AND POINTING TOWARDS A SUBJECT WALKING AWAY FROM THE DOORS OF THE OPEN BUSINESS. WE RECOGNIZED THE SUBJECT AS BRYANT MORRIS. THE EMPLOYEE TOLD US THAT THE SUBJECT HAD JUST WALKED FROM THE BUSINESS WITH STOLEN PROPERTY AND ONLY SURRENDERED THE PROPERTY WHEN CONFRONTED OUTSIDE THE STORE. THE MANAGER (NOW IDENTIFIED AS EDGAR FERNANDEZ) TOLD US THAT HE WANTED THE SUBJECT ARRESTED FOR THEFT. BASED ON OUR PRIOR CONTACTS WITH MORRIS, HE VOLUNTARILY STOPPED TO SPEAK WITH US AS WE COMPLETED OUR INVESTIGATION.
STORE MANAGER FERNANDEZ TOLD US THAT AT APPROXIMATELY 1600 HOURS HE EXITED THE FRONT DOORS OF THE OPEN BUSINESS TO DRIVE TO HIS LUNCH DESTINATION. AS HE WALKED OUT, MORRIS ENTERED. FERNANDEZ HAS HAD AT LEAST 4 PRIOR EVENTS WITH MORRIS WHEREIN HE WAS CAUGHT “STEALING” STORE MERCHANDISE. DUE TO THE PREVIOUS BEHAVIOR, HE BEGAN WATCHING MORRIS AS HE WALKED THROUGH THE OPEN STORE. MORRIS WENT TO A WALKING CANE DISPLAY AND REMOVED ONE FROM THE DISPLAY RACK. HE THEN BEGAN WALKING AS IF HE NEEDED THE CANE AND HEADED TOWARDS THE FRONT DOORS. HE WALKED BY THE OPEN CASHIER AREA AND EXITED THE BUSINESS MAKING NO ATTEMPT TO PAY. FERNANDEZ APPROACHED HIM OUTSIDE THE BUSINESS AND TOLD HIM TO RETURN THE MERCHANDISE. MORRIS HANDED HIM THE CANE AND TOLD FERNANDEZ THAT HE HAD NO MONEY. 
MORRIS THEN TURNED AND BEGAN WALKING AWAY. IT WAS AT THIS POINT THAT WE ENTERED THE STORE LOT.

I THEN QUESTIONED MORRIS REGARDING THE EVENTS AS DESCRIBED BY THE STORE MANAGER. MORRIS ACCEPTED FULL RESPONSIBILITY FOR HIS ACTIONS AND ADMITTED TO THE THEFT.

FERNANDEZ WAS ADAMANT THAT MORRIS BE ARRESTED AND PROSECUTED FOR THE THEFT. I EXPLAINED THE PROCEDURES, RESPONSIBILITIES, AND LIABILITIES, REGARDING MAKING A PRIVATE PERSONS ARREST TO FERNANDEZ. HE REMAINED ADAMANT AND SIGNED A PRIVATE PERSONS ARREST AUTHORIZATION FORM ALLOWING US TO TAKE MORRIS INTO CUSTODY.  MORRIS WAS ARRESTED AND  HANDCUFFED WITHOUT INCIDENT.

DUE TO THE FACT THAT MORRIS HAD MULTIPLE PRIOR ARRESTS FOR THEFT RELATED OFFENSES, WE NOTIFIED THE LAPD WATCH COMMANDER (LT. MEDEL) REGARDING A POSSIBLE “FELONY” FILING.  LT MEDEL SENT AN LAPD PATROL UNIT TO OUR LOCATION TO TAKE CUSTODY OF MORRIS PENDING FURTHER INVESTIGATION.
MORRIS WAS RELEASED TO LAPD UNIT 6A65 (OFFICERS GEORGE #40213 AND ANGULO #38613) AND BOOKED PER THE AUTHORITY OF LT. MEDEL.

THE STOLEN / RECOVERED PROPERTY WAS RETAINED BY THE MANAGER.
