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CHAPTER XVII.

Instructions for Passengers in H.M.Y. ¢ Mahroussa.”

1. Smoking is forbidden in cabins.

2. When the Ship is under way passengers are not ever to open the
large ports. Scuttles may be opened if they will stand, but advice
in this subject is to be sought from Deck.

3. If any passenger discovers a fire, he at once reports it to the
Officer on duty.

4. They are responsible for their cabin furniture. and losses and
damage will be charged against them.

5. The cabins are to be aired when in harbour.

6. They are to use a bucket for vomiting, and observe cleanliness
and tidiness in the cabins.

7. On hearing the rapid ringing of the bell or any other sound which
denotes “Iire or Boat Stations™ they are to hurry up and parade
on the upper deck with their lifebelts and await further instructions.

8. Passengers should find out their Boat Stations on arrival on
board.

9. On leaving their cabins, they are to lock them, as no responsi-
bility is accepted for losses.

10. They are not allowed to bring foreigners on board.

11. They are not to make purchases from bumboatmen through
the ports.

12. They are not permitted to lean on the rail when Yacht enters
or leaves a port.

13. When ashore they must be particular about the time boars
shove off, otherwise they find their own way ofl.

14. Before leaving the Ship, they are to report themselves to the
Officer of the Watch.



7. Dry rations to be passed by a Board.

8. When the Yacht is absent from Alexandria, in harbour fresh
rations will be purchased under the supervision of a Board (Ration
Officer to be a member), cost of which will be paid from Yacht’s
Petty Cash account. If there is an Egyptian Government contrac-
tor in the Port, such firm or firms will be dealt with.

9. Sols and artisans will be rationed by the Yacht when away from
Alexandria, and the cost recovered from their pay.

10. Thirty milliemes will be allowed in lieu of victuals in kind.

11. Men in cells are to be victualled the same as the rest of Ship’s
company.

12. Increased meat rations (double the scale) to be for nine days
in the year :—

4 days vvs +ee ... Ramadan.Bairam.
5 ,, vesv wee -.. Courban Bairam.

13. There is no victualling allowance for Officers, and on all
occasions they will make their own messing arrangements.

14. No alcoholic beverages will be allowed on board except for
the absolute use of European Officers. Permits for embarkation of
the above will be sought from Officer Commanding.



CHAPTER XVL

Victualling.

1. Men will be rationed on hoard gratis.

2. When no fresh provisions can be obtained 30 dirhems of olives
will be supplied in lieun.

3. Fresh rations will be purchased from a contractor.
4. Dry rations will be drawn from the Supplies Department.

5. Fresh rations will be delivered by the contractor at 7 A.M.
daily at the Central Stores, and received and weighed by a “Buluk-
Amin” and the Store Officer.

Officer of the Watch and Doctor will inspect the same on board.

6. Fresh rations will be rejected if not according to contract, and
contractor will be given opportumity to resupply within two hours,
Failing to do so, they will be locally purchased at the contractor’s
risk and cost.

9
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When dismissed the clothes are to be returned correct to the Yacht
Store.

Uniform is to be inspected every quarter by the O.C. or any other
Officer detailed by him.

12. The caulker is responsible for the big ports and scuttles.

The carpenters are responsible for gangways, and sounding fresh
water tanks and bilges.

Tailors and painters will generally practise their trades. They will
take part in exercises and inspections as directed by the 2nd in
Command.
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CHAPTER XV.

Duties of Civilian Artisans and Stewards.

1. Artisans and stewards are subject to the regulations and disci-
pline of the ¥Yacht.

2. They must take their turns on board as arranged by 2nd in
Command.

3. They must be clean and tidy in every respect.

4. They must fall in before being told off to their work : artisans
by the 2nd in Command and stewards by the Chief Steward.
This applies to sea as well as harbour work,

5. They must be in uniform when performing their duties on hoard

6. If thev fall sick when ashore, they must report the matter to the
Yacht without delay, but every effort must be made to return on
hoard. They will be entirely in the charge of Medical Officer of
Ship, and outside advice will not be tolerated.

7. Those who commit offences may be summarily dealt with by
the Officer Commanding by a stoppage of pay for a period not exceed-
ing ten days pay.

Offenders of a serious character are to be kept on board until case
be investigated by the 2nd in Command.

8. Punishment of dismissal must be approved by the Aide-de-
(Camp in Chief.

9. Carpenters, caulkers, painters and tailors with their assistants
are under the ?nd in Command.

Plumbers and blackemiths with their assistants are under the Chief
Engineer.

10. They are responsible for keeping their quarters, lockers, beds
and life belts in good condition (clean and tidy) and will also be
responsible for all the gear (permanent and consumable) under their

charge.
11. They are provided with the equipment mentioned in Dress

Regulations which will remain the property of the Yacht, and will
be held responsible in case of defficiencies.

8. The Assistant Navigating Officer and Chief Engineer must
submit to the Commanding Officer every three months a list showing
the quantities of articles issued from his store and the articles remain-
ing in stock. :

9. The Store Officer must see that no local purchases of over
L.E. 5 in value to be paid from the Ship’s Imprest, is to be made.

10. The orders for local purchases should be sent to the merchants
by post.

11. Certain articles for the deck and engine-room such as oils,
hawsers, etc., may be drawn annually, but consumption for the
same is to be carefully noted in books provided for the purpose.



CHAPTER XIII.

Instructions to be followed by Officers
drawing Stores.

1. Officers are to submit their requisitions for stores every
three months, on Form No. 111, C.6., in duplicate, to the Officer
Commanding on the 20th day of the months of March, June, Sep-
tember, and December after they have been checked and initialled
by the 2nd in Command.

The requisitions for three months must not exceed the quarter of
ordinary yearly requirements.

Urgent requisitions which may be made during the month should
bear the word * Urgent” or “ Exceptional” in red ink and be sub-
mitted to the Officer Commanding after they have been passed by
the 2nd in Command.

2. No requisition or returning list can be accepted from the Officers
before or after the 25th day of every month.

The requisition or returning list to be submitted to the 2nd in
Command who, after the verification, will transmit the same to the
Officer Commanding.

3. No issue is to be made by the Store Officer unless the requisition
is signed by the Officer Commanding.

4. All requisitions for articles issued from the Store during the
month are to be collected by the Store Officer in one “Supply Voucher”
(Form No. 113, C.G.) for every Section which is to be submitted to
the Officer Commanding for approval after entering the same in
-Central Store Books accordingly.

5. Urgent articles to be bought locally when required. Requisi-
tions for same to be submitted to Officer Commanding after being
verified by his 2nd in Command.

6. The Store Officer is to see that the various articles purchased
from a merchant on separate invoices are to be all embodied on
one “ Receipt Voucher” (Form No. 112, C.G.).

7. Assistant Navigating Officer and Chief Engineer will keep an
ordinary book for consumable stores. Articles received or issued
from his Store Room must be entered in his book.

At night, the only difference that need be made is that search-
lights should be got ready and signals be made by the Morse lamp.

With a sivong following wind and sea.—In this case it would be
better to go round and get to windward of the man before lowering:
the boat ; for instance, if the man has gone overboard port side,
stop port screw and put the helm “ Hard Port.”

Particular care has to be taken in going round .after a man not
to lose sight of him.

Sea too rough to lower a boat.—The man’s only chance in this
case is to get to windward of him with the wind on the beam, and
endeavour to drift down on to the man. Before getting to your

position veer a grass hawser astern, so that if you get ahead of the
man he may still be able to get hold of the hawser.



MAN OVERBOARD.

This important occasion in an Officer of the watch’s duty will
be dealt with separately ; first, in a general case of a man overboard
in fine weather and then as necessary for particular cases.

After taking over the orders one of the first duties should be to
look round and consider what should be done if a man fell overboard.

The particular points to notice is whether it is too rough to man
a boat, and if not, which boat to man, and other similar points. It
is a good thing to train a ship’s company that when they call out
“ Man overboard,” they should add the words “Starboard or Port,”
to inform the Officer of the wateh on which side the man has fal en.

In the present case we will imagine that the ery s “Man overboard
Port” the Officer of the watch will act as follows:—

(a) “ Stop both.”

(b) “ Hard port.”

(e) “ Let go the lifebuoy.”

(d) “ Away lifeboat’s crew ” (name the boat).
(e) * Take in log line astern.”

When sure the man is clear of the propellors :(—
“ Full speed astern both.”

Note.—Never call away a “lifeboat™ at sea except for the
purpose of saving life ; on all other occasions call away the
“gea boat.”

If the man has fallen overboard right forward in our longest
ship, and the ship is steaming 12 knots, this order could safely be given
30 seconds after the man falls, but it should be remembered that
giving the order 10 seconds too late makes very little difference,
whereas if the order is given too soon, the man is almost certain to
be caught by the swirl of the propellors.

Next, see that the Reis-Signalman of the watch is stationed on
the forebridge with a ““Telescope” to keep a good lookout on the man,
pointing out to his leading signalman to signal the following to the
3rd signalman of the watch, who has already accompanied the life-
boat’s crew for this purpose : —

A.D.==When the man is ahead of the boat.

5.=When the man is on the starboard side of the hoat.
P.=When the man is on the port side of the boat.

A N.=When the man is astern of the boat.

The next order is to reeve boat’s falls.
See that a messenger has gone to call the Captain.

CHAPFER VI

Discipline and Punishments.

I. Laws, regulations and orders regarding the maintenance of
discipline in the Army are in force in the Yacht, and will he applicable
to Officers, Warrant Officers, N.C.O.s and men as if actually on the
Strength of the Army.

2. Every Officer, N.C.O0. and man in the Yacht will conduct
himself with the utmost respect towards his superior Officer.

3. Officers are at all times responsible for the maintenance of
good order in the Yacht.

4. It is the duty of Officers to make themselves acquainted with
all orders, ignorance of which will therefore not absolve any Officer
from responsibility for their non-fulfilment.

5. The Officers of the Yacht are considered: to belong to the House-
hold of His Majesty the King, and their attendance at Levees,

Court functions, etec., will not be dominated by the rules applicable
to other Officers in Government employ.
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SAaLUuTES N BoaTs.

1. When the colours are bheing hoisted in the morning or being
hauled down at sunset, all boats under way should stop engines, or
toss oars, or let fly sheets; Officer or N.C.0. saluting until the
colours are hoisted or hauled down as the case may be.

2. When passing a funeral party afloat with the body, oars will
be tossed by double-banked boats or layed if oars fitted with lanyards,
fly sheets or stop engines, Officer or N.C.0. saluting until the body
passes.

3. Naval Officers in boats when passing military Officers or
Officers of other branches will simply salute without tossing or
laying oars and letting fly sheets or stop engines.

4. The Officer or N.C.O.s will only salute if they are in laden
boats, towing, or in tow.

5. N.C.O.s of boats, when an Officer is in charge, do not salute
except at landing places, and then only when ordered to do so.

6. Men in dinghies, skiffs, shore boats, ete., are to salute by laying
on their oars, the coxswain saluting but not standing up in the
boat.
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Tee “PENDANT.”

1. The pendant is always to be hoisted on the main and remain
day and night.

2. If His Majesty comes on board the Yacht, the “Royal Standard ”
shall be hoisted on the main and the pendant be hauled down.

The Royal Standard is not to be hauled down until His Majesty
leaves the Yacht.

3. If the Officer Commanding Yacht holds the rank of Lewa, his
flag is to be worn at the main and the pendant to be hauled down,
and when proceeding on leave his flag to be hauled down and the
pendant to be hoisted.

In the event of His Majesty being on board, the Royal Standard
to be hoisted at the main and the “Lewa” flag at the fore.

Sentries are to caution craft approaching the Yacht by saying
“Away” so if they are simply passing and not calling alongside they
will reply “Passing,” but if they are coming alongside the reply
will be as follows :—

Visrring MeN-or-War.

1. On the arrival of a man-of-war in harbour, the Officer of the
watch will proceed at once to pay the preliminary visit and to offer
the customary courtesies and enquire of the following :—

Rank and name of Captain.
Port of destination.
Number of days expected to pass in harbour.

In case of a fleet arriving, the Officer of the day will call on the
ship of the Admiral.

The Captain of the ship to which this visit is paid will send an
Officer to return it.

2. Within twenty-four hours the flag Officer will visit the Officer in
Command of the fleet present at the Port if he be his equal in grade,
and the visit will be returned within twenty-four hours of being
paid.

In the case of Officers of different grades the junior will pay the
first visit, the same limits of time being observed as to the visit and
its return. .

3. After the interchange of wvisits between Captains shall have
taken place, other Officers of the ships arriving will visit Officers of
ships in port, who will return their visits.

4. Strict reciprocity will be observed.
5. The Officer of the Guard when leaving to pay visits will fly the
pendant.

6. The Officer of the Guard when detailed to ask other foreign ships
to join in dressing ships for certain occasions must wear his sword
and fly the pendant, the same procedure when returning thanks for
the courtesy.
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SALUTE oF SHrrs PASSING EACH OTHER.

1. Junior ship sounds “Attention,” either by bugle or pipe. Senior
ship sounds “Attention,” immediately after, waits a brief pause and
sounds “Carry on ” without delay.

2. A Merchant ship passing a man-of-war or the Yacht, will dip
her colours first and then man-of-war or Yacht will dip without
delay.

3. If, from any special cause, the ship from which a salute may
reasonably be expected, is unable to salute, the circumstances are
to be explained on the spot.



14. The ordinary guard consisting of N.C.0. and six men will
turn out under a “Reis” who will fall in on the right of guard.

15. The guard eonsisting of 12 N.C.0.8 and men or more will turn
out under an Officer carrying his sword, wko will fall in three paces
in front of the middle man of the gunard.

16. Guard will be relieved every twenty-four hours at 7.30 a.m.
daily, bugle sounding the King’s Hymn.

17. Guard will turn out under arms in cases of fire, or if an alarm
is raised. Also on hoisting colours at 8 a.m. daily and when hauling
them down at sunset.
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Tere GUuArD.

1. His Majesty will be received on hoard by a Guard of Honour and
a band or bugle under the command of the Semur Yuzbashi :—

2. Admirals will be reecived by a Guard under the command of

Officers saluting.
Men presenting arms.
Bugles sounding the Admiral salute.

4. Admirals passing the Yacht in uniform, without flag flying,
receive “.Mtenhon” hugle but no guard.
b. Captains of the Yacht with the rank of Lewa will be received
by a guard once every twenty-four hours, bugle sounding.
6. Captains of the Yacht with the rank of Miralat will be received
by a guard once every twenty-four hours.
7. Offcers with the rank of Miralai to the rank of Bimbashi will
be received by a guard when going to a Court-Martial.
8. The Guard will be under the command of “Reis” when receiving
Officers with the rank of Miralai and downwards.

9. Officers temporarily acting in command are entitled to all
honours and salutes appertaining to such command.

10. Captains of men-of-war flying their pendants are received with
a guard.

Other Officers of foreign men-of-war, although flying the pendant,
will not be received by a guard.

11. The Yacht when passing a military fort with the Admiral’s
flag flying will sound the “ Attention™ bugle but will not parade
a

13. The Yacht passing a man-of-war at sea will not parade a

Honours and Salutes,

Preing.

1. Three ghort pipes followed by a long one :—
To Crowned Heads, and Royalties.
2. Two short pipes followed by a long one :—
To all Naval Officers holding the rank of Lewa and upwards
of combatant rank.
3. One short pipe followed by a long one ;—
+ To all Naval Officers holding the rank of Miralai of combatant
rank.
4. One long pipe :—
(a) To all Naval Officers holding the rank of Kaimakam of
combatant rank.

(b) To Officers of the Guard.
(¢) To all Naval Foreign Executive Officers.

Nores.—(1) His Majesty will be piped over the side day or night,
otherwise this Honour is restricted from 8 a.m. till
sunset.

(2) Officers are only piped in uniform.
(3) The dead are always piped over the side.
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WiIRELESS TELEGRAPH DEPARTMENT.

1. Marconi Station is to be under charge of Senior Operator, who
will be responsible to Chief Engineer for the cleanliness and good
running of the machinery. He will also order all stores through
the Chief Engineer,

2. At sea, operators will keep four hours’ watches, and when His
Majesty is on board an operator must always be on duty.

3. The Wireless Telegraph Log is to be carefully kept by operator
on duty and submitted daily to Officer Commanding at sea and
weekly in harbour.

4. Wireless telegraph messages are to be reported to Officer
Commanding immediately they are received.



Motor LauncHES.

1. When a launch is required for Their Majesties, the 3rd or 4th
Engineer will be in the motor-room.

When launch used by Senior Officers of the Housebold, a junior
engineer will be in motor-room.

In herbour, if launch is going for run out of sight of Yacht a
junior engineer should be in motor-room and always when official
calls are being paid to foreign men-of-war.



Douries or ENGINEERS WHEN LEAVING HARBOUR.

1. Half-an-hour before leaving, the 2nd Engineer will detail an
engineer to have windlass and capstan ready for use. The 4th
Engineer will turn steam on steering-gear and hand over same to
Navigating Officer. All other engineers and electrician will muster
in engine-room and will be detailed to stations by 2nd Engineer.
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DuTiEs oF ENGINEERS WHEN ENTERING HARBOUR.

1. The Senior Engineers will be in engine-room under the
supervision of 2nd Engineer, and will be responsible for the efficient
working of the engines as directed by telegraphs from bridge.

Junior engineers and electrician will be detailed for duty by 2nd
Engineer, who will see that an engineer is attending to forward

windlass, aft capstan, and steering gear.
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Durirs o EncINEEr OwFrorkrs AT SEA.

1. The Senior Engineer Officers (2nd to 4th) will keep four hours
watches in engine-room, and Junior Engineers (fifth to junior) will
keep watches in stokehold engine-room or refrigerator as detailed
by Chief Engineer in his daily Order Book.

2. The Sentor Engineer on watch will be responsible for the good
working of machinery and boilers.

3. Junior Engineers in stokehold are responsible that a safe water
level is kept in boilers and that stoking is kept regular.

He will also see that sand boxes are kept full of sand and that
all torches are placed in sand boxes.

If in any doubt he must at once inform the Senior Engineer on
duty.

4. Log Book is to be written up at the end of every watch by
the Senior Engineer on duty.

5. Electrician will see to the good working of electrical ma-
chinery and lighting.
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He will also examine gauge glasses on oil tanks and see that cocks
on same are cl

In the event of any accident to boilers or machinery he is to
immediately inform the Chief Engineer or next semior.
He is to muster stokers as necessary every moming so as to

ensure that all turbines and auxiliary machinery may be turned by
hand before 8 a.m.

T.—Engineer Officers are to examine bilges, water in boilers,
readings of oil tanks, and see that they are in accordance with
entry in daily Log Book before taking over watch, and report
verbally to Senior Engineer that all is in order.
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CHAPTER VI.

Duties of the Engineer Officers.

1. Steam is to be raised daily whilst Yacht is at Buoy in Alexandria.
When Ship is in Arsenal basin, sanitary and fresh water to be supplied
by auxiliary motor pumps and Ship to be lit from shore current.

2. The Chief Engineer is to be held responsible for the :—

(@) Cleanliness and efficiency of all machinery and boilers on board
the Yacht.

(6) Motors in motor-boats.

(c) Cleanliness of stokers’ quarters and all spaces containing
machinery.

(d) Engine-room, electrical and Marconi stores.

(e) Marconi apparatus.

3. Engine-room staff is composed of four senior Engineer Officers,
five junior Engineer Officers, one Electrician Officer, plumbers,
blacksmiths and Stokers.

4. Engine-room staff will be detailed for duties daily by second
engineer or next senior engineer on board at 9 a.m., who will receive
his instructions from the Chief Engineer and will be responsible for
the carrying out of the same.

5. Senior Engineer Officer of the day will be responsible for the
work being carried out in engine-room, launches, etc., from 9 a.m.
till 1 p.m. daily, after which the junior Engineer on daily duty will
be responsible.

6. Engineer Officers who are to be on daily duty in Alexandria
are to range from fifth engineer to the junior, and they will keep
watches in rotation from 9 a.m. till 9 a.m. He will be responsible
for the good and safe working of boilers and all machinery under
steam. He will see that a safe working water level is kept in boi-
lers and will himself be present in stokehold whenever boilers are
flashed up, night or day. He will see that the stokers arrive and leave
the engine-room punctually.

Before closing down at night he will see that all valves are
properly closed and bilges dry.
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22. He should see that boat’s crews are always in identically
the same rig.

23. When an anchor watch is set, or wheunever it is blowing hard,
the 0.0.W. should satisfv himself personally that he has an anchor
ready for letting go.

24. The 0.0.W. with the Officer in charge of the men are to prepare
defaulters at 11 a.m., and he can put a man under the sentry’s charge
if he considers it desirable and report at once to the Captain or hia
2nd in Command that he has done so and for what reasons, and
a man is not to be put in irons without referring to the Captain or
his 2nd in Command, except in special circumstances.

A prisoner before being placed in the cell and under the sentry’s
charge must be thoroughly searched, and the matter reported to the
Medical Officer.

Cells to be thoroughly searched and inspected by the 0.0.W.

Meals for the prisoners to be issued at the proper time. Any
instructions as regards prisoner’s health received from the Medical
Officer are to be strictly carried out.

25. The 0.0.W. is to stop spitting on decks, leaning against side
rail, particularly on the quarter deck, and to see that men are never
allowed to sit about on decks or stand about in places where they
block ladders or gangways.

26. He 1s to see that when colours are hoisted in the morning or
lowered in the evening, all Officers and men on deck face aft and
salute whilst the bugle is sounding the salute.

27. In harbour nothing should be piped and no letters or gear
allowed to leave the Ship or be distributed on board, except through
the 0.0.W.

28. The 0.0.W. must look out for rain coming on to get the
awnings eased in or sloped in plenty of time, and to see that plugs
are out of all hoisted boats.

29. The 0.0.W. is to keep a good look-out for boats capsizing or
men over board in order to render all possible assistance.

30. The 0.0.W. must never leave the Ship unless he is properly
relieved by a responsible Officer, and the fact be entered in the
Log Book, and the matter reported to the Captain or his 2nd in
Command.

31. He personally must be present in issuing dry rations for the
Ship’s company, and to examine, with the Medieal Officer, the
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9. He is to see that the daily routine is properly carried out, and
if there are any special verbal orders re routine, boats, Gaptamu
galley, launches and any recent important signals.

10. He is to inspect any working parties which may be sent away
from the Ship, and see that they are properly dressed.

11. He is to report the arrival or departure of any man-of-war,
and if a salute is fired at any time, to inform the Captain by whom
it was fired, and for what occasion. He will carry out duties of
officer of the guard.

12. In case of fog, he is to cause the usual fog signals to be made
(see International Code of Signals).

13. He is to go the rounds below at night according to routine
time, and make his report to the senior Officer.

14. He is not to allow the starboard side to be used for ordinary
traffic, except by Officers.

15. He is to see that no one is smoking on deck during working
hours. The Ship’s company are not to be allowed to smoke below,
and the use of spirit lamps or cooking stoves is strictly prohibited
on board. The Ship’s company are to be allowed to smoke on the
forecastle only.

16. Boats are not to be sent away during the Shlpﬂ company’s
meal hours, unless urgently required.

17. When any boat is ordered, he should see that it should be
“manned” within three minutes from the pipe and alongside in five
minutes, and to see that boats are never to be kept waiting alongside.

18. It is also necessary for the 0.0.W. to know whether the Captain
or his 2nd in Command are on board, and if so. where they are.

19. The Officer of the watch is to personally superintend the
hoisting of boats at all times, and to have a sufficient number of men
on the falls (even if the firemen have to be used), to hoist the boats
up square, and not one fall at a time, and when lowered their falls

should be hooked on and hauled taut.

20. The Officer of the watch should always know the amount of
cable he has out, the depth of water, and to see that anchor lights
are burning brightly.

21. He should never allow boats to sail after dark if heavily laden
or if the wind shows any signs of becoming strong or squally.
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In HARBOUR.
From 9 am. to 9 a.m.

1. The Officer of the watch is to be on deck during the working
hours in uniform with his undress belt and telescope, and at night
is to sleep in the cabin on deck. The Sol is not allowed to sleep in
this cabin.

He must get everything carefully turned over to him and be
equally particular about turning over all orders to the Relief.

2. He may go below for meals, leaving the Sol in charge with orders
to let him know if any boats are coming alongside with Officers or
others whom he ought to receive, or for any purpose which requires
his presence on deck.

3. He must be constantly about the decks and be perpetually on
the look-out and to see that Ship is looking all right and the men
are doing their work properly, that the ropes, ete., are taut, awnings
prope. ly spread, that no clothes or canvas gear is hung up in other
than authorized places. That the guard is properly dressed, and
their rifles. boots, ete., properly cleaned. He will be careful that the
ensign and pennant are clear and taut, ventilators trimmed, boats
clear at the boom, booms square, guess warps clear of seaweed,
Ship’s sides and waterline shown clear and touched up, cables serubbed
and painted, nothing hanging over the side, and big ports square.

4. The Sol or N.C.O. must be on the spar deck when he goes
round the Ship in the morning in order to have any defects observed
from outside the Ship corrected as soon as possible.

5. He must be careful to receive Officers coming on board, also
other people whose position demand it. He is to be most particular
to have the ensign dipped in return to any salute of a like nature
made by any passing ship.

6. He must see that the duty boats are clean and tidy, and the
men properly dressed. He must know what boats are down., and
which are away, and satisfy himself they are properly handled.

7. 1f any boat is “called away,” he is to see that the men come
up smartly, and do not stand about the deck, but get into the boat
at once.

8. In the case of fire on board he is to have the bell rung and’ bugle
sounded immediately, and send down to the Commanding Officer
or his 2nd in Command at once.
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OrpERS YOoR ANCHOR WATCH.

20. The Officer of the watch is never to hesitate to set an anchor
watch if he thinks it necessary, and in doing so is to see the following
orders are carried out -—

(@) Should the wind increase during the night the Captain will
be called.

(b) A lead line is always to be over the side and constantly
watched to see if the Ship drags; if she does, the fact will
be at once reported to the Captain.

(¢) To watch the cross bearings for the position of the Ship.
(d) To see that there is always light in the binnacle.
(e} That anchor lights are burning brightly.

(/) That the second anchor, if not down, is ready for letting
go Immediately.

(9) That he is not allowed under any circumstances to leave the
bridge or the Spar Deck.
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he has handed over, and must not allow helmsmen to talk before
or after relieving.

14. Whenever the watch is relieved, the senior Officer relieved is
to report to the Captain the course he has handed over and the state
of weather, also that the junior has been his rounds.

15. The Officer of the watch will see that the masthead lights,
side lights and stern light are exhibited from sunset to sunrise.

16. The Officer of the watch must see that Bells are struck regularly
every half-hour, and see that lookout men report at once anything
they may see.

17. The Officer of the watch is at once to send and call the Captain
if the ship’s smoke is obscuring vision, and if fog comes on. In the
latter case, he will at once blow the steam whistle and ease engines
without waiting for orders.

18. In no case is a junior Officer to be left in charge.

19. All fresh water tanks and wells to be sounded regularly every
;;1:5 hours, and the Officer of the watch will enter results in “ Log
k‘?j
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Patent Log is to be read at the end of each hour, the reading being
entered in the Deck Log. The Patent Log is also to be read when
passing objects of which beam bearings are taken, and on any altera-
tion of course. The junior Officer of the watch is responsible for

this.

7. The error of the compass is8 to be frequently checked by the
Officer of the watch by any means available (azimuths of heavenly
bodies, transits of shore objects, etc.). The Deck Log is to be fully
and correctly written up at the end of each watch, and initialled
by the Officer of the watch before leaving the bridge.

8. The Officer of the watch is responsible that the leads and sound-
ing machipe are ready for use at short notice. He is also responsible
that one boat, to be called the “Bea-Boat™ is properly equipped and
ready for instant lowering, and that the crew for this boat is mustered
abreast the boat at least once every watch. In the event of this
seaboat being sent away from the Ship the junior Officer of the
watch ie to go in her.

9. The Captain’s Night Order Book will be sent to the bridge
every evening. Kach Officer of the watch, after reading the orders,
will jnitial the same, and the book is to be returned to the Captain’s
Cabin by the 0,0.W. of the morning watch, on relief. Nothing which
may be written in this book is to prevent the 0.0.W. from calling
the Captain during the night, should he consider there is adequate
reason for doing so.

10. The Officer of the watch taking over the watch is not to take
charge until the Officer going off watch has shown him the position
of the Yacht on the chart, nor until he iz satisfied that she is on her
proper course which is marked on the log slate.

11. The Captain is always to be informed of any decided change
of wind or weather, either by day or night, and more especially
when in the vicinity of land.

12. The Officer of the watch is responsible for seeing that there are
always at least three men on duty stationed anywhere required both
dsy and night and not to be removed unless relieved, namely :—

1 Helmsman.
1 Bignalman or lookout man.
1 Messenger.

13. Special care must be taken when the wheel is relieved and the
Officer of the watch should satisfy himself that the proper course is
handed over and that the man leaving the wheel reports what course



CHAPTER V.

Orders for the Officer of the watch at Sea
and in the Harbour.

AT SEA.

1. There are always to be two Officers on watch at sea if circum-
stances admit. They will be in three watches. The senior is to be
on the bridge. and the junior will supervise the work of the Ship,
being also responsible that the stewards and other passengers are
not lounging about, in unauthorized places, or dirtying the decks.
He will also visit the lower deck frequently, reporting the result of
bis inspection to the semior Officer of the watch. He is also to go
round men’s quarters and inspect the ports, scuttles, fire hoses and
bulkheads. :

2. The senior Officer of the watch 1s responsible for the safety
of the Ship and is never to leave the bridge unless properly relieved
by a responsible Officer.

3. He is to take care that the course is correctly steered and that
it is not altered without the approval of the Captain, except to avoid
passing vessels or unforeseen dangers, The Rule of the Road is to
be strictly adhered to, and the usual sound signals are to be used
when altering course to clear traffic.

4. Should the Officer of the watch at any time find that the Ship
is running into imminent danger, he is to take immediate action
to avoid the same, reporting to the Captain at the same time.

It is to be clearly understood that no order, either written or
verbal, is to prevent the Officer of the watch from acting on his own
reaponsibility in case of emergency.

5. Vessels met with are to be passed at a safe distance. Men-of-
war of any nationality are to be reported to the Captain as soon as
distinguished. Particular care is to be taken with regard to signals
made by passing vessels, and any salute made to the Yacht is to be

acknowledged by dipping the ensign.

6. When in sight of land the Bhip’s position is to be frequently
checked by bearings, which are to be entered in the Deck Log. The

The top of the pocket
should be sewn down at the corners in such a manner that on service
the pockets can be expanded at the top also. Outside ticket pocket
in top of the waistband on the right side. Inside watch pocket
with leather tab above for chain or strap Four large buttons down
the front, the bottom one just below the lower edge of waistband.
To be lined or not as required with lining of similar colour to the
jacket. Round cuffs with distinction marks as prescribed below.
Shoulder straps of the same material as the jacket, fastened with
a small button. Distinction marks on the shoulder straps.

Trousers, khaki.—The same as the blue or white, but in khalki,
and to be turned up.

Watch coat.—Same as the Naval Watch coat, but in khaki instead
of blue.

Sick LEeave.

1. Sick leave will only be granted on the production of a medical
certificate signed by two medical men in Government employees or,
if abroad, by the Medical Board detailed by the Government.
Sick leave to N.C.0.s and Men may be granted by the Chief Aide-
de-Camp.

2. No ordinary leave can be granted in extension of sick leave,

3. Extensions of sick leave will be limited to two months and a
fresh medical certificate must be submitted 1n support of each
extension.

4. Officers and cadre employees are entitled during a period of
three years’ actual service to sick leave as follows :—

At the end of six months’ sick leave, if still unable to return to
duty, he will be compelled to leave the Government Service.

5. Time spent in hospital or in prison will not count towards leave.

6. Officers and men returning from sick leave to report themselves
to the Medical Officer for examination.
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8. Any Officer who on the expiration of his leave fails to retum
to duty, will be deprived of his salary from the date of the expiration
of his leave, and such omission without reasonable excuse will cons-
titute a serious disciplinary offence.

9. A declaration will be signed by every official proceeding on leave
and a similar one when resuming his duties.

10. Applications for ordinary leave of absence will be made at
least twenty days in advance, and will state address during leave,
reasons of requiring leave and period, and whether it will be spent
in Egypt or abroad.

11. The O.C. has authority to grant officials, in cases of urgency,
up to three days’ leave, but the former is to obtain his leave always
from the Aide-de- Ca.mp in Chief.

12. Officers proceeding on leave in Egypt should always take their
uniform with them.

13. Officials when returning from leave will make themselves
acquainted with all regulations and orders issued during their absence.

If an Officer living ashore finds himself indisposed and cannot
perform duties, he at once reports the fact to the 0.C.

5. Ordinary leave of absence may be granted to Officers and civil-
ians on cadre.
Officers in the Army List after a year’s service, are allowed :—
2 months if spent abroad.
A month and a half if spent in Egypt.
The leave can be extended to a month more without pay.

Hors cadre employees are entitled to one month per annum if can
be spared.

6. Ordinary leave of civil cadre employees with full pay is cumul-
ative, but no more than 3} months if spent abroad, and 3 months
if spent in Hgypt.

7. Officers of Yacht cannot usually be granted leave between
May 1 and November 1, as Ship is then in active commission, so
allowances will be made when possible to suit their requirements by
granting special leave.

2. He is responsible for the cleanliness of the Sick Bay. and Phar-
macy and for all sanitary services, and will report to the 2nd in
Command any observations he may have to make in connection
with the above.

3. Whenever any person attached to the Yacht is sent to the Hos-
pital, he is to be accompanied by a Sick Berth attendant with the
necessary papers or, in case of serious nature, by the Medical Officer

himself.

4, When any person attached to the Yacht is in Hospital, the
Medical Officer is to visit him at his own discretion and 1s to submit
a report on his condition.

5. All processes of disinfection will be carried out under his super-
vision.

6. The Medical Officer is to inspect daily men’s fresh provisions
produced by the contractors and to examine food after being cooked.

7. He is responsible for all the permanent stores and that they
correspond with the inventory book.

All requisitions for all medicines required for the Yacht will be
submitted in May.
He will keep the consumable store book.

8. The Medical Officer is to interest himself in the well-being and
health of Ship’s company, and to make any suggestions for their
betterment, provided the latter are strictly within his province.

9. He will, when cruising, be responsible for the bill of health
and has therefore the right of examining those embarking.

10. He will analyse the water to be taken into the Ship’s tanks
when cruising, and, if it is not satisfactory, will report to the
Officer Commanding.

11. He will medically examine the Ship’s Company monthly and
give his report on the same to the Captain and 2nd in Command.
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Duties orF Store OFFICER.

1. He is responsible for the Yacht’s Central Stores, stationery,
clothing and rations, also for the buildings and gardens of shore and
offices, the men’s quarters and sanitary services.

2. He is to submit and prepare the necessary formalities for adver-
tising the requirements of the Yacht.

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Duries or THE NavigaTing OFFIcER.

1. The Navigating Officer, under the direction of the Captain, is
to have charge of the navigation of the Yacht.

2. He is responsible for all Charts, Sailing Directions, Light Lists
and books connected with navigation supplied for the Public Service.

3. He is to correct the Charts, Sailing Directions and Light Lists
in accordance with the weekly *“Notices to Mariners,” as they are
received.

4. He is to write up the Deck Log Book daily (in his own language).

5. He is responsible for the Chronometers and Deck Watches, and
i8 to wind them daily at a fixed hour, inserting their errors and rates
in a Journal kept for that purpose.

6. He is responsible for the Compasses and will keep a record of
their deviations. The keys of the binnacles are to be in his charge.

7. He is responsible that the various Logs, Sounding Machines and
Lead Lines are kept in an efficient condition.

8. He is responsible for the Sextants, Telescopes, Binoculars,
Barometers, Thermometers and other meterological instruments
supplied for the Public Service.

9. He is to demand any charts, books or instruments which he may,
from time to time, consider necessary for the navigation of the Yacht.

10. In case of his absence, his duties are to be performed by such
officer as the Captain may direct.



16. He is responsible for the Mail and appointing & trustworthy
man to do the duty of postman. On the arrival of letters on board,
he is to check and pass them to Officer on watch for distribution.

Letter are to be made properly with double keys, one kept in
the Post and the other in Ship’s Office.

17. He will control paying Ship’s company. This operation to
be done by an Officer detailed by him with the Chief Clerk.

18. In case of his absence the next Senior Officer after him will
perform his duties.

19. He is to perform the duties of the Captain when he is away.

20. He is to see that all on board subordinate to him perform their
duties with diligence and propriety, and that all regulations are
strictly observed.

21. He is to see that the men are at all times in the rig of the day
and properly dressed.

22. He is to work in the closest possible touch with the 0.Ca
submitting his views as circumstances demand, at the same time
seeking advice when necessary.
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CHAPTER I1.
(ieneral Duties for Officers.

DuTties oF THE 2nD 1N COMMAND.

1. He is responsible for the general efficiency and cleanliness of
the Yacht.

2. He will go round the Ship daily, muster the men for inspection
detailing them for various duties at 9 a.m.

3. He is to attend to all details which combine to make the Yacht,
smart and efficient, detailing the Ship’s company for their stations
and duties at all drills and exercises.

4. He is to control the direction of all deck departments, and see
that supervising officers are doing their work.

5. He is to be particular that the daily, weekly and sea routines are
correctly and punctually carried out.

6. He is allowed to summarily punish any of the Ship’s company,
as in Chapter VIII, and to see defaulters daily at 11 a.m.

7. He 18 to arrange for the annual leave of the Ship’s company.

8. Heis to control clerical work and initial all inward and outward
correspondence before submitting same to Captain. Also to control
the preparation of the Budget and the annual adjudications, clothing

and rations.
9. Stores are not to be issued unless revised and signed hy him.

10. He will write up the daily order book, sign it, and see that it
18 initialled by all whom it concerns.

11. He will see that clothing regulations are properly carried out.
12. He will inspect Arms and Accoutrements.

13. He will inspect and check stationery, stores and 1mprest any
time he thinks necessary.

14. He will check all books kept by the Officer on watch daily
before 9 a.m.

16. He will arrange for the preparation of weekly Boards.

The extra numbers embarked when His Majesty is aboard will
roughly be 44, and the total number borne is not to exceed 250.
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Orders for Homours when Their Majesties come
on board or leave the Yacht.

1. The Officer Commanding with a junior Officer will always go
away in the Launch when carrying their Majesties.

2. The 2nd in Command will be at the foot of the Royal Starboard
Gangway to assist embarkation and disembarkation.

3. The next Senior Officer on deck at the door of the said gangway.

4. The Senior Yousbashi with the Guard of Honour. The Guard
of Honour will consist of as many N.C.0.s and Men as can be spared.

The Sol will pipe the side.

A Sentry will be on the gangway.

A Bugler to sound “The S8till” when the Launch approaches
the Yacht.

b. Officer Commanding the Guard will give the command for
King’s Salute, and the bugle sounds it as the Guard of Honour
present arms.

6. The first time Their Majesties come on board and on their depar-
ture the Ship will be manned and the 2nd Yousbashi, who will be
in command of the men, will give the King’s Salute with :

“YA'ISH FOUAD MALIK MISR*”

three times in succession.
All Officers will be paraded opposite the gangway door.
The bugle, after all this procedure, will sound :

“0ARRY ON.”



Standing Orders for H.M. Yacht
“ Mahroussa.”

GENERAL ORDERS.

1. All Officers are to make themselves acquainted with the orders

contained in this Book, and carry them out in their respective
departments.

2. Officers are always to wear uniform on board, and are to re-

member that both on duty and in their Messes they are to be properly
dressed.

3. Officers are to realise that it does not signify which department

they may belong to, all are to work together for the efficiency and
happiness of the Ship.

4. Men are always to be fallen in previous to being told off for
their work, the slack habit of allowing the Ship’s Company to turn
up for their work as they wish is not allowed.

5. The greatest care is to be taken that Officers and Men are con-
versant with the stations laid down for efficiency of the Ship.

The latter will be posted in a prominent position in the Yacht
and is in Chapter X.

6. The Deck and Engine-Room must work in the closest touch,
and Deck Officers are reminded that economy and efficiency are
ensured by informing Engine-Room as early as possible of Ship’s
movements and requirements from latter Department.

7. The Signal Department is very important and every oppor-
tunity is to be taken to exercise the staff at sea and in harbour.

8. At Alexandria the Executive Officers who are to be on board

after working hours, are those holding the rank of Sagh and down-
wards.

9. When away from Alexandria, special arrangements for keeping
watches on board, when Yacht is in a foreign port, are to be made out
by the Officer Commanding according to circumstances.

10. After 1 p.m., Officers whose duties do not necessitate their
presence, on board, are at liberty to go on shore.

11. The Yacht is never to be left without an Executive Officer and
Engineer Officer on board.
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
