foreword.
The Arts and Crafts Exhibition So-
ciety, in its eighteenth year, opens its

eighthexhibition. If this seems strange
it must be remembered that, beginning
in 1888, for that and the succeeding

' two years its exhibitions were annual,

but from 1890 exhibitions have been
triennial, so that the difference between

the age of the Society and the number

of its exhibitions is accounted for.

It is true that in 1902 the Society,

ative Art at Turin, held an exhibition

ish Arts and Crafts in the British Art
Section of the St. Louis International

members of the Society: so that al-

though triennial in regard to its public .ji

exhibitions in London, it has not been

strictly so as regards the world in
|

general.

Much may happen in three years,

and movements and phases in art seem
to quicken their pace in our time, and
are more rapid, both in their appear-

ances and disappearances, perhaps,
!

than ever before. '

What is known as the Arts and
Crafts movement, however, continues

to show a stead}' growth and develop-

ment. Arts and Crafts Exhibitions
have become common throughout our
country, and handicraft classes have
now generally become a necessary

^

part of any art school curriculum.
|

The remarkablework now produced
in many of our Municipal Schools of
Art and Technological Institutes in
recent years, and the facilities and
advantages frequently offered in such
institutions, including often the best
expert advice and artistic teaching
available, must be counted as import-
ant factors in the progress of the
movement, which may generally be
characterized as a search for increased

beauty, refinement, and sincerity in

design and workmanship in the ac-

cessories of human life, united by an
architectonic ideal, and as affording

scope in what may be considered the

useful arts, for the artistic expression
of individual taste and character, in

contradistinction and protest against

purely commercial, mechanical, and
machine production.

As I have said, Arts and Crafts

Exhibitions are now common, but,

though interesting as evidence of the

growth of the movement, or special

artistic or technical effort in various

w^ays, but few of them attempt to com-
prehend or to represent the whole
field of effort in contemporary design

and handicraft, and fewer still endea-
vour to raise a very high or strict stand-

ard of accomplishment.
Believing that useful service may

still be done in these directions, the

Committee of the Society again offers

to the public, in the present exhibition,

the results of its selection, and, at the

same time, its thanks to members and
contributors for affording materials for

so wide a choice.

Certain crafts, with their allied

branches, may be, perhaps, mentioned,
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among the many represented, as being
rather the especial growth of recent

years of revival—namely, book-bind-
ing, calligraphy and illumination, and
jewellery and enamelling. All of these

are largely represented in the present

exhibition.

The sections of pottery and furni-

ture are larger and more important
than usual, and a special section has
been devoted to a collection of w^ork

from various art schools, headed by
the central school, under the Educa-
tion Committee of the London County
Council.

The Society, too, it must be noted,
opens its present exhibition in new
quarters, and from its former tradition

as an autumn exhibition it turns to-

wards Spring, which we may hope
may be of happy augury.
