WASHINGTON (AP) — Pro-
testers stirred by the death 
of George Floyd vowed 
Friday to turn an extraor-
dinary outpouring of grief 
into a sustained movement 
as demonstrations shifted 
to a calmer, but no less de-
termined, focus on addres-
sing racial injustice. 
In Minneapolis, where Floyd 
died in police custody, the 
city agreed to ban police 
chokeholds and require 
officers to intervene any 
time they see unauthori-
zed force by another offi-
cer. The changes are part 
of a stipulation between 
the city and state officials 
who launched a civil rights 

investigation into Floyd’s 
death. The City Council 
was expected to approve 
the agreement, which will 
be enforceable in court, 
later Friday.
By early afternoon, demon-
strations resumed for an 
11th day around the coun-
try with continued momen-
tum as the mood of the 
protests largely shifted from 
explosive anger to more 
peaceful calls for chan-
ge. Despite the change in 
tone, the country’s most 
significant demonstrations 
in a half-century — rivaling 
those during the civil rights 
and Vietnam War eras — 
showed no signs of dissipa-
ting.

dificil cu nan ta pasando aden 
durante e ultimo añanan, a 
sufri un dobel golpi.

Formal and impromptu me-
morials to Floyd stretched 
from Minneapolis to North 
Carolina, where family 
were gathering Saturday to 
mourn him, and beyond. 
Josiah Roebuck, a Ken-
nesaw State University stu-
dent and organizer of a 
demonstration that drew 
about 100 people Friday 
in an Atlanta suburb, said 
he was confident that 
momentum will be main-
tained.
"Once you start, you're go-
ing to see this every day," 
said Roebuck, who has at-
tended multiple other At-
lanta-area protests. "I just 
want minorities to be repre-
sented properly."
Demonstration leaders 
have employed various or-
ganizing tools including so-
cial media, which Roebuck 
said he used to gather 
people for the demonstra-
tion outside a Kennesaw 
store selling Confederate 
memorabilia. "Social media 
is a big influencer today," 
he said. 
Protests around the country 
had initially been marred 
by the setting of fires and 
smashing of windows, but 
Friday marked at least the 
third day of more subdued 
demonstrations, including 
a  heartfelt tribute to Floyd 
in Minneapolis  that drew 
family members, celebri-
ties, politicians and civil 
rights advocates on Thurs-
day. The Rev. Al Sharpton 
delivered a fierce eulogy 
and outlined plans for a 
commemorative march on 
Washington in August, vow-
ing that the movement will 
"change the whole system 
of justice."

Floyd's body was being tak-
en to North Carolina, the 
state where he was born 
46 years ago, for a public 
viewing and private service 
for family on Saturday. Then 
in Texas, where Floyd lived 
most of his life, services cul-
minating in a private burial 
will take place over two 
days next week. 
In Washington, city work-
ers and volunteers paint-
ed "Black Lives Matter" in 
enormous yellow letters on 
the street leading to the 
White House in a sign of 
local leaders' embrace of 
the protest movement. The 
mural that also includes 
an image of the city's flag 
stretched across 16th Street 
for two blocks, ending just 
before the church where 
President Donald Trump 
staged a photo-op earlier 
this week after federal of-
ficers forcibly cleared a 
peaceful demonstration to 
make way for the president 
and his entourage."The 
section of 16th street in 
front of the White House is 
now officially 'Black Lives 
Matter Plaza,'" Mayor Mu-
riel Bowser said in a tweet 
shortly after the mural was 
completed Friday.
The project supporting a 
protest movement at odds 
with Trump's leadership fol-
lows Bower's verbal clashes 
with his administration over 
the response to protests 
over Floyd's killing. Still, the 
local chapter of Black Lives 
Matter took a swipe at Bow-
ers on Twitter by saying the 
project distracts from their 
efforts to shift funds from 
local police to community 
investment. 
Meanwhile, in a sign the 
protesters' voices were be-

ing heard, more symbols 
of slavery and the Con-
federacy came down. 
Alabama's port city of Mo-
bile removed a statue of a 
Confederate naval officer 
early Friday after days of 
protests there, while Freder-
icksburg, Virginia, removed 
a 176-year-old slave auc-
tion block from downtown 
after several years of efforts 
by the NAACP. 
Community activists are 
working to convert anger 
and grief into long-term ac-
tion. Black Lives Matter Al-
liance Broward circulated 
a sign-up sheet at a Fort 
Lauderdale, Florida, protest 
that drew 1,500 names of 
people who want to stay 
involved. The group fol-
lowed up with each person 
this week suggesting simple 
actions such as emailing 

or calling to demand local 
change.
"We are taking more of the 
strategy of: 'How do we 
actually invest people's en-
ergy beyond protesting?,'" 
said Tifanny Burks, a com-
munity organizer. "We are 
thinking long term."
This weekend, they are 
building a church altar with 
the names of victims killed 
by local police and hav-
ing their family members 
speak. On Monday, they 
plan a workshop to help 
people engage at the lo-
cal level, including mobiliz-
ing in upcoming elections.
"Every single day it's grow-
ing from people who want 
to get more involved, who 
want to take more actions, 
so we're going to be mobi-
lizing those folks," Burks said. 
At demonstrations around 

the country, protesters said 
the quieter mood was the 
result of factors including 
the new and upgraded 
criminal charges against 
the officers involved in 
Floyd's death and a more 
conciliatory approach by 
police who have marched 
with them or taken a knee 
to recognize their message.
Still, some troubling interac-
tions between police and 
protesters occurred. In Buf-
falo, two officers were sus-
pended after video from 
WBFO showed a 75-year-
old man being shoved af-
ter walking up to police 
as they were enforcing a 
curfew Thursday night. The 
man appeared to hit his 
head on the pavement 
and was bleeding as offi-
cers walked past. The man 
was hospitalized.q

U.N. health agency: Wear mask if you can't keep your distance

The World Health Organiza-
tion is broadening its rec-
ommendations for the use 
of masks during the coro-
navirus pandemic and said 
Friday it is now advising that 
in areas where the virus is 
spreading, people should 
wear fabric masks when so-
cial distancing is not possi-
ble, such as on public trans-
portation and in shops. 
WHO Director-General 
Tedros Adhanom Ghe-
breyesus said people over 
age 60 or with underly-

ing medical conditions 
also should wear masks in 
situations where social dis-
tancing cannot be main-
tained. WHO previously 
had recommended that 
only health care workers, 
people with COVID-19 and 
their caregivers wear medi-
cal masks, noting a global 
shortage of supplies.
During a press briefing dis-
cussing the revised guid-
ance, Tedros added that 
"masks on their own will 
not protect you from COV-
ID-19" and emphasized the 
importance of hand-wash-

ing, social distancing and 
other infection-prevention 

strategies. 
WHO also widened its mask 

guidance to specify that 
health workers in areas 
where the virus is spread-
ing freely should always 
wear masks inside medical 
facilities. Doctors working in 
cardiology or other wards, 
for example, should wear 
medical masks even if the 
facilities had no known 
coronavirus patients, 
Tedros said.  Maria Van 
Kerkhove, WHO's technical 
lead on COVID-19, said the 
updated recommenda-
tions were based on new 
research commissioned by 
the U.N. health agency.q
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Navy carrier sidelined by virus is back operating in Pacific

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ten 
long weeks after a massive 
coronavirus outbreak side-
lined one of the Navy's sig-
nature warships, the U.S.S. 
Theodore Roosevelt has 
returned to sea and is con-
ducting military operations 
in the Pacific region.
Lining the flight deck in their 
dress white uniforms, sailors 
wearing white face masks 
stood a virus-safe 10 feet (3 
meters) apart in a final, for-
mal thank you as the ship 
sailed out of port in Guam 
on Thursday and headed 
into the Philippine Sea.
"We manned the rail, which 
we don't normally do. There 
was a lot of symbolism in 
that," Navy Capt. Carlos 
Sardiello told The Associ-
ated Press in an interview 
from the ship Thursday. 
"They're excited. They're 
fired up to be back at sea 
doing the mission."
The Roosevelt pulled into 
Guam on March 27, with a 
rapidly escalating number 
of sailors testing positive for 
the virus. Over time, more 
than 1,000 were infected 
with COVID-19, setting off 
a lengthy and systematic 
process to move about 
4,000 sailors ashore for 
quarantine and treatment, 
while about 800 remained 
aboard to protect and run 
the high-tech systems, in-
cluding the nuclear reac-
tors that run the vessel.
Slowly, sailors were me-
thodically brought back 
on board, while the others 
who had remained went 
ashore for their mandat-
ed two-week quarantine. 

And in late March, the ship 
with only about 3,000 crew 
aboard went out to sea for 
roughly two weeks of train-
ing, including the recerti-
fication of the flight deck 
and fighter squadron, such 
as takeoffs and landings on 
the carrier.
Earlier this week, the Roos-
evelt wrapped up training 
and returned to Guam to 
pick up nearly 1,000 sailors 
who had been left there to 
either complete their quar-
antine or to manage and 
work with those still on the 
island. As the ship sailed 
into the port, it was flying a 
flag with the words "Don't 
Give Up the Ship," a famous 
Navy battle cry from the 
War of 1812.
"Our sailors didn't give up 

the ship. They fought and 
got it back. So I thought 
it was appropriate," said 
Sardiello, who asked one 
of the other Navy ships to 
borrow their flag. "The ship 
was clean and the ship 
was healthy with no COVID 
cases. So I said, OK, we're 
going to fly that one time 
on the way into Guam as a 
symbol to bolster their mo-
rale."
RS1 Katie VanDrimmelen 
was one of the sailors left 
ashore during the two-
week training. She had test-
ed positive for the virus and 
was in quarantine for about 
five weeks. Walking back 
onto the ship, she said, was 
like being welcomed home 
from a deployment.
"It was amazing," said Van-

Drimmelen, of Ogden, 
Utah. "It was very comfort-
ing to be back in our nor-
mal atmosphere. Every-
body was happy."
Sardiello said that watch-
ing the sailors board the 
ship was a great feeling, 
But he knows he's not done 
yet. There are still about 350 
sailors on Guam who are ei-
ther in isolation or are there 
as support staff.
"More and more of those 
sailors are meeting the re-
turn-to-work criteria, and 
we're flying them on board 
every single day. So we're 
whittling down that number 
day by day," said Sardiello. 
"But I really want those 350 
remaining back. And we're 
working hard on that."
He said that any sailors who 

don't recover in time will 
be transported back to the 
U.S. The ship is expected to 
continue operations in the 
Pacific, and then would 
likely head home to San Di-
ego later this summer.
The Roosevelt has been at 
the center of a still unre-
solved controversy that led 
to the firing of the ship's pre-
vious captain, the resigna-
tion of the Navy secretary 
and an expanded investi-
gation into what triggered 
the outbreak and how well 
top naval commanders 
handled it. 
Sardiello, had previously 
captained the Roosevelt 
but was abruptly sent back 
to the ship in early April to 
take command after Capt. 
Brett Crozier was fired for 
urging his commanders to 
take faster action to stem 
the virus outbreak onboard. 
After a preliminary review 
last month, Adm. Mike Gil-
day, the Navy's top officer, 
recommended that Crozier 
be reinstated as ship cap-
tain. But the Navy decided 
to conduct the broader in-
vestigation.
That review, which effec-
tively delays a decision on 
Crozier's reinstatement, 
was finished and submit-
ted to Gilday at the end of 
March and he is still review-
ing the extensive report, 
which includes several hun-
dred pages of interviews, 
documents and recom-
mendations.
Cmdr. Nate Christensen, 
spokesman for Gilday, said 
is will take time for the ad-
miral to finish his review and 
make any decisions.q

U.S. moves forward with plan to end wild bird protections

BILLINGS, Mont. (AP) — 
The Trump administration 
moved forward Friday 
with plans to scale back a 
century-old law protecting 
most American wild bird 
species despite warnings 
that billions of birds could 
die as a result.
Officials said in a  draft 
study of the proposal that it 
could result in more deaths 
of birds that land in oil pits 
or collide with power lines 
or other structures. 
More than 1,000 species 

are covered under the law, 
and the changes have 
drawn a sharp backlash 
from organizations that ad-
vocate on behalf of an es-
timated 46 million U.S. bird-
watchers.
The study did not put a 
number on how many 
more birds could die but 
said some vulnerable spe-
cies could decline to the 
point where they would re-
quire protection under the 
Endangered Species Act.
Former U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service Director Dan Ashe 

and independent scien-
tists have said the change 
could could cause  a huge 
spike in bird deaths —  po-
tentially billions of birds in 
coming decades — at a 
time when species across 
North America already are 
in steep decline.
The proposal would end 
the government's de-
cades-long practice of 
treating accidental bird 
deaths caused by industry 
as potential criminal viola-
tions under the Migratory 
Bird Treaty Act. q
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EU wants borders free of virus restrictions by end of June

BRUSSELS (AP) — Europe 
could have its free travel 
zone up and running again 
by the end of this month, 
but travelers from further 
afield will not be allowed 
in before July, a European 
Union commissioner said 
Friday after talks among 
the bloc's interior ministers.
Panicked by Italy's corona-
virus outbreak in February, 
countries in the 26-nation 
Schengen travel zone — 
where people and goods 
move freely without border 
checks — imposed border 
restrictions without consult-
ing their neighbors to try 
to keep the disease out. 
The moves caused mas-
sive border traffic jams and 
blocked medical equip-
ment.
Free movement is a jewel in 
Europe's crown that helps 
its businesses flourish and 
many European officials 
feared that the very future 
of the Schengen area was 
under threat from coronavi-
rus travel restrictions. These 
added to border pressures 
already caused by the ar-
rival in Europe of well over 1 
million migrants in 2015.
"I personally believe that we 
will return to a full function-
ing of the Schengen area 
and freedom of movement 
of citizens no later than the 
end of the month of June," 
European Union Home Af-
fairs Commissioner Ylva 
Johansson said Friday af-
ter the video-conference 
meeting. 
All but essential travel into 
Europe from the outside is 
restricted until June 15, but 
many ministers suggested 
Friday that they want this 
deadline extended until 
early July.
The meeting came as the 
Czech Republic was eas-
ing restrictions with some of 

its neighbors; Austria, Ger-
many and Hungary. Also 
Friday, Switzerland said it 
plans to lift restrictions on 
travel from EU nations and 
Britain on June 15. Switzer-
land is not an EU member 
but is part of the Schengen 
travel zone.
Johansson said Europe's 
Centre for Disease Preven-
tion and Control believes 
that confinement, social 
distancing and other health 
measures are working. 
More than 175,000 people 
have died in Europe's coro-
navirus outbreak, accord-
ing to a tally by Johns Hop-
kins University, mostly in Brit-
ain, Italy, France and Spain.
"Physical distancing and 
other health-related mea-
sures are still needed, of 
course. But health authori-
ties are clear that there is 
no longer a clear justifica-
tion for either travel restric-
tions or border measures 
within the EU Schengen 
area," Johansson said.
German Interior Minis-
ter Horst Seehofer, whose 
country plans to lift its re-

maining border checks on 
June 15 like many other EU 
countries, said "the internal 
border controls will be over 
in all of Europe at the end 
of June."
The news should come as 
a relief to millions of Euro-
peans still trying to work 
out their summer vaca-
tion plans — which begin 
for many in July once the 
school year is over — and 
who are anxious to know 
whether they will be al-
lowed to head to the con-
tinent's beaches or moun-
tains. It's also good news for 
European countries whose 
economies have been rav-
aged by the spread of CO-
VID-19 and are hoping for a 
much-needed boost from 
their decimated tourism in-
dustries. 
But the perception that Ita-
ly is still dangerous is weigh-
ing heavily on its tourism 
sector, which along with 
related industries accounts 
for 13% of Italy's gross do-
mestic product.
In an apparent reference 
to Austria and Greece, 

which have not fully 
opened to Italian tourists, 
Italian Foreign Minister Lu-
igi Di Maio denounced the 
"ad hoc" measures put in 
place by some countries 
as "a violation of the Euro-
pean spirit that has always 
distinguished us."
Di Maio said Rome would 
provide regular infection 
data to Austria "so they 
can have certainty about 
Italy's numbers." Last week, 
he said Italy refused to be 
treated as a leper after 
Greece announced a list of 
29 countries whose citizens 
could visit without testing or 
quarantine requirements, 
but excluded Italians, Brit-
ons and residents of other 
hard-hit countries.
Spanish Prime Minister Pe-
dro Sánchez and Italian 
Premier Giuseppe Conte 
have sent a joint letter to 
European Commission Pres-
ident Ursula Von der Leyen 
urging "the lifting of restric-
tions at our internal borders 
(...) in a coordinated, non-
discriminatory manner." The 
letter was shared with me-

dia in Spain on Friday.
The government leaders of 
the eurozone's third- and 
fourth-largest economies 
want the European Centre 
for Disease Prevention and 
Control to play a leading 
role in "defining as soon as 
possible these criteria to-
gether with the member 
states."
Spain, which relies on tour-
ism for 12% of its GDP, plans 
to wait until July 1 to drop its 
14-day quarantine require-
ment for everyone who 
crosses its borders, Span-
iards included. 
"Many of our member 
states are approaching the 
date when they are going 
to reopen their borders to 
tourist mobility," Sánchez 
and Conte wrote. "How 
this process is carried out 
will largely determine our 
citizens' perception of the 
centrality of the European 
Union in tackling this crisis."
Germany's Seehofer said 
most of the EU's interior min-
isters want to extend the 
current entry ban on out-
side travelers "by 14 days 
until July 1." 
Visitors from the United 
States, Russia or Brazil, for 
example, would only be 
allowed back into Europe 
on based on how those 
nations have brought the 
spread of the virus under 
control, he said. Those three 
nations account for 44% of 
the world's confirmed in-
fections and nearly 38% of 
the world's confirmed coro-
navirus deaths, according 
to Johns Hopkins.
Worldwide, 6.6 million peo-
ple have been confirmed 
infected by the virus and 
over 391,000 have died, 
according to Johns Hop-
kins, but experts say the 
tally understates the true 
toll of the pandemic due to 
limited testing, missed mild 
cases and deliberate gov-
ernment undercounts.q
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UN agency: Iran violating all restrictions of nuclear deal

VIENNA (AP) — Iran has 
continued to increase its 
stockpiles of enriched ura-
nium and remains in viola-
tion of its deal with world 
powers, the United Nations' 
atomic watchdog said Fri-
day.
The International Atomic 
Energy Agency reported 
the finding in a confiden-
tial document distributed 
to member countries and 
seen by The Associated 
Press.
The agency said that as of 
May 20, Iran's total stock-
pile of low-enriched urani-
um amounted to 1,571.6 ki-
lograms (1.73 tons), up from 
1,020.9 kilograms (1.1 tons) 
on Feb. 19.
Iran signed the nuclear 
deal in 2015 with the United 
States, Germany, France, 
Britain, China and Russia. 
Known as the Joint Com-
prehensive Plan of Action, 
or JCPOA, it allows Iran only 
to keep a stockpile of 202.8 
kilograms (447 pounds). 
The IAEA reported that Iran 
has also been continuing 
to enrich uranium to a pu-
rity of up to 4.5%, higher 
than the 3.67% allowed 
under the JCPOA. It is also 
above the pact's limitations 
on heavy water.
The nuclear deal promised 
Iran economic incentives 
in return for the curbs on its 
nuclear program. President 
Donald Trump pulled the 
U.S. out of the deal unilater-
ally in 2018, saying it need-
ed to be renegotiated. Iran 
has since slowly violated 

the restrictions to try and 
pressure the remaining na-
tions to increase the incen-
tives to offset new, econo-
my-crippling U.S. sanctions.
The ultimate goal of the 
JCPOA is to prevent Iran 
from developing a nuclear 
bomb. Since the U.S. with-
drawal, Iran has stockpiled 
enough uranium to pro-
duce a weapon, although 
the government in Tehran 
insists it has no such goal 
and that its atomic pro-
gram is only for producing 
energy. 
According to the Washing-
ton-based Arms Control As-
sociation, Iran would need 
roughly 1050 kilograms 
(1.16 tons) of low-enriched 
uranium — under 5% pu-
rity — and would then 
need to enrich it further to 

weapons-grade, or more 
than 90% purity, to make a 
nuclear weapon. 
With the nuclear deal in 
place, Iran's so-called 
breakout time — the pe-
riod Tehran would need to 
build a bomb if it chose to 
— stood at around a year. 
As Iran has stepped away 
from the limits of the 2015 
deal, it slowly has narrowed 
that window.
However, that doesn't 
mean Iran would immedi-
ately rush toward building 
a bomb if all the materials 
were in place. 
Before agreeing to the nu-
clear deal, Iran enriched its 
uranium up to 20% purity, 
which is just a short tech-
nical step away from the 
weapons-grade level of 
90%. In 2013, Iran's stockpile 

of enriched uranium was 
already more than 7,000 
kilograms (7.72 tons) with 
higher enrichment, but it 
didn't pursue a bomb. 
As the country has expand-
ed its nuclear program, Iran 
has been open about the 
violations and continues to 
allow inspectors for the U.N. 
atomic agency access to 
iacilities to monitor their op-
erations.
It remains in violation of all 
the main restrictions out-
lined by the JCPOA, which 
Tehran says it hopes will 
pressure the other nations 
involved to increase eco-
nomic incentives to make 
up for hard-hitting sanctions 
imposed by Washington af-
ter the U.S. withdrawal. 
Though Iran has been hard 
hit by the new coronavirus 

pandemic, the IAEA said it 
has maintained its verifica-
tion and monitoring activi-
ties in the country, primarily 
by chartering aircraft to fly 
inspectors to and from Iran. 
It cited "exceptional coop-
eration" from authorities in 
Austria, where it is based, 
and Iran in facilitating the 
operation. 
The agency raised con-
cerns, however, about ac-
cess to two of three loca-
tions it identified in March 
as places where Iran pos-
sibly stored and/or used 
undeclared nuclear mate-
rial or undertook nuclear-
related activities without 
declaring them to interna-
tional observers.
Activities at all three sites 
are thought to have been 
from the early 2000s. The 
IAEA said in its current re-
port that it had determined 
that one site had under-
gone "extensive sanitiza-
tion and leveling" in 2003 
and 2004 and there would 
be no verification value in 
inspecting it. 
It said Iran has, for more 
than four months, blocked 
access to the other two lo-
cations, one of which was 
partially demolished in 2004 
and the other at which the 
agency observed activi-
ties "consistent with efforts 
to sanitize" the facility from 
July 2019 onward.  The 
watchdog agency added 
that Iran has also "not en-
gaged in any substantive 
discussions" with the IAEA to 
answer its question about 
possible undeclared nucle-
ar material and activities 
for almost a year.q 

Hong Kong's last British leader: China's agenda 'Orwellian'

BEIJING (AP) — The last Brit-
ish governor of Hong Kong 
criticized the Chinese gov-
ernment on Friday over 
proposed national security 
legislation, calling it part of 
an "Orwellian" drive to elim-
inate opposition in violation 
of the agreement on hand-
ing the territory over to Bei-
jing. 
Chris Patten defended Lon-
don's announcement that 
it would grant residency 
and a path to citizenship 
for nearly 3 million Hong 

Kong residents if Beijing 
goes through with passage 
of the legislation. 
The law is seen as potentially 
imposing severe restrictions 
on freedom of speech and 
opposition political activity 
in the former British colony 
that was handed over to 
Chinese rule in 1997. China 
has denounced the offer of 
citizenship as a violation of 
its sovereignty. 
"If they've broken the (Sino-
British) Joint Declaration, 
if they've thrown it over-
board, how can they then 

use the joint declaration 
as though it stops us doing 
something that's a sover-
eign right of ours?" said Pat-
ten, now chancellor of the 
University of Oxford, in an 
online talk with reporters. 
The declaration is a bilat-
eral treaty signed as part of 
the handover process. Chi-
na has essentially declared 
it null and void, while Brit-
ain says Beijing is reneging 
on its commitments made 
in the document that was 
supposed to be remain in 
effect until 2047. q

JOB CONCERNS:
— Mall operator CBL & As-
sociates warned Friday in a 
regulatory filing that there's 
"substantial doubt" that it 
will be able to continue 
as a going concern, citing 
the financial impact of the 
coronavirus on its store ten-
ants. The warning comes 
after it skipped an inter-
est payment of $11.8 mil-
lion that was due June 1. It 
has a 30-day grace period 
before it goes into default. 
CBL has 108 mall properties 
across 26 states.
— Bombardier Aviation is 
reducing its workforce by 
about 2,500 employees 
due to challenges caused 
by COVID-19. The compa-
ny said Friday that it had to 
make the move because 
business jet deliveries, in-
dustry-wide, are forecast 
to be down approximately 
30% year-over-year due to 
the pandemic.
Bombardier said most of 
the cuts will impact its 
manufacturing operations 
in Canada and will occur 
throughout the year. It has 
almost 60,000 total em-
ployees. The company an-
ticipates an approximately 
$40 million charge related 
to the job cuts.
— Luxury British carmaker 
Bentley plans to cut up to 
1,000 jobs and has warned 
of the possibility of more to 
come as it tries to limit the 
damage caused by the vi-
rus outbreak.
The company, which is part 
of Germany's Volkswagen 
Group, said it is looking to 
make the initial job cuts un-
der a voluntary scheme but 
that future job cuts may be 
on a compulsory basis.

Bentley said it has informed 
its 4,200 workers of a pro-
gram to significantly re-
duce the size of the busi-
ness.
TRAVEL:
— British Airways is consider-
ing legal action against the 
British government's plans 
to force anyone arriving 
into the country to quaran-
tine themselves for 14 days 
in order to stem the spread 
of the coronavirus.
Willie Walsh, the chief ex-
ecutive of International Air-
lines Group, which runs the 
British flag carrier, told Sky 
News he is reviewing the sit-
uation with lawyers. He said 
the "irrational" quarantine 
rules would "torpedo" the 
airline's chances of flying in 
July.
— Slovakia has lifted the 
government's restrictions 
for traveling to neighboring 
Austria and Hungary.
Slovak Prime Minister Igor 
Matovic says the move 
becomes effective on Fri-
day. It also enables citizens 
of Austria and Hungary to 
travel to Slovakia without 
any restrictions.
On Thursday, Slovakia re-
opened for travelers its 
common border with an-

other neighbor, the Czech 
Republic.
CENTRAL GOVERNMENTS & 
BANKS:
— Louisiana's bars, spas 
and tattoo shops can be-
gin restarting operations 
nearly three months after 
they were closed because 
of the coronavirus.
The state continued to loos-
en its virus-related restric-
tions Friday. The changes 
allow retailers, restaurants, 
salons and churches to 
serve more customers at 
a time and let other shut-
tered businesses reopen 
with limitations.
The easing of restrictions 
won't take effect in New 
Orleans. Officials in the 
state's original virus hot spot 
want more time to deter-
mine when they'll allow a 
wider reopening of busi-
nesses.
— The unemployment level 
in the Czech Republic has 
been moderately growing 
amid the pandemic.
Labor Minister Jana Mala-
cova says unemployment 
reached 3.6% in May, 0.2% 
more than the previous 
month. A total of 266,144 
Czechs were unemployed 
in May, 12,104 more than in 

April.
Analysts have predicted 
that the unemployment 
level might reach up to 10% 
later in the year.
— Malaysia's government 
has announced a 35 billion 
ringgit ($8.2 billion) stimu-
lus to bolster short-term 
economic recovery. The 
package, which is in addi-
tion to a $60 billion stimulus 
announced earlier, centers 
on increasing employment, 
wooing foreign investment 
and revitalizing key sec-
tors of the economy. Prime 
Minister Muhyiddin Yassin 
said Friday it included 10 
billion ringgit ($2.3 billion) 
in direct fiscal injection to 
the economy in the form 
of wage subsidies, upskill-
ing programs and support-
ing small and medium-
sized enterprises. Various 
tax breaks and rebates are 
being given to bolster the 
manufacturing, property, 
auto, palm oil, airline and 
tourism sectors.
— Statistics Canada reports 
a record high unemploy-
ment rate as the Canadian 
economy added 289,600 
jobs in May, with business-
es reopening amid easing 
public health restrictions. 
The government agency 

says the unemployment 
rate rose to 13.7%, topping 
the previous high of 13.1 
% in December 1982. The 
increase in the unemploy-
ment rate came as more 
people started looking for 
work. The increase in the 
number of jobs comes after 
three million jobs were lost 
over March and April, and 
about 2.5 million more had 
their hours slashed.
MARKETS: Stocks are rush-
ing higher  Friday after a 
much better-than-expect-
ed report on the U.S. job 
market gave Wall Street's 
recent rally another shot of 
adrenaline.q
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Pandemic accelerates Mormon missionaries' transition online

BRIGHAM CITY, Utah (AP) 
— Wearing dress shirts, ties 
and name tags, three mis-
sionaries with The Church 
of Jesus Christ of Latter-
day Saints sit around the 
kitchen table inside a Utah 
apartment planning how 
they'll spread their gospel 
that day. 
Seth Rather, a 19-year-
old from Wichita, Kansas, 
reads aloud as he types on 
a smartphone: "During this 
time, we must put our faith 
in God to deliver us through 
these unprecedented 
times. How has putting your 
faith in God helped you in 
your life? 
"That good?" he asks his 
two companions. 
"I like it," Andrew Zitting re-
sponds. Guenter Castrillo 
nods. 
With that, the young men 
have their Facebook post 
for the day. 
This is what missionary work 
looks like during the coro-
navirus pandemic, which 
has forced the Utah-based 
faith widely known as the 
Mormon church to accel-
erate its online outreach.
After hastily bringing home 
more than 26,000 young 
people from overseas mis-
sions aimed at recruiting 
new members, the church 
has begun sending many 
of them out again in their 
home countries with a new 
focus on online work that 
may persist even after the 
pandemic, officials told The 
Associated Press. 
"The leaders of our church 
have been asking us: What 
are we learning from this 
pandemic that will help us 
become better, become 
more efficient," said Brent 
H. Nielson, executive direc-
tor of the church's mission-
ary department. "We've 
learned that finding peo-
ple, teaching people on-
line is much more effective 
than trying to meet people 
in person on a bus or on a 
street corner or somewhere 
else. This will change what 
we do, I think, forever." 
Missionary work has 
changed drastically for 
young people like Rather 
and Castrillo, who had 
spent long days walk-

ing through the streets in 
the Philippines to spread 
the word of their faith be-
fore the pandemic hit. 
Now, they hardly leave a 
ground-level apartment in 
the small town of Brigham 
City in northern Utah. 
After sending the Face-
book post recently, they 
knelt for a prayer and then 
dialed in to a Zoom call with 
a family. A similar scene 
is playing out worldwide 
as reassigned missionaries 
navigate new realities. 
In Orlando, Florida, Bella 
McCain and Madison King 
hold a WhatsApp video 
call with a family they have 
been teaching church 
doctrine. They invite the 

family to take the sacra-
ment for the first time and 
follow up on an earlier pro-
posal: forgo coffee, a key 
part of the faith's health 
code, which also bans al-
cohol and tobacco.
The husband and wife had 
different outcomes: She 
says she found it difficult 
but would like to work on it. 
He says he'd given it up. 
On Facebook, McCain and 
King craft a message in 
Portuguese, the language 
they learned for their origi-
nal assignments in Brazil. 
They also text people ask-
ing to set up a call to talk 
about the church. 
It's a far cry from just months 
ago. In Brazil, McCain had 

one of those "little brick 
phones" and largely spoke 
to people face to face. 
"Sometimes we feel like 
pioneers," said McCain, 
a 19-year-old from Texas. 
"We're not used to using so-
cial media in this way and, 
like, I never made videos 
and posted them online 
before. ... We're all learn-
ing, and it's really interest-
ing and really fun."
The church began incorpo-
rating online faith outreach 
when it gave some mission-
aries tablets six years ago. 
It's since made technol-
ogy more prevalent, giv-
ing most missionaries smart-
phones even before the 
pandemic, Nielson said. 

A more online-based ap-
proach would be a major 
shift and could diminish the 
appeal for some young 
church members who 
crave an enriching cultural 
experience, said Ryan Cra-
gun, a sociology professor 
at the University of Tampa 
who specializes in religion 
and The Church of Jesus 
Christ of Latter-day Saints. 
The time in the community 
also breaks up the drudg-
ery of being alone with a 
fellow missionary, said Cra-
gun, a former church mem-
ber who served a mission in 
Costa Rica.
"There's this quasi-tourist ex-
perience of going to these 
cool places, but there is 
also the connection you 
get to the people," Cra-
gun said. "That's probably 
one of the more meaning-
ful things that happens to 
them."
McCain said she sees an 
opportunity to use online 
tools to reach more peo-
ple. Still, "we would love to 
go and be able to teach in 
people's houses." She and 
King went to the home of 
the family they have been 
teaching to share the sac-
rament, while social dis-
tancing. 
"Finding and teaching peo-
ple online is really effec-
tive," Nielson said, "but we 
also think there's a person-
al touch, too, of meeting 
people" and having them 
come to church when 
things open up more. 
The virus forced church of-
ficials to scramble for flights 
to get missionaries home 
from far-flung countries like 
Ethiopia, Australia and Viet-
nam. But Nielson said the 
church never wavered in 
keeping the missionary pro-
gram going. 
It shows the importance 
the church places on shar-
ing its gospel and giving 
young people the chance 
to fulfill an important rite of 
passage.
About 5,000 missionaries 
who were brought home 
have been sent out again 
in the United States. Thou-
sands more are heading 
out soon. The church gave 
them the option to wait a 
year, but the large majority 
chose to start again now, 
Nielson said. q

World Environment Day 2020 is observed glob-
ally aims to increase awareness, care and sup-
port for the Earth and the environment. This 
year’s theme Biodiversity is a call to action to 
stop the loss of species and degradation of the 
natural world, both of which are accelerating. 
Inger Andersen, Executive Director of the UNEP 
emphasized that “…World Environment Day 
is a powerful platform to accelerate, amplify 
and engage people, communities and gov-
ernments around the world to take action on 
critical environmental challenges facing the 
planet…”

What is biodiversity?
Biodiversity is the variety of living things within an 
ecosystem or habitat (land, freshwater, ocean) 
that compose life on Earth and encompasses 
all species on the planet from fungi and bacte-
ria to plants and animals, their ecosystems and 
the genetic diversity found in them.

What is the state of biodiversity in the Carib-
bean?
While ecosystems provide critical support to the 
wellbeing and development of the Caribbean, 
they are under threat by human activities. Over 

75% of Caribbean coral reefs are considered to 
be under threat, and over 30% are classified as 
either highly or very highly threatened (UNEP, 
2016). The rates of mangrove loss in the Carib-
bean are among the highest in the world.

Importance of biodiversity in the Caribbean re-
gion
The Caribbean Region is one of the world's top 
biodiversity hotspots - possessing rich endemic 
species that are under severe and increasing 
threat. A healthy ecosystem has a rich biodi-
versity and is important in sustaining the lives of 
Caribbean people including cleaning the air, 
purifying water, providing food, shelter, natu-
ral medicines/raw materials, recreation, fuel, 
climate resilience and storm protection. Ad-
ditionally, healthy Caribbean ecosystems pro-
vide critical services that support local, regional 
economies and livelihoods (agriculture, tour-
ism) and offer cost-efficient climate change 
solutions.

Biodiversity and the tourism industry 
In the Caribbean, the tourism industry repre-
sents one of the main drivers of regional econo-
mies, thus island biodiversity, marine and coast-
al biodiversity, forests, and invasive species (lion 
fish, sargassum), are crucial issues that need to 
be taken into consideration by the tourism sec-
tor. Biodiversity is essential for the continued de-
velopment of the tourism industry with respect 
to its role in creating national parks, sanctuar-
ies and reserves, as well as helping to conserve 
animal species and ecosystems.
 
What contributes to the loss of biodiversity in the 
Caribbean?
Ecosystems and the biodiversity they support 
are vulnerable. Losses in ecosystems and biodi-
versity in the Caribbean result from:
•	 Habitat destruction and fragmentation (de-

forestation) due to demand for food, ur-
banization, commercial development, and 
expansion of agriculture and tourism

•	 Exploitation of plants and animals through 
overfishing, illegal logging, over harvesting

•	 Climate change with increased severity of 
droughts and hurricane intensity, ocean 
warming and acidification

•	 Pollution from domestic sewage, solid 
waste, chemical industries, poor agricul-
tural practices, manufacturing (beverage, 
paper, pulp), food processing, oil refineries, 
sugar factories and distilleries. These can 
have devastating effects on freshwater and 
marine habitats

•	 Invasive alien species - prey on and com-
pete with native species for resources and 
pose a threat to human health (increase in 
the spread of diseases/viruses), food secu-
rity and economic development.

Is there a link between COVID-19 disease and 
biodiversity?
The COVID-19 pandemic is a reminder of the 
close relationship between humans and the 
health of the environment. Scientists have in-
dicated that to prevent future outbreaks of 
zoonosis like COVID-19 (diseases transferred 
from animals to humans), we must address the 
threats of loss of habitat (deforestation) and 
fragmentation of ecosystems. Pathogens thrive 
in the presence of such changes to the envi-
ronment and also when ecosystems are under 
stress from human activity and climate change.

The Caribbean Public Health Agency (CAR-
PHA) is the CARICOM agency with responsi-
bility for the delivery of public health in the 
Caribbean Region. 
The Agency became operational in Janu-
ary 2013 and represents an amalgamation 
of five Regional health institutions each hav-
ing over 30 years of experience operating 
in the Caribbean. CARPHA Member States 
include a number of vulnerable Small Is-
land Developing States (SIDS) and low-lying 
coastal states. 
These SIDS face significant challenges to 
their sustainable development as a result of 
climate change, natural and environmental 
disasters and other global threats.
The Environmental Health and Sustainable 
Development Department (EHSD) of CAR-
PHA leads the environmental protection 
and natural resources management initia-
tives and functions as the link between pub-
lic health and the environment.q
