With shovels, rescuers seek bodies
in Mexican village

LA PINTADA (AFP) - Using
shovels and pickazes, hun-
dreds of rescuers dug on Fri-
day a mountan of mud that
burted a Mexcan willage,
malking little progress in find-
ing scores of missing people.

tada acoffee-growing village
in the mountains west of the
Pacific resort of Acapulco.
The little village has be-
come ground zero of two
devastating storms that swept

across Mexco tlhus week
flooding cities, breaking
bnidges and kalling some 100
people nationwade

Almost 70 people van-
1shed following Monday's
mudslide 1n La Pintada, but
the rescuers have only pulled
two bodies from the mess of
mud and broken homes so far
amid constant dnzzling ran

The mumcpality's mayor
has said that the residents had
removed 15 bodies before the
authonties amved.

Without tractors or exca-
vators to work with, the res-
cuers have had to resort to
hand-held tools or their bare
hands to remove the debns
that swallowed have the ham-
let of 400 people.
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21-seat parliament, activities
and confrontations between
diffenng factions can become
heated.

gence of alcohol, resulting 1n
regrettable and embarrassing
incidences. The CBB recog-
mzed that this behavior1s not
endorsed by the candidates
and party leaders, but stated
they should take responsibil-
ity for what 1s generated by
their official sanctioned
events. They charge the party
leaders and organizers to pre-
vent such behawvior, particu-
larly where 1t can be observed
by island youth, as it sets a
very bad example They have
also noticed that the safety of
youngsters 15 also neglected
in the crowds and crush of
these rallies and motorcades,
and ask that those participat-
ing leave their children at
home, whenever possible.
Police Commissioner
Trudy Hassell, a member of
the CBB, responded affirma-
tively when asked by 1sland
press if the same stnct proce-
dures deployed dunng Carm-
val and other events wall be
used to curb dnnking and dnv-
ing during the motorcades.

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US grants Venezuela
permission to enter
airspace

WASHINGTON (AFF) - The
Umited States sad Friday it
granted access to its airspace
so Venezuela's president can
fly to China, denying claums
by Caracas that permission
was denied.

On Thursday, Venezuelan
President Nicolas Maduro
bristled with outrage at the
"serious offense” of denying
his plane nghts to US ar-
space for the weekend voy-
age

The leftist leader -- suc-
cessor to the late anti-US fire-
brand Hugo Chavez -- also
accused the US of refusing
visas to some of the members
of hus delegation to the UN
General Assembly opeming
next week in New York.

But the United States said
1t had 1n fact granted fly-over
rights, and demed that visas
had been withheld from the
Venezuelan delegation.

"The US has granted per-
mission to Venezuelan au-

thonties to  emter US
airspace,” deputy State De-
partment spokeswoman

Mane Harf said in an email

"l can tell you that no
visas have been demed for
the Venezuelan delegation to
this year's UN General As-
sembly," she added later.

Harf said that although the
alr space request was not sub-
mitted properly, US authon-
ties worked with the
Venezuelan embassy to re-
solve the 1ssue.

"US authorities made an
extraordinary effort to work
with relevant authonties to
grant overflight approval in a
matter of hours," Harf said.

"As aresult we were able
to notify the Venezuelan au-
thonties last mght that per-
mission was granted "

Harf said the request for
diplomatic clearance for the
aircraft -- which she said was
not a state arrcraft as required
for such clearance -- to enter
the airspace wath just a day's
notice

"Diplomatic flight clear-
ances are required to be made
with three days advance no-
tice," she sad.

Syria submits chemical
data to watchdog

DAMASCUS (AFP) - Syria
has begun supplving details
of 1ts chemical arsenal, the
world's chemical weapons
watchdog said on Friday, as
rebels agreed a truce wath j1-
hadists in a key border town.

A sentor Synan official,
meanwhile, saad Damascus
wanted a ceasefire in the 30-
month war, which has report-
edly killed more than
110,000 people and forced
more than two million to flee.

Ahead of Saturday's dead-
line for President Bashar al-
Assad's regime to provide
details on 1ts arsenal, the
Hague-based group tasked
with dismanthing the arms sad
it has recerved an tmtal report.

"The Orgamisation for the
Prolubition of Chemical
Weapons has recerved an 1ni-
tial disclosure from the Syr-
tan government of its
chemical weapons pro-
gramme,” an OPCW state-
ment said.

Its Techmical Secretanatis
now examining the details, 1t
sad.

A UN diplomat said the
OPCW had received the Syr-
1an declaration on Thursday.

Super Typhoon Usagi closes in
on Taiwan and Philippines

HONG KONG (AFP) -
Super Typhoon Usagi, the
most powerful cyclone of
2013 so far, was closing in on
Tarwan and the Philippines
on Saturday, paclang gusts of
nearly 300 kilometres (185
miles) per hour and bringing
storm surge and torrential
ran.

Usagi, which intensified
dramatically into a super ty-
phoon 1n the early hours of
Friday, 15 to roar through the
Luzon Strait dividing the
F‘hllipffaines and Taiwan on
Saturday moming as it bar-
rels towards Hong Kong and
the Chinese coast.

Tarwan's southern tip 15 set
to be clipped by the storm's
northeast quadrant, typically
home to a tropical cyclone's

most powerful winds.

The US Navy's Joint Ty-
phoon Warning Center said in
a bulletin 1ssued at 11 .00 pm
Friday (1500 GMT Fniday)
that Usag was packing sus-
tained winds of 130 knots
(240 kph, 150 mph), wath

usts of up to 160 knots
Ejﬁﬁkph, 185mph), making 1t
the equivalent of a strong cat-
egory four Atlantic hurncane.

"It1is the strongest typhoon
in the west Pacific region this
vear,” a weather forecaster at
the Tatrwan Central Weather
Bureau told AFP on Fniday.
Meteorologists have de-
scribed Usagi as the most
powerful tropical cyclone to
form 1n 2013 so far

The bureau sad 1n a bul-
letin early Saturday that the

storm was mowving west
northwest at 19 kilometres an
hour.

Tarwan's defence munistry
Fnday deployed more than
1,600 soldiers in "lugh nsk"
areas prone to flooding and
landslides wiule placing
24,000 others on standby.

Philippine authonties on
Fnday evacuated some 240
people in the northemn agncul-
tural province of Tarlac, while
fernes were restncted to their
ports, stranding travellers.

Toddler among 13 wounded in
Chicago gang shooting: police

CHICAGO (AFP) - Thirteen
people -- including a toddler
- were wounded 1n a gang
shooting in President Barack
Obama's adopted hometown
Chicago which has been
struggling to stem violent
crime, police said Frniday.

The bloodshed Thursday
night apparently came 1n a
dnive-by shooting targeting
people playing basketball, the
Chicago Tnbune reported.

Among the victims was a
three-year-old chuld who was
in critical condition after
being shot 1n the ear when
gunfire erupted around 10:15
pm at a park on Chicago's
troubled south side, police
said.

"I think 1t was like an AK"
said one neighbor quoted by
the newspaper, refernng to
the famed Kalashnikov malce
of assault nfle.

"Man 1t was alot of shots.
Man, boom, boom, boom,
boom, boom. A little boy got
hit 1n the face ® the unnamed

neighbor said.

Firefighters used hoses to
wash blood off the basketball
court when police finished
examining the crume scene,
photos published in the Tnb-
une showed.

Mo one was reported klled
and no one had been arrested
as of Fnday morming, police
sald.

"We believe that the mo-
tive for the shooting was
gang-related," Ron Gaines, a
spokesman wath the Chicago
Police Department, told AFP

Many of the wvictims --
maost 1n their teens, 20s and
30s -- were shot 1n the arms,
legs or feet

One 24-year-old man was
shot twice 1n the abdomen
and was 1n serious condition,
police sad.

The shooting comes as
Chicago struggles to stem an
epidemic of gang wiolence
that helped push the city's
murder toll up 16 percent last
year, with 506 lalled people

Gun violence in Chicago

has continued at a slower but
still-bnisk pace this year de-
spite a major police crack-
down.

The number of murders so
far1s down 21 percent at 297
so far this year while the
number of shootings 15 down
22 percent at 1,361, the latest
crime report showed

Obama returned to lus
adopted hometown earlier
this year to appeal for an end
to the "senseless" gun vio-
lence ravaging Chicago as he
pressed for ambitious gun
control measures, which so
far have been stalled in the

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US House approves spending
bill, but shutdown looms

WASHINGTON (AFPF) - The
House of Bepresentatives ap-
proved a stop-gap budget
measure Friday that would
keep the US government oper-
ating into fiscal vear 2014 but
defund President Barack
Obama's health care law

Lawmakers voted along
party lines 230-189 in support
of the so-called continuing res-
olution that funds government
operations at current levels up
to December 15, setung up a
showdown with the Demo-
cratic-led Senate, which wall
consider the measure next
week

Many federal agencies and
programs wall shutter on Octo-
ber 1, day one of the coming
fiscal year, 1f Congress and the
president do not agree on a
temporary budget measure.

But the Republican bill, 1n a
nod to the party's more conser-
vative wing, includes a provi-
ston that stnps funding for the
health care law, whach 1ts entics
have mcknamed "Obamacare"
and which the GOP has fought
to repeal since 1ts passage more
than three years ago

Inclusion of the controver-
sial provision, however, virtu-
ally assures that the bill wall not
become law and sends the na-
tion carsening toward a possi-
ble shutdown

Obama looked beyond the
shutdown threat to the next bhig
budget battle just two weeks

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Pope seeks historic easing of rigid
Catholic doctrlne

VATICAN CITY (AFP) -
Pope Francis has urged a break
with the Catholic Church's
harsh "obsession" with di-
vorce, gays, contraception and
abortion, 1n an interview sig-
nalling a dramatic shift in the
Vatican's tone.

The Argentine pope has
brought a senes of fresh per-
spectives to the notoriously
nigid Church since his election
in March, and his latest re-
marks on some of its key doc-
trines  sent shock waves
around the world.

"Revolutionary words", re
marked Italy's biggest newspa-
per Cornere della Sera on
Friday, while the International
Herald Tnbune's front page
headline read: "Bluntly, Pope
pushes shuft in church "

In the 30-page interview
published 1n Jesuit journals on
Thursday, the pope urged
"mercy” and understanding for
those who often feel most dis-
cnminated aganst by the
Church.

“We cannot insist only on
15sues related to sbortion, gay
marmage and the use of contra-
ceptive methods. This 15 not
possible. [ have not spoken
much about these things, and
was repnmanded for that”
Francis said.

The pope said that when
these 1ssues were discussed,
they had to be put 1n context.

“The dogmatic and moral
teachings of the Church are
not all equivalent The
Church's pastoral ministry
cannot be obsessed with the
transmission of a digjointed
multitude of doctnines to be
imposed insistently.

"We have to find a new bal-
ance. Otherwise even the
moral edifice of the Church 13
likely to fall like a house of
cards, losing the freshness and
fragrance of the Gospel "

Francis -- who has shown a
strong reformist dnve 1n his
first few months in office --

said the Church needed more
than anything to be able to
"heal wounds®

On homosexuality he sad
the Church "does not want to"
condemn gays, and that "it 15
not possible to interfere spin-
tually in the life of a person".

The 76-year-old pope
stressed that the Church's offi-
cial position had not changed,
but said that 1t should "always
keep 1n mund the individual®

The interview was pub-
lished after the pope on Mon-
day called for *"another way"
of treating divorcees who re-
marry -- a thorny 1ssue since
Catholics who wed a second
time are currently not allowed
to recerve Holy Commumnion at
mass.

In Thursday's interview, he
also said the Church should be
more merciful and welcoming
towards women who had un-
dergone abortions.

The confessional "15 not a
torture chamber®, added the
pope, saying priests should be
neither too ngid nor too lax in
their approach to the sacra-
ment.

The remarks show a marked
shift from his predecessors
John Paul Il and Benedict XV1
hardline defence of the
Church's stnct doctnines.

"Francis distinguishes be-
tween the sin and the sinner.
He says that homosexuals are
not infenor or different to oth-

ers, the choice of how ta live
one's homosezuality being one
of the mystenes of man,” read
an editonal by lustorian
Lucetta Scaraffia in the Vati-
can daly Osservatore Ro-
IMano.

"His Chnistianity 15 not a
ngid puritamism  without
heart," she wrote in another
Italian daly

"Francis says: Church doc-
trine 15 what 1t 15, It 15 useless
to keep repeating the same
things. What 15 important 15 to
enter people's personal lives ™

Swiss Catholic prniest and
theologian Hans Kueng wrote
in the daily La Fepubblica that
he hoped the pope would seek
concrete reforms, "permittng
sacrament for the divorced
who have remarried, the abo-
litton of celibacy for prnests,
and female priesthood.

It remans to be seen
whether Francis' views wnll
translate to deeper change
however

Pettitte played on Yankees
World Series championship
teams in 1994, 1998, 1999
2000 and 2009 and pitched 1n
the best-of-seven final eight
times, including a 2005 run
with the Houston Astros
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If it is a sport we wi

Pettitte, whose 218 wins for
the Yankees ranks third on the
club's all-time list and just 18
shy of Whitey Ford's all-time
team record, 15 the all-time
major league playoff leader 1n
wins with 19, starts wath 44 and
mnmngs pitched wath 276 2/3.

Pettitte, the Yankees' all-
time strikeout king, joins
Panamanian relief ace Man-
ano Rivera in planning to de-
part the Yankees after the
5Ea50M.

The only clubs Pettitte has
played for in his 18-year ca-

reer are the Yankees and Hous-
ton, compiling an overall
record of 255-152 with a 3 .86
earned-run  average. While
pitching for the Astros from
2004 through 2008, Pettitte
went 37-26 with a 338
earned-run average over 34
gamEs.

This season, Pettitte 15 10-
10 with a 3.93 earned-run av-
erage in 28 starts. Last
Tuesday he allowed only one
run on six hats over 6 2/3 in-
mngs but the Yankees lost 2-0
to Toronto.

Seven athletes failed unne
tests, the [AAF confirmed,
with just one having appeared
in a final: Ukraiman Roman
Avramenko, who finished fifth
i1 the men's javelin, but tested
positive for steroid dehy-
drochloromethyltestosterone.

The six others were named
as Afghan Massoud Az=m
(men's 100m; nandrolone
metabolites), Ukraiman Elyza-
veta Bryzgina (women's 200m;

(women's 20km walk, exoge-

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Tennis: King's Battle of Sexes win over Riggs
resonates 40 years later

WASHINGTON (AFP) - Bil-
lie Jean King defeated Bobby
Riggs in the legendary tennis
"Battle of the Sexes" exactly
40 years ago Fnday, serving
notice of a new era dawning.

Before 30,472 people at the
Houston Astrodome, still the
largest crowd ever to watch a
US tentus match, a 29-year-old
Eing beat 55-year-old Raggs 6-
4, 6-3, 6-3, 1n avictory haled
in 1973 as a tnumph for
women's equality

"My life 15 about equal op-

portunuties for boys and girls,
but women are so far behind,
s0 1t has taken up more of my
time," King said last month in
interviews to commemaorate
the upcoming anmversary.

It was 40 years ago when
the US Open began offering
equal prize money for men's
and women's players -- some-
thing every Grand Slam event
does now -- and this year also
marks the 40th anmversary of
the WTA Tour, which has
championed the women's em-

powerment message that King
took to new levels.

Riggs, who died 1n 1995 at
age 77, had beaten Australian
Margaret Court, who owns a
record 24 Grand Slam titles, 6-
2, 6-11n May of 1973, playing
up comments that women's
tennis was infenior and no top
woman could defeat um even
at age 55.

But King outplayed Riggsin
the Texas showdown, ignonng
the hype and hoopla around

the promotion to silence his
rants.

King still pushes for equal
treatment for women 1n areas
of the world where limitations
remain a part of their everyday
life.

“We have along way to go,
but I think women's tenmis 15
such a great leader not only 1n
women's sports but for all
women globally," King said
