WASHINGTON (AFP) -
With the clock ticking toward
a possible US government
shutdown, the US Senate
voted unamimounsly Wednes-
day to advance a stopgap
spending bill that would
avoid federal closures

The 100-0 wvote masks
deep divisions within Con-
gress over what course to
take in the next five days to
thrash out a temporary meas-
ure that funds government
operations beyond Monday,
the final day of the current
fiscal year.

The Senate now begins
debate on a measure, ongi-
nally passed by the Republi-
can-led House of
Representatives, that funds
government at current levels
through December 15, but
which also stnips President
Barack Obama's three-year-
old health care law of all its
funding.

The Senate's Democratic
majonty leader Harry Feid
has vowed to stnip the ball of
the health care provision, in-
sisting that no legislation that
defunds so-called "Oba-
macare" will pass his cham-
ber.

Reid said he wall also
amend the budget bill to fund
government until November
15 instead of mud-December

The Senate 15 on track to

pass its legislation by "some-
time on Sunday," Feid sad,
leaving the House 48 hours
or less to either pass the
amended hill or send a re-
worked counteroffer back to
the Senate

"I would hope we can ex-
pedite this," Reid said, refer-
ring to possible agreement by
Fepublicans to compress the
time needed before the next
procedural vote.

"We have alot to do and I
hope we can get there as
quickly as we can."

If no spending agreement
15 reached, government agen-
cies would begin shutting
their doors Tuesday, and hun-
dreds of thousands of federal
workers would be ordered to
stay home wath no pay

But in a sign of the diwni-
sive nature of the debate
conservative Senator Ted
Cruz took to the Senate floor
beginmng Tuesday for an ex-
traordinary, 21-hour speech
ralling against Obamacare as
"the biggest job lkaller 1n this
country.

"The Amencan people
want to stop this madness,
and so do L" Cruz sad.

Many Fepublicans have
expressed opposition to the
strategy, warming i1t could
backfire and not leave the
House enough time to con-
sider the Senate measure.

UNITED NATIONS (AFP) -
Us President Barack
Obama's administration
signed a UN treaty Wednes-
day to track exports of
firearms and other conven-
tional weapons, offening a
major boost to the pact de-
spite opposition at hu:lmﬂ

The Umted States 15 the
world's largest exporter of
conventional arms, account-
ing for 30 percent of the $90
billion global industry. The
landmark treaty aims to curb
weapons shipments to ex-
tremists and conflict areas

Secretary of State John
Kerry, sigmng on behalf of
the Umted States in an over-
sized book at the UN head-
guarters, called the treaty a

"significant step” for global
peace efforts

"This 15 about keeping
weapons out of the hands of
terronists and rogue actors,"
Kerry sad

FlEI'Hler'hiﬁ treaty strengthens
our secunty and bulds global
secunty without undermumn
the legitimate internation
trade 1n conventional arms,"
he sad.

The Senate needs to ratify
the treaty, which has quickly
galvamzed US conservatives
who are deeply suspicious of
both gun regulations and the
Umited Nations.

"This treaty will not di-
minish anyone's freedom,"
Kerry said

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Pakistan quake death toll
surges above 300

AWﬂRAH (AFP) - Desperate
villagers in southwest Pakistan
clawed through the wreckage
of their ruined homes Wednes-
day, a day after a huge earth-
gquake struck, killing more
than 300 people and creating a
new island off the coast

The 7. 7-magnitude gquake
hit on Tuesday afternoon in
Baluchistan province's remote
Awraran district -- a dirt-poor
expanse of land that 15 roughly
the size of Wales

At least 328 people have
been confirmed dead and more
than 450 injured, according to
the Provincial Disaster Man-
agement Authonity (PDMA)
and the Baluchistan govern-
ment

In the willage of Dalbedi, the
earthquake -- Pakistan's dead-
liest since the devastating
Kashmir quake of 2005, which
lalled 73,000 -- flattened some
250 houses, an AFP photogra-
pher sad

Bewildered willagers dug
with their hands through the
rubble of their mud houses in
Dalbed: to retrieve what was
left of their meagre posses-
510115,

Their simple houses de-
stroyed, they used rags old
clothes, sheets and branches to
shelter thewr families from the
sun

Farmer Noor Ahmed, 45,
sard the strong tremors lasted
for two minutes and tumned
buildings 1n the willage into
piles of mud

"We have lost everything,
even our food 15 now buned
under mud and water from un-
derground channels 15 now un-
drinkable because of excessive
mud 1n 1t due to the earth-
quake," he told AFP

Jan Muhammad Buledi,
spokesman for the Baluchistan

government, gave the death
toll and told AFP 1t was hikely
to rise as rescue teams reach
more villages in the area
which has been rattled by
more than a dozen aftershocks.

More than 300,000 people
had been affected by the quake
across six distnicts -- Awaran,
Kech, Gwadar, Panjgur,
Chaghi and Khuzdar -- he
said.

"People are still trapped
under the rubble but it 15 a
huge disaster and it wall tale
time to reach and rescue all the
people,” he sad.

PDMA official Ahmad
Nawaz confirmed the death
toll and said the injured num-
bered 498

The authonties have priorn-
tised finding the injured and
getting them to hospital, but
the task is hampered by the
area's remoteness and the lim-
ited infrastructure.

They are also trying to pro-
vide tents to shelter the thou-
sands left homeless

The army has rushed med-
1cal staff and troops to the dev-
astated area to help wath
rescue efforts, along with
seven tonnes of food and a
tonne of medicine.

Some of the injured were
being treated in hospital 1n
Karachn A man who gave his
name as Hassa, from a willage
in Awaran, more than 250 lalo-
metres away, described the
moment the guake hit.

“My house swung to one
stde and then 1t swung another
and then all of it caved in
When [ regained my senses I
was 1n Awaran hospital * said

Hassa, who was later taken
from there to Karachu *I don't
know whether my children
and other members of my fam-
ily are alive or not "

The scale of the terntory in-
valved 15 daunting Awaran's
population 15 scattered over an
area of more than 21,000
square  kilometres (3,000
square miles).

Baluchistan makes up about
45 percent of Pakistan's area
but 1s the country's least popu-
lated and least developed
province. The area1s also nfe
with separatist and I[slamust
militants as well as bandits

Tremors were felt on Tues-
day as far away as New Dellu
and even Duba in the Gulf
while people 1n the Indian city
of Ahmedabad, near the border
with Pakistan ran into the
streets 1n panic.

Tuesday's quake caused a
new i1sland to appear close to
the coastline at Gwadar,
prompting astonished locals to
rush to the shore to take a
look.

Experts said a similar small
1sland appeared at the same
place in the sea after a major
guake 1n 1945 but disappeared
after some time. They expect
the same to happen this time.

Baluchistan, Pakistan's
largest province, 15 believed to
have substantial gas and o1l re-
serves, butitis a flashpoint for
growing sectanian wviolence
and has suffered attacks by
Taliban militants.

It also faces an ongoing sep-
aratist insurgency which began
in 2004 when Baluch rebels
rose up to demand a greater
share of profits from the
province's mineral resources

Dutch police close shops
after 'bloodbath’ tweet

THE HAGUE (AFF) - Dutch
police closed two department
stores and a restaurant in the
city of Haarlem on Wednesday
after someone tweeted threats
of a "bloodbath".

Armed police were de-
ployed outside V&D shops
and a restaurant 1n the city to
the west of Amsterdam after
“threatening tweets" were
made, police said 1n a state-
ment.

The tweets were made on
Tuesday mght saying there
would be a bloodbath at a
V&D shop on Wednesday at

11:50 am , with at least 10
dead, Dutch media reported.

The author of the tweets
said he or she would carry out
the attack in retaliation for
being fired, presumably from a
VD shop.

Police said that the tweet
and the user's twitter account
had disappeared and that they
were trying to identify the
sender

Several other shops 1in
Haarlem decided to shut down
while others remain open, po-
lice tweeted, as a police heli-
copter flew over the aty.

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Canadian doctor makes posthumous
assisted suicide plea

OTTAWA (AFP) - ACanadian
microbiologist who reassured
a fnghtened nation dunng the
2003 SARS cnisis, ignited a
controversial debate wath a
posthumous plea on Wednes-
day for assisted suicade.

Dr. Donald Low of
Toronto's Mount Sina Hospi-
tal passed away on September
18 at ape 68, seven months
after being diagnosed with a
brain stem tumor

Eight days before his death,
he recorded a video -- just re-
leased on YouTube -- pleading
for Canada's laws to he
changed, so that he and other
terminal patients could choose
the ttime and manner of their
death.

Doctor-assisted suicide is
tllegal 1n Canada

"I'm going to die What
worries me 15 how I'm going to
die," he says in the video, de-
scnibing hus failling health.

"Am | going to end up

being paralyzed and have to be
carned from the bathroom to
the bed, am | going to have
trouble swallowing. . what the
end 15 going to look like, that's
what 15 bothering me the
most.”

He noted that palliative care
made death "a bit easier to
face," but could not take away
his symptoms.

Low in the video was cnti-
cal of opponents of assisted
suicide, and sad 1t was an op-
tion he would have avaled
himself of had it been legal.

"1 wish they could live 1n
my body for 24 hours and I
think they would change their
opinion. I'm just frustrated not
heing able to have control over
my own life, not being able to
make the decision for myself
when enough 15 enough

"Why make people suffer
for no reason when there's an
alternative. [ just don't under-
stand, " he sad

A spokeswoman for Cana-
dian Justice Mimster Peter
MacKay sad the government
has no plans to reconsider the
15sue, renunding that amajonty
of parliamentarians voted 1n
2010 to mantain the status quo.

"The laws surrounding eu-
thanasia and assisted swcide
exist to protect all Canadians,
including those who are most
vulnerable, such as people who
are sick or elderly or people

with disabilities ® said
MacKay's press secretary
Paloma Agwmlar

Low's plea comes 20 years
after the Supreme Court re-
jected the legal challenge of
one termunally 1ll patient Sue
Fodnguez's against physician-
assisted suwcide.

Since then, several more
challenges have been fled
across the country

A court in westernmaost
British Columbia last year
struck down the ban calling 1t
discriminatory, disproportion-
ate and overbroad.

SAO PAULO (AFP) - Air pollution Kills more people an-
nually than road accidents in Sao Paulo, Brazil's most
populous city which will host the opening game of the
2014 World Cup, a study found. The survey by the Health
and Environment out Tuesday said at least 4,655 people
died from pollution-related ailments in the city which is
home to 11 million, compared with 1,556 Killed in
crashes. With four million vehicles clogging the city
streets every day, pollution was also a bigger killer than
breast cancer and AIDS, it added. With a total population
of 42 million, the state of Sao Paulo is also Brazil's most
populous and the annual average of pollutants in the air
reaches 20 to 25 micrograms per cubic meter, much
higher than the 10 micrograms tolerated by the World
Health Organization.

A lawyer for AEG Live,
makang hus closing argument at
the end of a five-month trial,
said the promoter would never
have funded the "Ths Is It®
tour 1f 1t knew the star was
playing “FRussian roulette®
with his own health.

On Tuesday, the Jackson
farmly's lawyer, closing lus
own case in a Los Angeles
courtroom, proposed a figure
of $290 mullion for non-eco-
nomic damages, as well as an
unspecified sum for economic
damages.

Jackson lawyer Brian Pan-
1sh cited accountants' analyses
of Jackson's potential future
earnings of between about
$900 mullion and $1 6 billion,
but said the jury would have to
decide 1ts own figure.

AEG Live's attorney Mar-
vin Putnam said Wednesday a

claim on such scale was ndicu-
lous
“Their dollar amount 1s

$1.5 billion dollars. They
kinda rushed through that," he
sand, refernng to the studies
cited by Pamsh the previous
day, including in shides shown
in court.

“I'm sorry, that's an absurd
number And they haven't even
remotely proved 1t."

Jackson died on June 25,

SAN FRANCISCO (AFP) -
Oracle Team USA clinched the
Amenca's Cup in a winner-
take-all race over Emirates
Team New Zealand Wednes-
day that capped an epic come-
back destined for sports
history books.

The defending champions
crossed the finish 44 seconds
ahead of challenger New
Zealand, notching an unprece-
dented eight wins in a row and
keeping possession of yacht-
ing's coveted prize with a 9-8
victory.

Cheers erupted from flag-
waving fans on shore of San
Francisco Bay and the US
team exchanged hugs as the
catamaran zipped past the pier
next to the fimsh

Billionatre vachtsman Larry
Ellison, owner of the US team,
hopped on board from a chase
boat and took part 1n popping
the champagne.

“When vou've got a team
like this around you, they
make you look great," Oracle
skipper Jimmy Spithill sad.

The nvals crossed the start
of Race 19 almost even, and
the Kiwis slipped around the
first marker with a lead as the
Amencan's flubbed the turn,
dunkaing their bow,

New Zealand defended a
narrow lead around the next
marker and into the cnitical up-
wind third leg.

The Amencan's split the
course and engaged 1n a tack-
ing duel that ended wath the
defending champion seizing a
lead that grew all the way to
the finish

The dramatic win culmu-
nated an epic rally by the
Amencans, who battled back
from seven points down while
the Kiwis were poised on
match point.

The Kiwns struggled for
seven days on match pont,
with victory staved off by Or-
acle and fickle winds that
caused races to be postponed
or abandoned.

Adding to New Zealand's
frustration, 1t had solid leads in
two races that were aban-

doned, one because of too
much wind and another be-
cause of too lttle

The regatta stretched to 19
days, the longest in the 162-
year history of the Amenca's
Cup.

And with every day of the
American comeback, crowds
grew on the shoreline.

What had been a seaof New
Zealand flags became a flood
of fervent fans waving the
stars-and-stripes.
