nately not possible in the face
of current whistleblower pro-
tection laws, which, through a

programs... they'll reform the
%mtlehlnw&r Protection
Act, and we'll see a mecha-
nism for all Amencans, no
matter who they work for, to
get a fair trial "

New Jersey governor's campaign,
party subpoenaed by feds

NEW YORK (AFP) - New
Jersey  Governor Chns
Chnstie's re-election cam-

paign and the state's Fepubli-
can Party commuttee have
been served subpoenas from
federal prosecutors investi-
gating a scandal over the de-
liberate shutdown of a key
bridge to spite a political
nival, an attorney confirmed
Thursday.

"We can confirm that the
Chnstie for Governor reelec-
tion campaign and the New
Jersey Republican State
Commuttes received subpoe-
nas for documents from the
US attomey's office" in New
Jersey, Mark D Shendan, a
lawyer with the law firm rep-
resenting the two entities,
told AFP Thursday

These latest subpoenas
come "in addition to the sub-
poena the campaign previ-
ously received from the state

legislative committee,”
which 15 conducting aparallel
investigation, Shendan said.

"All three subpoenas focus
on the closure oflanes on the
George Washington Bndge,"
he said.

Christie, regarded as a
frontrunner for the Republi-
can presidential campaign 1n
2016, has been on the defen-
sive since it emerged hus of-
fice was behind the shutting
down of lanes on the George
Washington Bridge in Sep-
tember

The closures were appar-
ently meant to pumsh a
mayor who refused to en-
dorse Chnstie's successful re-
election bid

Christie mantains he had
been unaware of any political
motive behind the action

After the scandal emerged,
he quickly sacked a senior as-
s1stant.

“The campaign and the
state party intend to cooper-
ate with the US attorney's of-
fice and the state lemslative
committee and wall respond
to the subpoenas accord-
ingly," Shendan said.

Some twenty people and
entities last week received
subpoenas from the comnmut-
tee.

The comments by the
FARC's chief negotiator Ivan
Margquez came 1n a week in
which 26 rebels were reported
kalled in fighting 1n Colombia

In Monteviden, Uruguay's
President Jose Mujica said he
would meet with Santos and
the FARC delegation in Ha-
vana next week in an effort to
speed up the peace talks

Marquez accused Santos of
having a “militanstic" ap-
proach that sees the use of
force as "the key to achieving
peace.”

"One cannot distort reality
believing that it 15 correct to
escalate the war as if there
were no talks or that one can
advance a dialogue pretending
that the country 15 not suffer-
ing from the ravages of the
confrontation * he told re-
porters here

The FARC suffered heavy
battlefield losses this week 1n
a succession of Colombian
military operations.

The Colombian army sad
14 rebels were killed 1n an ar

and ground assault over the
weekend on a rebel base in a
rural region near the Venezue-
lan border.

On Tuesday, seven more
guernillas were killed 1n an-
other army operation in the
center of the country, and on
Wednesday five died in an-
other clash, according to army
statements and sources.

Santos on Wednesday reiter-
ated avow to keep the pressure
on the FARC even as he pur-
sues a comprehensive peace at
the Havana talks.

STOCKHOLM (AFP) - Lin-
gonbernies, a frut commeon 1n
Scandinavian clusine, may be
able to help prevent weight
gain and high sugar and cho-
lesterol levels, Swedish scien-
tists sard Thursday of a new
study

In the study, which was con-
ducted by researchers at Lund
University using mice with a
tendency to store fat as a
model for overweight humans,
the animals were fed a high-fat
diet and different types of
bermes dunng three months

“Lingonberries were the
best berry 1in the manner that
they limited the weight gain of
the mgh-fat fed mice," Lund
Univensty diabetes researcher
Kann Berger told AFP

The high-fat fed ammals
given lingonberries did not put
on more weight than a group
that had eaten alow-fat diet in
the same peniod, and their
blood sugar levels were simi-
lar

Also, their cholesterol levels
were lower than those of the
mice who had a high-fat diet

wathout any berry supplement

The other fruits used in the
study, which was published
this month in the Journal of
MNutnition and Metabolism,
were bilbernies, raspbernies,
crowberries, blackbernes,
prunes and aca bernes

The researchers were sur-
prised to find that the Brazlian
acar berry, which has been
marketed as a super berry with
weight-loss properties, had the
opposite effect on the mice

They led to "weight gain
and higher levels of fat in the
liver®, the researchers exz-
planed in a statement, where
they also sad the lingonber-
nes' results could be due to
their content of polyphenol, an
antioxidant.

The team plans to develop
the experiment on humans, but
does not have a starting date
for the project.

The researchers said that up
to 20 percent of the mice's diet
was lingonbernes

"It 1sn't realistic for humans
to eat such a high proportion,”
Berger said 1n the statement.

WASHINGTON (AFP) - Tex-
ting while walking impairs a
person's ability to follow a
straight line and keep anormal
pace, and may pose risks to
pedestrians according to a
study out Wednesday

Researchers at the Umver-
sity of Queensland in Australia
decided to study texting while
walking since 1t appeared no
one had actually scientifically
analyzed how the modem pre-
occupation impacts a person's
gait.

Anecdotally, the evidence
was clear, even among the 26
people they selected for the
study: one in three admitted to
having had some sort of tex-
ting accident, "including falls,

trips and collisions with obsta-
cles or other individuals ®

Previous research has
shown that texting and walk-
ing in virtual environments
can raise the nsk of accidents.

The nse in the number of
pedestrians imured while
using their mobile phones to
talk or text since 2006 has also
ratsed concern, and some
towns in the Umted States
have gone so far as to ban the
activity.
