MOSCOW (AFP) - President
Viadimir Putin  yesterday
signed a treaty claaming the
Black Sea region of Crimea
as Fussian termntory as the

Crimea and the aty of Se-
vastopol -- the home of the
Russian Black Sea fleet whach
has special status -- are being
incorporated as new  con-
stituent parts of the Russian
Federation.

The sigmng came after
Putin gave a fiery address seek-
ing to justify the incorporation

His defiant speech referred
to Cnimea's tumultuous history

"In the hearts and munds of
people, Cnmea has always

Putin slammed the Sowviet-
era decision by MNikita Khrush-
chev to gift the perunsulato the
Ukraimian Soviet republic as
niddled with “violations®.

"When Crnmea suddenly
ended up being 1n another state,
Fussia felt 1t was not simply
robbed --- 1t was plundered," he
saad adding that Fussia was
tired of being pushed into a
comer and that it had been re-
peatedly deceived by the West.

Dutch PM 'disgusted’ by
Wilders rap video execution

THE HAGUE (AFP) - Dutch
Pnime Minister Mark Rutte saad
yesterday he was "disgusted” by
a music video depiching a j1-
hadist-style execution of contro-
versial anti-Islam  politician
Geert Wilders.

The wideo, posted on
YouTube by Dutch-Lebanese
rapper Hozny, comes days after
the outspoken Wilders sad that
the city of The Hague “zould do
with less Moroccans "

Rutte, whose center-nght
VVD party competes wath
Wilders' PV for votes, told the
NOS public broadcaster that the
video was “revoltng, dreadful "

“Words fal me when some
kind of 1diot posts videos like
these. We are an open demac-
racy and Geert Wilders .. should
be able to do hus job openly,”
Rutte said.

In the wideo, entitled
"Geertye", a derogatory dimi-
nutive of Wilders' first name, a
wigged actor depicting the plat-
inum-haired politician 15 ab-
ducted by two masked gunmen.

At the end of the clip for the
song -- which tells the story of
Wilders' political career and lus
comments about Islam -
masked gunmen force the actor
to kneel in front of a camera
with a green sheet in the back-
eround as seen in many abduc-
tion videos in the Middle East A
shot 15 heard as the video fades
out.

Performing 1n Dutch, the
rapper sings he's not doing "1t"
for himself but for the "girls
weanng headscarves” and “the
young men looking for work

and bread "

"Geertje, Islam consists of
21 hllion (people).. nothing
will help 1f they come to get
you. . expect it with your hateful
stones,” Hozny raps

Wilders, who 15 often reviled
among immigrant commumities
for hus fiery anti-Islammst rheto-
nic, hasin the past compared the
Koran to Hitler's Mein Kampf
and calls Islam a fascist religion.

The last two weeks again
saw the politcian campaign on
an anti-Islam program in two
Dutch cities where lus Party for
Freedom (FVV) are contesting
today's local government elec-
nons.

Wilders, who has been under
24-hour police protection for
several years, sad he would
lodge a complamnt wath police
aver the video, which he sad
was an incitement to violence

In 2008, Wilders released a
documentary film called " Fitna"
which depicted the 2001 and
1004 attacks on New York and
Madrid interspersed wath
phrases from the Koran The
film drew fury in Mushm coun-
tries.

In 2011 he was acquitted on
hate speech charges by a Dutch
court, after being accused of
spreading racial ammosity and
discrimnation aganst Mushims.

Some observers sad thus
week that Wilders may have
overstepped the mark wath bus
comment about Moroccans, ap-
parently targeting a speafic eth-
nic group, and rights groups
have said they will file com-
plants.

Attacks on
journalists

soar in Mexico

MEXICO CITY (AFP) - At-
tacks against journalists and
news organizations soared by
50 percent in Mexco last year,
with 330 cases reported for the
most violent year since 2007, a
media rights group sad Tues-
day.
The London-based Article
19 organization said the media
face an act of aggression every
26.5 hours in Mexico

The number of attacks
against journalists, media
workers and facilities of news
organizations rose from 207 1n
2012to 33010 2013 Nearly 90
percent of the attacks were
against individuals.

Article 19 said public offi-
cials were behind six1n 10 at-
tacks

The report came after a
weekend brealc-in at the house
of the media rights group's di-
rector for Mexico and Central
Amenca Dano Ramurez,
whose computer and docu-
ments were stolen.

Article 19 sad 2013 was
the most violent for journalists
since drug-related wiolence
began to rise 1n 2007, when
then president Felipe Calderon
launched a military crackdown
against orgamized cnime

President Ennique Pena
Mieto, who took office 1n De-
cember 2012, has vowed to
combat cnime against journal -
15ts, but attacks rose duning his
first full year in office.

Mexico has become one of
the most dangerous places for
journalists, with 87 media
workers lalled since 2000
Most of the crimes remain un-
solved

Haiti elections
set for October

after accord

PORT-AU-PRINCE (AFP) -
Haits wll hold legslative elec-
tions on October 26 after an
agreement brokered by the
country's Catholic Church
ended a long-runming political
impasse, it was confirmed yes-
terday.

The agreement, reached
after mediation from Cardinal
Chibly Langlois, provides for
the election of 20 senators and
around 100 members of parlia-
ment and local councilors

The municipal elections
had been due to be held in
2011, whale the senate vote had
heen set for 2012, but both
have been delayed because of
political squabbling.

Ex-Colombia rebel admits kidnapping Americans

WASHINGTON (AFP) - A
former commander of Colom-
bia's FARC rebels faces up to
60 years in prison after plea-
ding guilty yesterday to char-
ges stemming from the kd-
napping of three US citizens in
2003, USjustice officials sad.

Alexander Beltran Herrera,
37, admitted three counts of
hostage-takang dunng an ap-
pearance in federal court in
Washington following his ex-
tradition to the United Statesin
2012,

Beltran Herrera had been a
member and commander in

FARC, the Revolutionary
Armed Forces of Colombia
duning a 15-vear spell with the
group between 1994 and 2009.

Heart attacks misdiagnosed
as anxiety in women: study

OTTAWA (AFP) - Women
are more likely to die of heart
attacks because their symp-
toms are often misdiagnosed
as anxiety so they do not get
vital swift treatment, said a
study Monday.

Researchers at McGull
Umiversity in Montreal set
out to understand sex differ-
ences in mortality rates for
men and women with acute
coronary syndrome.

They asked 1,123 patients
aged 13 to 55 to fill out a sur-
vey after being admutted to
one of 24 hospitals in
Canada, one in the Umted
States and one in Swatzer-
land.

The women 1n the study,
the researchers found, gener-
ally came from lower income
brackets, were more likely to
have diabetes, high blood
pressure and a famuly history
of heart disease.

They also had substan-
tially higher levels of anxiety
and depression than the men.

The researchers noted that
the men received faster ac-
cess to electrocardiograms
(ECGs) to check heart
rhythms and fibrinolysis to

prevent blood clots than the
WOIEn.

Early treatment for a heart
attack can prevent or limat
damage to the heart muscle,
while saving the person's life.

On average it took 15
minutes and 28 minutes, re-
spectively, for men to be
given ECGs or fibnnolysis
from the time they arnved at
an emergency room

In contrast, 1t took 21 mun-
utes and 36 munutes for
Women.

The researchers pointed to
the women's hugher levels of
anxiety as the pnmary reason

“The Rolling Stones are
deeply sorry and disappointed
to announce the postponement
of the rest of their 14 ON
FIRE tour of Australia and
New Zealand, " they wrote on
their website

"Mick  Jagger, Keith
Richards, Charlie Watts and
Ronnie Wood wash to thank all
of their fans for their support
at this difficult time and hope
that they will fully understand
the reason for this announce-
ment," 1t added

The band said they would
reschedule concerts 1in Perth,
Adelatde, Sydney, Melboumne,
Brishane and Auckland at a
later date, asking ticket hold-
ers to hold on to their tickets
until further notice.

Jagger imitially cancelled
just the opening leg of the
Australian tour, whach was to

have begun in Perth on
Wednesday

In a blog post on his web-
site, a day after 49-year-old
Scott was found dead at her
luxury New York apartment,
he described the former model
as not only his lover but hus
best friend

"I wll never forget her"
Jagger, 70, wrote under a post
entitled *L'Wren", featuning a
black and white photo of
Scott

"I am still struggling to un-
derstand how my lover and
best fiend could end her life
in this tragic way," Jagger
wrote.

"We spent many wonderful
years together and had made a
great life for ourselves. She
had great presence and her tal-
ent was much admired, not
least by me.

Scott and Jagger, who was
21 years older, had been dating
for well over a decade

The elegant six-foot, four-
inch (1.93m) designer was
found hanging by a scarf at her
Chelsea apartment in Manhat-
tan on Monday, according to
police.

NSA can retrieve, replay phone
calls: report

WASHINGTON (AFF) - The
National Secunty Agency has
technology  capable  of
recording all the phone calls
of an entire country and re-
playing them later, a report
based on leaked documents
sard Tuesday

The Washington Post, cit-
ing documents leaked by for-
mer NSA contractor Edward
Snowden, said the technol-
ogy functions like a ttme ma-
chine by being able to reach
into the past.

The report said the NSA
can collect 100 percent of the
calls of a target country and
reach as far back as one
month wath the tools called
MYSTIC and RETRO.

The leaked documents say
the tools can "retnieve audio
ofinterest that was not tasked
at the time of the ongnal
call."

Antarctic moss returns to life
after 1,500 years frozen

WASHINGTON (AFF)
Moss that was frozen for
1,500 years beneath an ice
sheet 1n Antarctica has been
brought back to life, marking
the longest life span for any
known plant, researchers sad
Monday.

The study 1n Current Biol-
ogy descnibes the first time
moss has been shown to sur-
vive for such an extended pe-
nod of time.

Previously, moss was
known to be revivable after
20 years. And bactenia 1s the
only other life form that 1s
known to survive after thou-
sands, even millions of years.

"This expenment shows

that multi-cellular orgamsms,
plants in this case, can sur-
vive over far longer
timescales than previously
thought These mosses, akey
part of the ecosystem, could
survive century to nullenmal
periods of 1ce advance, such
as the Little Ice Age 1n Eu-
rope," said co-author Peter
Convey from the Bntish
Antarctic Survey.

"Although 1t would be a
big jump from the current
finding, this does raise the
possibility of complex life
forms surviving even longer
peniods once encased in per-
mafrost or ice,” said Con-
VEY.

Forbes

This year, billionaire War-
ren Buffett, the nation's best-
known 1nvestor, and loan
provider Qucken have
teamed up to offer $1 billion
to whoever correctly predicts
every outcome night up to the
NCAA final.

The odds of doing that
successfully are put at nine
quintillion to cne -- that's
nine followed by 18 zeros --
and the prize money 15 to be
paid out in 40 annual pay-
ments of $25 million, or a
one-time lump sum of $500
mullion.

challenges police

photos

PEETORIA (AFP) - Oscar
Pistorius's defence team
picked through the testimony
of a police photographer on
Tuesday who took 1mages of
the bloodied crnime scene
where the Paralympian shot
dead his girlfriend.

The court was shown
graphic photographs of a
bloody cricket bat and bath-
room floor and the 9mm pistol
used to  shoot Reeva
Steenkamp, with the athlete
later weeping dunng testimony
by a ballistics expert.

Defence lawyer Barry FRoux
said police photographer Ben-
mie van Staden caused a "great
disturbance" by moving evi-
dence and suggested police
testimony contaned suspi-
c1ous timing inconsistencies.

Van Staden, who was visi-
bly tinng under Roux's torrent
of questions, said he always

took pictures of an ongnal
criime scene, but that he moved
bloodied towels and a duvet in
order to check for more evi-
dence.

Fouz argued that bungles

by police had tainted the scene
to such an extent that the evi-
dence could not be used

The defence insists these
changes make 1t difficult to
prove the sequence of events
in the early morning hours of
Valentine's Day last year

"How does it happen there
was such great disturbance in
that scene™ Roux asked about
the pictures in the hopes of dis-
crediting the witness.

The lawyer also claimed
data on the photos suggested a
"areat overlap" in when pho-
tographers documented the
scene, contradicting testimony
that they worked at different
times.

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Former FIFA boss paid millions by Qataris - repo

LONDON (AFP) - A former
sennor official of FIFA and hus
family were paid almost §2
million (£1.2m) from a Qatan
firm linked to the Gulf state's
successful bid for the 2022
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Waorld Cup finals, according to
areport in Tuesday's edition of
Britain's Daly Telegraph
NEwspaper

The Telegraph said Jack
Wamner, the former vice-presi-
dent of FIFA, appeared to have
been personally pad $1.2 ml-
lion (£720,000) from a com-
pany controlled by a former
Qatant official shortly after the
controversial decision to
award the country the tourna-
ment.

Payments totalling almost
$750,000 (£450,000) were
made to Warner's sons, accord-
ing to documents seen by the
Telegraph. A further $400,000
(£240,000) was paid to one of
his employees.

The Telegraph also sad a
company owned by Mohamed
Bin Hammam, the then FIFA
executive member for Qatar,
appeared to pay $1.2 mullion
(£720,000) to Wamer 1n 2011.

Bin Hammam who
launched an abortive challenge
against incumbent FIFA presi-
dent Sepp Blatter, resigned
from hus FIFA and Asian Foot-
ball Confederation posts in
2012, shortly before was
banned for life from football
admimstration by the global
governing body's ethics com-
mittee.

However FIFA was non-
committal regarding the Tele-
graph's report on Tuesday,
saying in a statement: “FIFA
has no comment to make on
this matter.
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Warner was one of the most
experienced members of the
executive committee until he
stood downin 2011 and served
as vice-president of FIFA for
14 years.

He was one of the 22 peo-
ple who decided to award Rus-
sta the 2018 World Cup and
Qatar the 2022 tournament

Jackson, who coached a
record 11 NBA champi-
onship teams, has agreed to
return to the struggling New
York Kmcks, the MNational
Basketball Association team
announced on Tuesday.

The former Chicago Bulls
and Los Angeles Lakers
coach was introduced as the
president of basketball oper-
ations of the beleaguered
NBA team at a news confer-
EnCe.

"l am going to jump in
with both feet" Jackson said.

"We want to bwld a team.
This 15 the best place to play
basketball "

Jackson wnll be trying to
recreate the magic he was
part of with the Knicks in the
19°70s.

Jackson, who played for
the Kmcks from 1967-1978,
has been put 1in charge of all
basketball decisions for the
Enicks He helped the Emcks
win their most recent NBA
crown in 1973

"We are looking forward
to embracing the past but also
looking forward," said Jack-

son. "To come back to the
place where [ started in bas-
ketball 15 a great feeling ®

The 68-year-old Jackson
retired from coaching 1n May
2011 after leading the
Chicago Bulls to s1x crowns
in the 19905 and then Los
Angeles Lakers to five titles.
His last title came 1in 2010
with Los Angeles.

Jackson won 11 NBA t1-
tles as a coach, surpassing the
previous record of mine set by
Fed Auerbach He also has a
704 career winmng percent-
age, the lughest of any NBA

coach

The Kmcks are in the
mudst of a disappointing sea-
s0n.

Despite boasting one of
the top scorers in the NBA,
Cammelo Anthony, the Kmicks
are 27-40 -- four games be-
hind the Atlanta Hawks for
the eighth and final playoff
spot 1in the Eastern Confer-
ENCE.

The Kmcks are hoping the
hiring of Jackson improves
the chances they might keep
Anthony, who 15 looking at
free agency after this season.

Sao Paulo says
will deliver Cup
stadium for April

SAO PAULO (AFP) - Sao
Paulo's delayed Cornnthians
Arena stadium, due to host the
opeming match at the World
Cup, will be delivered to or-
ganisers on Apnl 15, albest
with final touches still re-
quired, an official said Tues-
day.
"The site wall be delivered
on Apnl 15 wath only a few 13-
sues to finish off thereafter,” a
spokesperson  for  Andres
Sanchez, former Corinthians
chairman and site construction
supervisor, told AFP

"What FIFA has asked for
will be fimished" the
spokesperson sad, without
giving details of what further
tweaks would be needed at the
68 000-seat venue before it
hosts Brazil's game wath Croa-
tia on June 12,

Last weekend, the ground,
which will be home to six
games in all, including one
semi-final, hosted 1ts first
tralning session.

Earlier, Folha de Sao Paula
had reported the stadium
would be delivered with an in-
complete roof and without
glant screens

Connthians have put the
delays down to difficulties
with secunng §150 mullion in
loans from state investment
bank BNDES, as well as re-
pars needed after a November
accident which cost the lives
of two construction workers.

UEFA chairman and World
Cup orgamzing committee
member Michel Platimi earlier
indicated in Zunch that the sta-
dium was the main remaining
cause for concern.

"There are question marks
over the number of seats. FIFA
wants to know exactly how
many there will be® Platim
said.

"There are also comple-
mentary structures which no-
body wants to pay for," Platim
indicated, alluding to tempo-
rary installations. Constructor
Odebrecht, Sao Paulo city hall
and the regional government
are seeling to thrash out an
agreement on the 155ue.

But Platint noted Brazil was
not the only host to race
against the clock ahead of a
World Cup.

"In Italy (ahead of the 1990
finals) you saw people apply-
ing the last touch of paint to
stadiums just before the event
started, " he recalled.

Two other venues, Cuiaba
and Cuntiba have yetto be fi-
1shed and Porto Alegre, al-
though inaugurated, still has
temporary installations to
complete.
