FINANCIAL - ECONOMIC POLICY 
wee > 

During the course of the last years 
Aruba received h;uge amounts of 

profit taxex. Enjoying their high 
incomes many people thought this 

was something permanent and 

considered that Lago would be 

there until eternity. However, at 

the end of October 1984 Lago 
announced it was going to close 

its gates for once an dfor ever on 
March 31 of the next year. » 

This may have come as a “sur- 

prise” to the actual insular govern- 

ment constellation, nevertheless 

reality learns us that the members 
of our government had been in- 
formed in 1975 of the fact that 

dark clouds’ gatheres thickly 
above the refinery. one 
A mere 48 hours after M.E.P. took 
over command in Aruba, their 

partners in the central coalition 

government forwarded them pro- 
fessor Odell’s report, who gave a 

warning and predicted the re- 
finerys destination based on 

scientific reasoning. In 1980 pro- 
fessor Odell, a reknown expert in 

petroleum matters, made once 

again a report for the Central 
Government then in command, 

and in which M.E.P. participated 

once again, and handed this report 

to minister Hendrik Croes. It was 
not a shot in the air when the last 

president of Lago said: “Go to Mr. 

Betico Croes, it was written all over 

the wall.” 

Since 1983 experts from IMF 
have been warning the deputy of 

finance about the exceedingly 

high government expenses and 

that action had to be taken without 

delay. The IMF experts gave way 

to their great preoccupations 

about the financial situation of the 

government. In 1984 the budget of 
the island government of Aruba as 

wellas the cash reserves reflected 
oncoming great dangers. 

Instead of beginning to implement 
measures little by little to remedy 

the situation, the government sat 

back and watch, continuing the 
same rate of expenditure. 

Lack of vision and lack of interest 

in Aruba have resulted in the criti- 

cal situation we are living now. 

Whatever measure which need be 

taken now, must be very severy 

and a punishment for the labour- 

ing class. 

- If there had been vision - interest 
in Aruba - if a reserve had been 
created and if rules for proper 

accounting had been observed, 

nowadays our island would have 

been less troubled, suffering 
less. 

Fundamental financial rules have 

not been taken into accounting 

had been observed, now ALL 

MONEY HAS ALREADY BEEN 

SPENT. 
This means” that whichever 

government comes to power now, 

they will have to start from 

scratch. 

FINANCE. 
To start with, a SEVERE CON- 

TROL has to be implemented on 

the financial management of the 

government. , 

P.P.A. gives this contents by say- 

ing that the following measures 
have PRIORITY. 
1. A careful supervision of all 

expenditures in the budget. 

2. Adhere to all rules of proper 

accounting. 

3. Start again with creating 

reserves. 
4. IMPORTANT is also to straight- 

en the government's image as a 

debt payer. 
5. Reduce expenditures for mate- 

rial costs. 

6. Establish strict standards for 
annual budget increase. 

7. Increase the personnel’s effi- 

ciency. 

TAXES 
Taxes are part of the government’s 

income. 

In view of the new constellation 

and the difficult economic situa- 

tion, P.P.A. will evaluate the 

possibility to update and socialize 

our tax system. 

ECONOMY 
Since 1990 the economy of Aruba 
has known an upward trend and 

diversified at the same time. We 
can mention the Lago refinery, the 
creation of a tourist industry and 

together with it a commercial sec- 
tor, which were initiatives of the 
late Juan Enrique Yrausquin 
during P.P.A. government. 
Inthe mean time Laog is no longer 
there, commerce has sustained 

seriuos damage and the economy 
depends solely on tourism. 

The commercial sector has lost 
completely its confidence in the 
government for the simple reaso 
that nothing has bene anticipated, 
THERE IS NO VISION AND 
UNTIL TODAY NO SOLUTION 
HAS BEEN BROUGHT FOR- 
WARD. P.P.A.’s main objective 
will be to RESTORE CONFI- 
DENCE. 
Reconstruct what has been des- 
troyed. The economic policy of the 

P.P.A. will, in no way whatsoever, 

intend to leave our island greatly 
depend on the tourist industry 
alone. 

Dependence on a mono-culture 
has already teached us a lesson, 
l.e. our dependence on Lago. 
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This analysis points out problem 

areas where one has to dedicate 

his time to. Over the time Aruba 
has economically stood out in the 

region because of acertain ability 

and quality which Aruba has come 

to improve and increase. 

We must also recognize Aruba’s 

weaknesses.

The govern- 
ment has to TAKE ACTION to 
broaden our economic basis and 
guarantee a means of living for 
every family. | 
P.P.A. is aware of the fact that any 

government shall have to confront 

the consequences of the FAC- 
TOR UNCERTAINTY. e.g. how 
greatouremployment will become 
and what will be its nature, availa- 

bility of financial resources, pre- 

sence of executives. 

P.P.A. is of the opinion that any 

government that comes to power 

has ta work, assume respon- 

sibilities for its economy and res- 

tore confidence. 

Aruba’s situation has become less 
favourable and the problems in 

front of us are of a very serious 
nature: 1. Lack of foreign curren- 

cy, 2. Unemployment, 3. Deficit on 

the government budget. 

FOREIGN CURRENCY 
| AID 

P.P.A. advocates foreign currency 

aid from Holland for Aruba starting 
at the beginning of 1986. Reason 

therefore is the decision to pro- 

ceed with the introduction of an 
Aruban currency as of the first of 

January 1986. 

Aruba does not have sufficient 

FOREIGN CURRENCY tocomply 

with INTERNATIONAL 
standaras which state that you 
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import 

must have at least foreign cur- 
rency to cover three months of 

import for the island. 

Figures indicate that Aruba needs 

more or less 85 million in foreign 

currency, whereas we only have 
58 million. 
Selling the GOLD we possess, will 
AFFECT EVEN MORE THE 

CONFIDENCE in our money in 
international investors circles. We 
must avoid this. 

FINANCIAL AID 

P.P.A. rejects economic aid which 

is subject to the execution of the 

IMF report. P.P.A. is of the opinion 

that it is Holland’s obligation to 
help Aruba unconditionally pur- 

suant to article 36 of the Statuut. 
P.P.A. advocates more financial 

help and not only budgetary help, 

but also financial aid for projects in 

the production sector to create. 

jobs for unemployed people. 

BRAINTRUST 
P.P.A. thinks it necessary to come 

to a braintrust of the available 

Aruban experts, in order to discuss 

the possibilities which there might 

be fore our economy. P.P.A. has 

no objections to sustain and re- 

cognize such a group, for some- 

thing in this direction already 
exists. In any case P.P.A. is of the 

opinion that executives (local 

experts) from the public sector as 

well as from the private sector, 

together with union and political 

experts, have to come together 

and discuss whatever is in Aruba’s 

best interest. 

ECONOMIC MISSIONS 

P.P.A. has the intention to send 

various economic missions 

abroad to promote Aruba’s possi- 
bilities, e.g. the Netherlands, Ger- 

many, Venezuela, Colombia, 

China, Japan and the U.S.A. .

Around the world exists the ten- 
dency to use waste matter as raw 

material in recycling processes. 

Aruba has plenty of waste matter 

with which something can be 

done. At this moment pitch, refuse 

from the refinery, generates works 

and onasmaller scale this is also 

true for scrap metal. After some- 

time this will also come to an end. 

Waste matter present in abundant 

form, however, is glass, paper 

and cardboard. | 
After recycling glass is being used 
in asphalt, tennis courts, sport 

tracks andthe construction of con- 

crete blocks. It is moreover used 

as prime material in artisan works 

and glass objects. 

Paper and cardboard is recycled 

to produce artisan work or pro- 

duce paper. These are some 

examples of small scale industry. 

Such type of initiatives which are 
feasible, might be eligible for 

financing by the Netherlands, the 

European Common Market or the 

Development Bank. Apart from 

creating jobs, it contributes to our 

environment by collecting waste 

matter which pollutes our island. 

FUTURE DEVELOPMENT 

Industrial development is stated 

herein before as one of Aruba’s 

weak points. ON THE OTHER 
HAND, all ingredients for an 
economic development of Aruba 

are present in the service sector. 

Tourism is service rendering. 
An important possibility is to 

create suitable circumstance to 

make Aruba a FINANCIAL CEN- 

TER. For the last 20 years 

Curacao has been one. 

There are no reasons why Aruba 

cannot do it also. These activities 

may greatly contribute to the crea- 

tion of foreign currency which 
Aruba needs in years to come. 
P.P.A. will propose a study to 
make such development possible 

and will cooperate to bring about 

the necessary changes in the law 
to attain this goal. 

P.P.A. believes amongst other 

things in the off-shore trading sec- 
tor. (see last but one page) 

STOCK EXCHANGE 

A stock exchange and capital 
market fall under the authority of 

the Central Bank. P.P.A. envisions 
the possibility to open a stock 

exchange limited in size. The an- 
notation of stock and bonds falls 

under the authority of the Central 

Bank.

Participation in new companies

The creation of a capital market 
might increase the interest rate, 

which on its turn makes it interest- 

ing forlocal people to investin pro- 

jects in Aruba. 

However, in order to have suffi- 

cient interest for a capital market, 

you also need projects, either 

private or public, to justify the exis- 

tence of such a market. 

In order to help local investment, it 

should be good to look into the 

possibility of a tax exemption on 

dividends, to facilitate investment 

a kind of investment deduction or 

a sort of investment premium 

needs to be considered in connec- 
tion with the existing tax holiday. 

P.P.A. will introduce a guarantee 
deposit for third party liability with 

the participation of the insurance 

company and the insured. 

Economic duties which are levied, 
shall also be given a specific des- 

tination. Inthe present situation to 

create a fund for commercial aS 

sistance. 
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TOURISD: 

EXPANSION AND DIVERSIFICATION 
In the fifties P.P.A. has laid the 

foundations of what is nowadays 

Aruba’s sole pillar of its economy, 
namely TOURISM. 
In view of the importance which 

TOURISM hasin ourcommunity, it 
is more than logical to EXPAND 

and DIVERSIFY this industry. 
After Lago has closed its gates, 

our people depend, now more 

than ever, on the TOURIST indus- 
try. An industry which may bring 
progress, but at the same time a 

very vulnerable industry;. 
Precisely because of this vulnera- 

bility it is essential to set up a pro- 

gram for total motivation of the 

population. Only a population that 

is wel aware of the importance of 
all aspects related to tourism, can 

be the starting point for a joint 
effort to maintain this pillar and 
together see to its growth. The 

construction of more hotel rooms 

does not increase tourism if not 

every one of us gives his/her ef- 
forts to conserve tourism. 
This industry is sufficiently impor- 

tant to start motivate our children 

already in school. 

In order to expand the TOURIST 
industry in the first place it is 

necessary to have a good tourist 
product-to offer our visitors. 

Itis essential that ALL OF US start 
WORKING to improve our 

product. 

A sound development of our 

TOURIST INDUSTRY requires 

special attention to following 
aspects: 

- CLEAN OUR ISLAND. Every- 
where we see garbage, old cars, 

bottles etc. 

We must motivate the people that 

_ by throwing garbage we harm our 

island for ourselves and we de- 

valuate its value as a_ tourist 

product. 

We need a general clean up, but 
the entire population needs to. 
cooperate to maintain it clean. 
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Aruba must become the cleanest 

island in the Caribbean. 
- RATES and SERVICE. Our 

tourist facilities, such as hotels, 

restaurants, shops, carrentals, 

tour busses, must not only keep 

their physical aspect in mind, but 

also the service that is given. We 
cannot expect a tourist to pay a 

high price for accommodation of 
an inferior quality. We must be 

alert toconstantly improve the ser- 

vice quality and the product we 

offer, not only to attract tourists, 

but also to attract the more de- 

manding tourist who is able to 

pay more. 
- INFRASTRUCTURE. Facilities 

offered to the tourist must be 

evaluated and expanded. We must 

see to entertainment for children 

which might also attract the entire 

family. A golf course must also be 

taken seriously into consideration 

to attract a different kind of tourist, 

thus DIVERSIFYING the market 
while at the same time EXPAN- 

SION takes place. 
We must develop attractive places 
which tourist can eventually visit 
and at the same time make these 

places accessible to the tourist by 

constructing roads and placing 

road signs. 

- MODIFICATION OF LAWS. This 

is necessary to protect our tourist 

industry and if it is needed mo- 

dification or new laws must be in- 

troduced. Pollution on our island 

must be prevented and laws have 

to introduced to severally punish 

those persons who damage our 

environment. We need more 

severe punishments for criminal 

acts which harm our TOURIST 
INDUSTRY. Laws which give 

tourists, but also our own people, 

more security on the beaches. Set 
forth rules for watersports in order 

to avoid accidents with tourists. 
For years already talk has been 

going on this topic, but never any 

action was taken and this year that 

long awaited accident happened: 

a boat ran over and seriously 

wounded a tourist who had just 

arrived on the island. 

- Pay special attention to the ero- 

sion of our beaches and even- 

tually take emergency measures 
to protect them in case of oil spills 

from tankers. 

- Unite forces with the public in 

general to help make Aruba once 

again the carnival island in the 

region which represents a special 

tourist attraction. 

- Improve the looks of the Nas- 

saustraat and vicinity, which 

would also be an incentive for 

commerce to dedicate more atten- 

tion to face-lift their shops and 

styling of their display-cases and 

create a more attractive general 

aspect for ourcommunity and also 

for our tourists. Evaluate the pos- 

sibility of restricting the traffic 

during certain hours of the day. 

- Convert Eagle Beach in a place 
for watersport recreation and 

other sports activities, installing 

showers, toilets, changing-rooms, 

snackbar etc.. This would no doubt 

benefit our people. 

Develop and construct a proper 

place for camping and parking 
trailer with certain facilities. 

- Construct watchtowers on the 

beaches which are manned by 
security guards. 

- Order a competent company to 
evaluate and present a com- 

prehensive plan (plus budget cal- 

culation) to convert the salt lake at 
Noord intoa residential and tourist 
recreation zone. 

At the same time we must stimu- 

late the construction of small 

family style hotels. Stimulate and 

promote private investment in re- 

creational activities, e.g. bowling 

alleys - waterslides - nightclubs 

etc. 

- Repair the steps on the Hooiberg 
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and make this a more attractive 
place accessible for tourists. 
Realize a tourist project at Seroe 
Cristal and Seroe Plat. 

- Develop San Nicolaas as one of 
the tourist centers of our island. 
Now Lago is closed, the Seroe 
Colorado grounds may be conver- 
ted in time into a tourist attraction 
area. Therefore also P.P.A. advo- 
cates an arrangement with Lago 
to acquire the Seroe Colorado 
grounds which have already a 
complete infrastructure, are well 
maintained, have a good vegeta- 
tion, beautiful and secluded 
beaches. Seroe Colorado might 
become a very special tourist 
resort. The ideal place for a high- 
rise hotel with all amenities and 
fully equipped convention center. 
Thoughts can also go in the direc- 
tion of a bungalow zone for tour- 
ists in combination with a conven- 
tion center. 

The location offers space for 
family oriented projects such as a 
typical restaurant, coffeeshop, a 
commercial center, sports. 
The golfcourse is not very far off, 
so this might be combined to diver- 
sify our tourism. 

Grapefield, now blackened with 
pitch, has to be replanted, the 
caves must be cleaned and a road 
must be constructed at the north- 
side of the island and goes to 
California. 
- Develop the runway of the “de 
Vuyst” airport and make it opera- 
tional for sport-planes. This opens 
the possibility for tourists who 
come with their own airplane, to 
use hotel facilities in this area. The 
small airport must comply with the 
existing 

planes. 

For the tourists’ security it should 
be advisable to dispose of a heli- 

copter service for transportation 
to the hospital in cases of emer- 
gency. 

- Grapefield needs to be replanted 

and tourist infrastructure, such as 

seats, walkways should be con- 

structed, using rocks from the sea 

to create a unique atmosphere. (A 

productive project for T.A.V.- ora 
project for prisoners so they pro- 

duce something useful for the 

regulations for sport- — 

community). Materials washed 

ashore by the sea can be used. 

Together with Seroe Colorado, de 
Vuyst airport, Grapefield and 

vicinity an very attractive tourist 

center may be developed. 
- This plan greatly depends on the 

decisions that are taken with res- 

pect to Lago. In case the develop- 

ment of Seroe Colorado as a 
tourist center cannot be initiated, 

hotel operators to keep the quality 
of these accommodaitons at a 
high level. 
- The Yacht-Harbour project in 
combination with small shops in 
St. Tropez style has to be mate- 
rialized north of the Bali res- 
taurant. In 1983 the construction 
of a pier with stone and sand was 
started, but that is also where the 
project was abandoned. 

in spite of all efforts, it is possible 
to start the development of the 
western part of the Lago conces- 
sion (former hospital area) or the 
sector east of the Lago Heights 
Club and the airport, awaiting ar- 
rangements for the Seroe Colora- 
do grounds. 
- We must create as much tourist 
attractions as possible all over the 
island for those who wish to see 
more than the sun and the beach. 
A good tourist product must be 
able to offer more, which tourists 
can recommend. We need not 
think of sophisticated and costly 
projects, but rather of simple pro- 
jects which can be realized on 
short term and in which our own 
people can invest. We think of 
terraces on scenic spots where it 
is possible to enjoy typical food 
and drinks, our music and folklore 
and souvenir shops. 
- Deposit the 5% room-tax directly 
in a fund to improve tourist infras- 
tructure and_ physical main- 
tenance of the hotels. Strict con- 
ditions have to be introduced for 

- On short term professional in- 

dependent and neutral advice has 

to be sought with regard to 

1. Tourist Master Plan for Aruba 

2. Complete re-organization of the 
tourist management. 

- An adequate aviation manage- 
ment and policy for Aruba. 
- Grant scholarship, in cooperation 
with the Hotel School, to the best 
students who deserve to follow 
higher education on executive 
level. 

- Institute an independent commit- 

tee to check quality, quantity and 

price of products that are offered 
for sale in our tourist industry 

(hotelroom, guesthouse,  res- 
taurants, etc.) 

Develop more daily statistics and 
intensify control thereof with res- 
pect to tendencies in the develop- 
ment of our tourism. 

- Improve cruise facilities where 

needed. Evaluate the possibility to 

give boat tourists a musical wel- 

come once more. 
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- Create incentives to attract hotel 
and tourist projects. 

If we improve our tourist productin 

all aspects, the way we have ex- 

plained herein before, the possi- 

bilities to attract investments in 

the tourist industry increases for 

our island. 

- Evaluate the most attractive 
markets to promote our tourist 

industry, but also try to diversify 

the kind of tourists at the same 

time we start to open new 

- P.P.A.’s objective is that the 
entire population of Aruba, young 

and old, participates directly inthe 

development of tourism. Our peo- 

pole must be motivated from child- 

hood, andnot only those who have 

direct contact with the tourist. 

There are enough opportunities 

forourown people tocome up with 

creative ideas for family projects 
which might contribute to improve 

our tourist product and at the 

same time eliminating unemploy- 
ment and expanding our econo- 

markets. mic basis. 

SOCIAL POLICY 

ACTUAL SITUATION by lack of confidence in the politi- 

IN ARUBA 

Our situation nowadays is charac- 
terized by the insecurity in the 
future of ourselves and the Aruban 

community in its totality and bythe 

Growing chaos in the _ political, 

economical and social field. 
We experience a situation of in- 

creasing cost of living, lack of suffi- 
cient income for everyone, in- 

creasing criminality, drug and al- 
cohol abuse, larceny, corruption 

and together with allthis agrowing 

distrust in our government. 

This is reflected in a nervous at- 

titude, a situation which is critical 

formany andaconstant search for 

solutions on national and indivi- 
dual level. 

The community's request to at- 
tend the situation on a national 

level, actively involving as much 

social sectors and political parties, 
was rejected by the actual govern- 

ment who has restricted participa- 

tioninanattemptto keep authority 

(power) in its hands, to maintain 

their privileged position to take 

and implement decisions that go 

for everybody. 

We also note an attitude of disgust 

in our society and actions are 
taken if the people’s fundamental 

security, their income, is directly 

hurt. 

Everywhere you come across peo- 

ple who are upset by the situation, 
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cal, economic and social leader- 
ship. 

For many it becomes a difficult 

task to create an emotional life 

and a healthy atmosphere to live 
in. Right now in times when the 

people’s feelings are so important 

to confront the actual situation. In 

these difficult times it is of vital 

importance to feel that you are not 

left alone, that you are a part of it. 

The crisis situation in which all 

sectors on which the society 

depends (political, economical, 

social, cultural, religious) find 

themselves, creates more isola- 

tion and increases the insecurity. 

In view of this situation, P.P.A. 

advocates a SOCIAL POLICY 
which emphasizes sufficiently the 

feelings that live in our island, 

social and emotional factors 
which accompany an economic 

crisis. The general well-being must 
come in thefirst place and solidari- 

ty, active participation and collec- 

tive responsibility must charac- 

terize all our actions. 

SOCIAL PLAN 
Aruba is experiencing a very 

serious economic crisis. Although 
this is not the first time such thing 

happens in our history. This is, 

however, a great difference with 

former crises. 

This crisis happens after Aruba 

has known a relatively high level of 

prosperity during a rather long 

period. All circumstances which 

have essentially influenced our 

situation and our way of thinking 
and acting. 
We are different now and logically 

we look for other solution com- 

pared with former times. 

A social plan must be adopted to 

the actual situation and must bring 

clear cut and precise alternatives 
which bear on the short term. 

In order to bring this about, now 
more than ever we must be aware 

of the direction which this 
society wants to follow, Our 
philosophy, starting points, our 

way of envisioning our people and 
community, long term goals, all 

this has to be our guideline in our 

efforts to search and find short 

term solutions. 

P.P.A. assumes the principles that 

every individual has the same 

value asa human being, thus every 

individual has the same rights. 

P.P.A. advocates a SOCIAL PLAN 

which needs to come about with 

the assistance of our social 

workers. At the same time P.P.A. 

shall take the following principles 

into account in the social field. 

- Anew structure must guarantee 

more participation from. social 

workers for planning as well as 
for management. 

Social workers possess informa- 

tion and valuable experience 

which may contribute to formulat- 

ing an adequate policy. 

Therefor, P.P.A. advocates a more 

democratic structure with the 

active participation of all those 

involved in the social policy of 

the government. 

- Equal starting points are needed 

for social work. 

- Social bodies must give available 

information regarding develop- 

ment, failures and problems in our 

society, in an adequate manner. 

The public must be made aware of 

its necessities, possibilities and 

also its restrictions. 

The government must stimulate 

initiatives which come out its own 

community and not formulate a 

policy all by itself. 

A proper policy; for the granting of 
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subsidies must be brought about 
in order to organize and execute 
social work in a responsible way. 

ELDERLY 

All persons have the same rightsin 
Our society, but until now there are 
various sectors which apparently 
have still no rights at all. 
Some of these sectors we can 
mention, are: 

- old people at home. 

- old people in institutes 
- blind people. 

- deaf people. 
- physically and mentally han- 
dicapped people. 
The help they need, is not only 
financial aid. They also need social 
Care, pedagogic Care. cafe at 
home or in institutions. 
The private initiative which has 
resulted in the creation of the cen- 
terforelderly people “Kibracha”, is 
a step in the good direction. 
Until today there are many people 
in Our society who are deprived 
from any help which they are 
entitled to. It is time to start work- 
ing for the well-being of said 
groups. 3 

FUNDAMENTAL ACT 
(RAAMWET) 

Since 1979 a Fundamental Act is 
passed which gives the govern- 
mentan instrument to work with in 

the social field. Nevertheless, the 

situation today is no different from 
the one in 1979. 

P.P.A. will use the Fundamental 
Act of 1979 to enact government 
decrees to materialize social work 
and fulfill the needs of those who 
apparently haveno rights at all. 

SIMPLE JOBS 

Many of the physically or mentally 

handicapped people can do sim- 

ple work. In order to help this 

group P.P.A. intends to expand 

the possibilities by creating social 

projects which offer opportunities 

so those less capacitated can also 

enjoy their existence. 

DISTRICT CENTERS 

P.P.A. has two reasons for dedi- 

cating part of its program to Osti- 
ceba and District Centers. 
- First because the objectives of 

Osticeba, of district work, goes 
hand in hand with our philo- 

sophy of social justice in a com- 
munity. The objective is: “Sti- 

mulate, On a non-religious and 
non-political basis, the moral, 

social and physical development 

of the people of Aruba.” 

P.P.A. gives these subjects 

‘priority and it is only natural to 

cooperate where possible with 

Osticeba in order to attain this 

goal. 

- The second reason for giving 

attention to the work of Osticeba 

and District Centers, is that district 

work has started only in recent 

years. Much practical work has 

been done. Now hascome the day 

to make the decision to guarantee 

the continuity of this work which is 

so important for our people. 

Taking into consideration that the 

financial aspect plays an impor- 

tant role in this continuity, it is 

necessary for the government to 
give financial assistance to district 
work. 

For this reason P.P.A. thinks it 
necessary to take contact with 

Osticeba and the District Centers 
to inventorize financial problems. 
Already now wecan mention some 
aspects where positive con- 
tributions are possible. 

- acknowledgement of the work 
done in District Centers and social 
Cultural work. 

- Sufficient subsidies so Osticeba 
Can cover its expenses and func- 
tion in an efficient manner. 
- District Centers must have a 
social-cultural worker of H.B.O. 
level. 

- Inventorize priorities with res- 
pect to district work. 

- Comply with the promises of the 
government to cover the operat- 
ing deficits of the district centers. 
- Stimulate and cooperate with 
projects directed on the well- 
being of district residents. 
- Financial and technical help to 
maintain the buildings of the Dis- 

trict Centers. 

It is important for the good 
development of district work, to 
form executives. Apart from social 
workers of H.B.O. level, the train- 
ing of executives on M.B.O. level 
has to be considered. 
This group may dedicate itself to 
practical work with youth and el- 
derly people. 
Although P.P.A. underlines the 
importance of District Centers, it is 
the districts themselves that have 
to demonstrate the need foracen- 
ter and must come with initiatives 
and work on a voluntary basis. 

It is not the task of the government 
to initiate the creation of a dis- 
trict center. 

On the other hand it is the govern- 
ment’s obligation to recognize and 
appreciate voluntary efforts which 
prove the necessity of a center. 
We are of the opinion that the 
government has lost too much 
involvement in District Center 
work. Result is that: 
- the financial position of the Dis- 
trict Centers is difficult, especially 
of those with their own building. 
- no activities can be set up ina 
systematic way, because all ef- 
forts have to be directed towards 
collecting funds. 
- frustration aS a result of the 
points already set forth, results in 
an attitude of disappointment in 
the work from the side of volun- 
teers. This makes it even more dif- 
ficult to find people willing to sit in 
the board of directors of the Dis- 
trict Centers. 

YOUTH 

P.P.A. is of the opinion that the 
government has the big respon- 
sibility to work hard in creating 
more jobs for the youth. Almost 
590% of our population is under 25 
years of age. To secure theirfuture 
and taking into account the effects 
which this can have in the social 
field, this subject must receive 
adequate attention from the 
government. 
Together with the efforts to open 
opportunities for the youth in our 
society, we must also educate 
them for their responsibilities and 
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at the same time ask for their 

cooperation necessary from their 

side. 

LABOUR MARKET 

In view of our labour market and 

the actual enormous unemploy- 

ment, an efficient central register 

has to be brought about for the 

benefit of those who are looking 

for work and those who offer 

employment opportunities. This 

system may enhance the possi- 

bility to put the right person in the 

right job. 

A good register makes it difficult to 
import workers, before the central 
register has been consulted. 

PUBLIC HEALTH CARE 

P.P.A. is of the opinion that there 

must exist a determined policy 

and a clear cut vision with regard 
to public health. 

It is quite obvious that reasonable 

time is required to study and eva- 

luate a policy in order to dictate 

such a policy. 

Public health is a considerable 

part of the government’s budget, 

what does not mean that it is the 

best possible care, there are more 

than sufficient things which need 
be changed and organized more 
efficiently. 

The actual situation in the public 

health sector in Aruba is such that 

solutions are urgently required for 

this situation and that this needs 

evident priority. 

Bearing in mind the basic prag- 
matic principals ‘of P.P.A., P.P.A. 

has the opinion that each human 

being, without any exception, has 

the right to rely on proper public 
health care. 

P.P.A. believes in social justice 

and based thereon will make an 

extensive study to look into the 

possibility to come to a general 

sickness insurance in Aruba. 

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC 
HEALTH 

P.P.A. sees great need to or- 

ganize and reorganize this service 
in its totality, because of additional 

tasks and functions to be expec- 

ted in 1986. : 

amongst other things a Complete 
Department of Public Health -. 
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Drug Inspection - Public Health 
Inspection - Environment and 

Hygiene (these need be properly 

prepared and created so that in 
future times the Public Health 

Department may function at best 

in all meanings of the word.) 

AMBULANCE 
Evaluate and analyze the opera- 

tions of our ambulance service, 
bearing in mind the following as- 
pects: 
1. Availability of sufficient vehi- 

cles. 

2. Distribution to cover Aruba as 
good as possible. 

3. Periodical reviews for person- 
nel so they update their medical 

knowledge. 

YELLOW FEVER CAMN- 
PAIGN 
This section must be reactivated 

to prevent our island from being 

scourged once more by DENGUE 
epidemic in the near future. 

There exists another report from 

P.A.H.O. on this topic which must 

be put into practice. 

LABORATORY 
P.P.A. is aware of the fact that 
here too a complete reorganiza- 

tion of this section is necessary. 

P.P.A. thinks is need for a new 

building fulfilling the needs in 

order to give better service to the 
public. 

INSPECTION 
Inspection of drugs and public 

health, are new _ departments 

which have to be organized in a 

LAW ON DISMISSALS 
PUBLIC HOUSING (FCCA) 
P.P.A. will continue its policy held 

in the past and stimulate the peo- 

ple in our community to have their 

own house. For those who cannot 

bear this financially P.P.A. will pro- 
mote public housing in the real 
meaning of public. 

professional and proper manner 

to guarantee good operations. 

CARE FOR OUR ELDERLY 
PEOPLE 
As far as our elderly people are 

concerned, those physically and 

mentally incapacitated, babies, 

kids up to 4 years of age and those 
in need of assistance because of 

accidents, all possible help need 

be given to the foundations which 

are in charge of these respective 
areas, so they may expand their 

possibilities in the future. 

ALCOHOLISM 
For the care of alcoholics a re- 

habilitation center or even better 

homes inthe various districts must 

be set up, where alcoholics 

may go when they are in need for 

help. 

INVENTORIZE MEDICAL 
STUDENTS 
An inventory must be made of the 
young Arubans who are studying 
in the medical sector. 
The problems which arise in our 
region with respect to students in 

this branch, are known. Therefore 

P.P.A. is of the opinion that we 
must coordinate the granting of 

scholarships with the department 
in quesition. 

P.P.A. will revise the ale cnene 
with respect to diploma require- 
ments in the region in order to 

eliminate the existing problem. 

Inventorize the needs for spe- 

Cialists. 

In the best interest of our public 
health and at the same time as a 
protective measure for our 

scholarship students, P.P.A.’s 

policy in giving work permits to 

foreign specialists will be one of 

granting temporary permits.

COORDINATION OF 
SERVICES 

Introduce better coordination 
between the various. services 
which operate in the public health 
sector in our island. 
It is obvious that for optimal 
functioning of public health care, it 

is necessary to have a perfect 
communication between the dif- 
ferent medical branches.

- CONSTITUTIONAL POLICY 
What does RIGHT TO SELF-DE- 

a people 
mean? 

It means the Right of a people to 
decide in complete LIBERTY over 
its own political future. 

A question posed by many people 
is whether making use of the 
RIGHT TO SELF-DETERMINA- 
TION, this leads a people solely in 
the direction of INDEPEN- 
DENCE. 
Formerly this has been the truth, 
but a change in thinking around 
the world has resulted in the inter- 
pretation by the United Nations 
that the RIGHT TO SELF-DETER- 
MINATION must NOT necessa- 
rily have the INDEPENDENCE of 
the land in question as the final 
result. 

An important statement with res- 
pect to the principles of Inter- 
national Law in connection with 
friendly and cooperative relations 
between states in accordance 
with the MANIFEST of the United 
Nations accepted during the 
GENERAL MEETING of 1970 on 
the occasion of the 25th anniver- 

. Sary of the organization’s existen- 
ce. It mentions as ways to realize 
SELF-DETERMINATION three 
options set forth in Resolution 
1541 (XV) and adds: THE EMER- 
GENCE INTO ANY OTHER PO- 
LITICAL STATUS FREELY DE- 
TERMINED BY A PEOPLE. 

Once the RIGHT TO SELF-DE- 
TERMINATION of a people has 

been recognized by the mother 
country and the other parties of 

the country, this becomes a 

RIGHT which nobody can alter. 

This means that nobody, no coun- 

try can impose a STRUCTURE 

that the other country does not 

want. 

INDEPENDENCE 

What does INDEPENDENCE 
really mean? 
has our people in fact studied the 
consequences of what it means to 
be separate from our mother 
country? 

In fact INDEPENDENCE means 
that you separate yourself from 
the mother country, loosing all 
existing RIGHTS, i.e. NATIO- 
NALITY, DUTCH PASSPORT, 
DUTCH DEFENSE SYSTEM, all 

other aid will come to an end ata 
certain time. 

CONSTITUTIONAL 
POLICY OF P.P.A. 

P.P.A. is satisfied with the political 
results in the sense that the peo- 
ple of Aruba has gained its Status 
Aparte as of January 1, 1986. 
Nevertheless, P.P.A. has not sus- 

tained the Kingdom Law, because 
the Kingdom has a final goal the 
INDEPENDENCE of Aruba on 
January 1, 1996.
