TOURING ARUBA 

While in Aruba you may rent a car and driver, or a 

drive-it-yourself car, or may take a conducted torn. To 
drive yourself, you will need a temporary license, which 
can be obtained by presenting a valid driver’s license 
from your own country. 

Aruba has many treasures that are well worth ex¬ 

ploring : 

The island’s greatest attraction is the PALM BEACH 
and EAGLE BEACH, which are amoung the world’s 
finest. The pure white sand stretches for several miles 
along the leeward coast, and slopes gently into the wa¬ 
ter. There is excellent opportunity for waterskiing, sail¬ 
ing, and swimming. 

FISHING has a variety of forms, and any one of 
the different types offers the enthusiast a challenge. Skin 
diving and spearfishing are well worth the effort here, as 
the rocks, reefs and wrecks of some sunken ships abound 
in fascinating fish. There is also good deep see fishing. 

The capital of Aruba is OR AN J ESTAD, its architec¬ 
ture is typically Caribbean-Dutch with some Spanish in¬ 
fluence, while the colors of the buildings are typically of 
the Caribbean. Oranjestad’s shopping center tempts the 
tourist with merchandise from all corners of the world. 
You will find Swiss watches ,cameras, perfumes, cash- 
mere sweaters, silk, character dolls, Dutch tile, Delft 
blue, binoculars, liquors and liqueurs, woollen and other 
fabrics, precious stones, porcelain miniatures, straw no¬ 
velties, carved ivory from the Orient, crystal, beaded and 
petit point bags, Indonesian and Chinese wood carvings, 
leather goods, gold and silverware, etc. Thanks to the 
extremely low import duties, the prices are often less than 
half of what they are in the U.S.A. Store owners also can 
pass on bargains to visitors because there are no sale or 
luxury taxes in Aruba. 

The SCHOONER HARBOUR of Oranjestad is one of 
color and excitement; boats from many Caribbean coun¬ 
tries are docked all along the quay. Open stalls provide 
space for the boatmen to display their wares: great 
stalks of bananas - the little sweet ones or large cook¬ 
ing ones, oranges, vegetables, etc. 

A little further along the schooner harbour is the 
fish market, where you may purchase a large variety of 
fish. Big ocean liners and passenger-ships can moor and 
bunker at Oranjestad’s harbour. 

In the well-kept WILHELM INA PARK, named after 
the late Queen Wilhelmina of the Netherlands found on 
the seaside of Oranjestad, there is a beautiful sculptured 
statue of the Queen Mother, surrounded by bright color¬ 

ful flowers and plants. 

The American colony, SEROE COLORADO, where, 
most Americans live, is situated at the eastern end of 
the island. 

The climate of Aruba is considered to be one of the 
finest in the Caribbean. Rainfall is scant, and the days 
are always cooled by the copious flow of air from the 
northeast tradewind. Thriving in this dry climate are 
the strangely shaped DIVI-DIVI TREES, that point for¬ 
ever downwind; the ALOE plant, which is being develop¬ 
ed for medicinal purposes; and the cactus, which is used 
for fences. Arubans cherish flowers, and most homes are 
surrounded by bright Bougainvillea, Oleanders, Flambo¬ 
yant, Hybiscus, and other tropical plants. 

Aruba’s most outstanding landmark is HOOIBERG 
or ”HAYSTACK”, and for those interested, there are 
steps for climbing to the top of this hill. 

Attractive hidden coves on the north side of the is¬ 
land offer a perfect setting for picnics. For those who 
prefer a little surf with their bathing, fairly rough water 
on this side of the island makes it perfect. Two of the 
most intriguing and accessible coves are ANDICOURI 
and DOS PLAYA, where towering rocky arms reach into 
the sea and the constant dashing of waves presents a va¬ 
ried and awesome backdrop for the pleasant sand beaches 
of the coves. 

A most interesting NATURAL BRIDGE on the north 
coast, carved out of solid coral rock by the relentless 

surf, is a startling example of nature’s architecture, and 
a ’’must” for every visitor. 

BOCA DRUIF is an interesting grotto also sculptur¬ 
ed by the sea on the island’s windward coast near the 
dunes of PR I NS. It offers a breath-taking view of the 
wild coastline. 

The CUNUCU, which in Papiamento means ’’country¬ 
side” is dotted with brightly colored Aruban houses. 
Rocks of many different shapes are scattered over the is¬ 
land. Probably the most impressive ones are found at

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AYO and CASI BARI, where nature piled tremendous 
boulders of diorite weighing thousands of tons on top 
the other. At AYO you may wander around and under 
these massive boulders via twisting passageways. THE 
DRAGON'S MOUTH at CASIBARI is a curious rock for¬ 
mation and a favorite spot for photographers. 

Anyone interested in Idian culture will be fascinated 
by the ancient Indian drawings on the walls and ceilings 
of the caves of FONTEIN and CANASHITO, and on the 
rocks of ARIKOK and AYO. 

The caves of QUADIRIKIRI and HULIBA are chal¬ 
lenges for spelunkers. 

Children will cherish the white sand dunes of

It is really the ruins 
of an old gold mill, a relic of Aruba’s first industry. 
Another gold mill is located at BA LASH I. 

SPANISH LAGOON got its name from the buccan¬ 
eers who used to put in to repair their ships in its shelter. 
It is known for its scenic and peaceful surroundings. . 

FRENCHMAN'S PASS, where the Indians fought the 
French to protect the island from foreign invaders, is a 
breeding place of Aruba's bright and colorful parakeets.

About

THE ISLAND AND THE CLIMATE: 
Aruba, first of the ABC islands, is the most western of 

the Leeward group of the Netherlands Antilles. It lies 15 
miles from the Venezuelan coast, 12 degrees, 24 minutes 
north of the equator. It is 19.6 miles long, six miles in 
width at its widest point, and contains 70.9 square miles 
of rocky red hills and magnificent white sand beaches, 
surrounded by the deep blue Caribbean. 

The average yearly temperature is 82 degrees, with the 
coolest months January and February and the warmest 
August and September. The air is lively and sparkling 
because the humidity averages only 76 per cent. Average 
annual rainfall is less than 20 inches. 

THE PEOPLE AND THEIR LANGUAGES: 
Aruba is the only Caribbean island on which the Indian 

population was not exterminated. The Aruban today is a 
descendant of Indians, with a mixture of Spanish and 
Dutch blood of the early colonizers. Arubans, those born 
on the island, number about 36,000. All are citizens of the 
Netherlands. Over 40 nationalities living peacefully to¬ 
gether on the island. 

The Leeward islands (Aruba, Bonaire, Curasao) have 
a living language of their own — Papiamento. It is a 
"lingua franca" that has evolved from Spanish, Portu¬ 
guese and Dutch with some Indian words. Almost every¬ 
body on Aruba speaks Papiamento, Dutch, Spanish and 
finglish. 

MONEY: 
The currency of Aruba is the Netherlands Antilles 

Guilder, or Florin, of which the symbol is FI., or F. The 
current rate of exchange is Florin 1.85 to the U.S. Dollar 
or Traveler’s Check, and Florin 0.40 to the Bolivar. Many 
merchants make the rate of exchange even more favor¬ 
able for tourists by giving a flat 2-for-l exchange when 
U.S. dollars are used for purchases. 

There are 100 cents to a Guilder. There are silver coins 
of five, 10 and 25 cents, 1 Guilder and 2 y2 Guilder, and 
copper coins of 1 and 2y2 cents. The "square nickel" (5 
cents) is a popular souvenir. Bills are in denominations 
of 2i/2, 5, 10, 25, 50, 100, 250 and 500 Guilders. 

WATER SPORTS: 
The waters surrounding Aruba are wonderful natural 

playgrounds. Deep-sea fishing is excellent. The best sport 
fish in local waters is the Balahu, followed closely by the 
blue and white marlin. 

Skin diving has been popular on Aruba for many years. 
The waters around the island are exceptionally clear. 
Underwater visibility of as much as 150 feet is not un¬ 
usual. As popular as skin diving is waterskiing. Because 
the Caribbean on the leeward side of Aruba is always 
calm, it provides a fine course for waterskiiers. Instruc¬ 
tors will show the beginner the elements of waterskiing 
and have him zooming across the turquoise waters in no 
time. 

Boats and equipment may be rented at the Aruba 
Caribbean Hotel. Guides familiar with local waters are 
available to show visitors the best places for diving, un¬ 
derwater photography or spearfishing. For the more 
sedentary, there are glass bottom sightseeing boats that 
cruise over the island’s reefs and sunken wrecks.

los barqueros sus tentadoras mercancías. Llenos de colo¬ 
rido son los puestos de frutas, legumbres, y hortalizas. 
En este mercado al aire libre los compradores son tan 
pintorescos como las frutas que allí se venden. Los oídos 
se nos llenan con la confusa sinfonía de diversos lengua¬ 
jes. Junto al mar, muy cerca del puerto, está el bien 
cuidado PARQUE WILHELM IN A, así llamado en honor de 
la reina madre Guillermina de Holanda. En el centro de la 
plaza, rodeada de flores y de umbrosas alamedas está una 
hermosa estatua de la recordada reina. 

El clima de Aruba está considerado entre los mejo¬ 
res del Caribe. La lluvia es escasa y los días son frescos 
por el continuo fluir de los vientos Alisios. En este clima 
seco medra el DIVI DIVI, un árbol que, azotado por el 
continuo batir del viento crece en las más extrañas for¬ 
mas, siguiendo siempre la dirección del viento. Para fines 
industriales se cultiva el áloe, planta liliácea de la cual se 
extrae un jugo muy amargo usado en medicina. En el 
campo crecen los cactos; las casas típicas arubanas tienen 
una pintoresca cerca de cactos. A los arubanos les en¬ 
cantan las flores y se esmeran en cultivarlas. La mayoría 
de los hogares están rodeados de buganvillas, adelfas, 

flamboyanes e hibiscos. 

Un distintivo del paisaje arubano es el HOOIBERG 
(Colina Almiar); para el que desee escalarla hay una es¬ 
calera que conduce hasta la misma cima. 

Al norte de la isla hay bien abrigadas ensenadas que 
ofrecen sitios ideales para excursiones campestres. Para 
aquellos a quienes les gusta nadar en un fuerte oleaje 
este lado de la isla es perfecto. Dos de las más curiosas 
ensenadas son ANDICURI y DOS PLAYAS; peñascos 
imponentes se internan en el mar desafiando el embate 
de las olas que van a estrellarse contra ellos con estentó¬ 
reo ruido, formando así un violento contraste con las apa¬ 
cibles arenas de la ensenada. 

Sumamente interesante es el PUENTE NATURAL 
obra arquitectónica de la naturaleza, socavada en la dura 
roca por la incesante embestida del mar; no deje de visi¬ 
tarlo así como también a BOCA DRUIF, que es una gruta 
junto a las dunas de BOCA PRINS. 

El CUNUCU, que quiere decir campo en papiamento, 

está punteado por casitas de vivos colores y por impre¬ 
sionantes formaciones rocosas. Las más imponentes se 
encuentran en AYO y CASI BARI donde la naturaleza 
acumuló una sobre otra tremendas masas de granito de 
miles de toneladas de peso. En AYO Ud. puede explorarlas 
internándose por intrincados laberintos. En CASI BARI 
está la BOCA DEL DRAGON, que es una curiosa forma¬ 
ción, favorita de los fotógrafos. 

Los que estén interesados en la cultura autóctona, 
encontrarán antiguos dibujos indígenas en las paredes de 
las cavernas de FONTEIN y de CANASHITO, y en las 
rocas de ARIKOK y AYO. 

Los espeleólogos hallarán un reto en las grutas de 
QUADARIKIRI y HULIBA. 

Otro sitio de interés es la iglesia y el cementerio de 
SANTA ANA. La iglesia tiene un magnífico y centenario 
altar gótico de roble, tallado a mano. 

También el CASTILLO DE LOS PIRATAS en BU- 
SHIRIBANA, montado sobre un promontorio, frente a la 
costa de barlovento. Las ruinas de este "castillo” son en 
realidad las ruinas de una vieja mina de oro, reliquia de 
lo que fuera la primera industria de Aruba. En BALASHÍ 
están las ruinas de otra mina de oro. 

La LAGUNA ESPAÑOLA recibió ese nombre por que 
allí reparaban sus buques los bucaneros españoles. El si¬ 
tio es conocido hoy por su hermoso y apacible panorama. 

En el FRENCHMAN'S PASS o sea PASO DEL 
FRANCES fué donde, según la leyenda, los indios pelea¬ 
ron contra los franceses para defender la isla de los in¬ 
vasores extranjeros. Actualmente es predio de bullangue¬ 
ros periquitos arubanos.

A. Drive on the right side of the road; 

B. All traffic, except bicycles, coming from the right 
should be given the right of way, even on traffic 
circles; 

C. On T-crossings however, the traffic on the dead-end 
road has to give priority to all crossing traffic, 
even bicycles.

TIPS ON U.S. CUSTOMS REGULATIONS 
According to U.S. Customs regulations each returning 

resident is allowed to take back, free of duty and tax, 
articles not exceeding and amount of $100, which amount 
is based on the fair retail value of the items in the coun¬ 
try obtained. Use of this exemption is only allowed in case 
the resident’s stay abroad exceeds 48 hours and if the 
resident has not yet used part of it within the preceding 

30 days. 

1. You may take back with you, any articles you wish 
to, provided you pay tax on the amount in excess of 
the $100. Tax is levied on. the wholesale price of the 
item paid in the country where it is obtained which 
price is generally reached by subtracting 40% of the 
retail value of the article. 

2. It is advisable to use the $100 exemption for the high 
duty items and to pay duty on the low duty items. 

3. Clothing, cameras, binoculars, watches, etc. purchas¬ 
ed and used during the trip, should be declared as 
“used items”. The Custom Officer in charge will make 

appropriate reduction for wear and/or use on the 
value of such items and subsequently on the duty. 

4. Gifts to friends and relatives in the U.S. up to $10 
each are allowed in an UNLIMITED NUMBER pro¬ 
vided the addresses does not receive other gift parcels 
exceeding the $10 limitation on the same day. This 
is in addition to the $100 exemption. Not included in 
this privilege are gifts of liquor and tobacco whereas 
perfume at less than one dollar is allowed. On these 
gifts NO declaration is required and NO tax will be 

levied. 

5. Persons over 21 are permitted DUTY-FREE liquor 
not exceeding ONE QUART! 

6. Merchandise originating in COMMUNIST CHINA, 
NORTH KOREA, NORTH VIETNAM anc CUBA IS 

PROHIBITED in the U.S. 

7. To pass U.S. customs smoothly, fill out your declara¬ 
tion carefully and keep all dutiable items and sale 
slips together and in a handy place!! 

Remember that you are allowed to take back as much mer¬ 
chandise as you want. All you have to do is to pay duty on 
what you declare over your $ 100.— duty free allowance, and 
even after duty has been paid upon arrival in the U.S.A., pur¬ 
chases made in Aruba, at free-port prices are still GOOD BUYS.
