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the text of the latier. A consecutive reading of the *“Iawidith"
is secured by reading Vol. VII and at points indicated by
asterisks or foot-notes turning to Vol. VIII, where the cor-
responding page and line of Vol. VII are given in the margin.
It must be repeated, however, that the foot-notes in Vol. VII
contain only a small portion of the innumerable minor variants
found in H or HI, thai the foot-notes to Vol. VIII contain
only a small portion of such variants from IIl, and that the
list of variants now presented from Va represents a similar
selection.

For some portions of the text as-Sakhiwi's version is still
the only one available. The new eollation confirms the opinion
that, though it condenses, transposes, omits diacritical points,
and is written in a somewhat cramped hand, it was carefully
done. One type of scribal error, however, which ns-Sakhiwi
made a number of times, is the miswriting of one word under
the influence of another (generally of a following word, less
often of a preceding word) by inserting or substituting one
or more of its consonants').

The Glossary to this volume is offered to students less with
confidence that all the textual difficulties have been solved
than with the purpose of calling attention to them. It contains
not only new words and phrases, but perhaps also others that
may be mere textual errors. Moreover some words or phrases
have been included which were recorded by Dozy on the
authority of such dictionaries as Bocthor's but of which examples
are not readily to be found in the literature or are to be
found only in the “Thousand and One Nights”.

Several texts and many studies') dealing with Egypt's
history and the Mameluke period in particular have appeared
during the publication of the “Nujim" and the “Hawidith";
could they have been available to the editor before his own
text was in print the results would have been more safis-
factory. The editor's regrets for whatever errors may have
been committed are partially mitigated because the publication
of his text, however defective, furnished no small amount of
the material for the subsequent studies of others.

While awaiting the collation of the Vatican MS for the
completion of the present volume the editor published (1932—36)
Volume V of the *Nujim", covering the years T46—800 A.H.
(1345—1397 A.D.). In the meanwhile the Egyptian National
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surveillance”, H (VIII, 132, ¢, k... k) shows a blank space
in place of the quoted words, while Va has in the text itself
the words “for nothing that justified [or necessitated] his
remaining there”; and where II has another blank space
before the words “and the Sultan was convinced of the evil
of his conduct and his affairs suffered a decline” (*Nujim VII,
231.6 shows that the words refer to Ibn ash-Shilna), both
Va and HI insert in the. place t'lli'l'l‘.-lfltliltl-lllli_': to the blank in
H the words: “On that day Mubdrak Shih, viceroy of al-Karak,
arrived and was deposed”, so that the phrase referring to evil
conduct is made to apply to Mubdrak Shéh. In a third such
passage (VII, 140.15), where both I and Hl read that Ibn
ash-Shihna was appointed chief Kadi of Aleppo “on the pay-
ment of a large sum of money”, and Ibn Taghri Birdi adds,
“I say that this was because of the bad luck of [the people
of] Aleppo and because of sins which they had committed
before’”, Va alone has a changed text; it inserts before the
quoted words the sentence: “and on the same day Abd Allih
al-Kéishif was reappointed fo his former office”, so that the
bribery is made to refer to Abd Allih; and it reads “Bilbais”
instend of “Aleppo” in Ibn Taghri Birdi's remark. In still
another passage (VIII, 21.4) where H shows blank spaces,
HI and Va agree in reading in the text complimentary phrases
certainly not those of Ibn Taghri Birdi. These variant readings
show no traces of erasure or alteration in Hl or Va; they
evidently reproduce changes made in an earlier MS, either
in Ibn Taghri Birdi’s original, or in one copied after his death
in 874, and before 886 A.H. (the date of H1; see VIII, 377.26).

The longer marginal notes in Va oceur on fols. 2385, 88,
89 (the folios belong in that order); they may all come from
one and the same hand and refer to one and the same event.
The script is a rough serawl, lacking in diacritical points,
and the margins have been trimmed so that many words are
mutilated and the syntactic connection lost in many places;
decipherment is often a matter of guess-work, and the identity
of the individuals to whom reference is made by pronouns is
uncertain, as is also the order in which the margins are to
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be read. A part of the note on fol. 2385 (apparently continued
on fol. 88a) is written in the lower half of the page itself,
from which the original text has been expunged. As the page

The remaining longer marginal note in Va, on an earlier
folio (185a& = VIII, 576.17) is written in a hand very similar
to that aseribed to Ibn at-Tuyiri. A few words at the top
are illegible, having been mutilated. The second line begins
“and he [i.e., the person mentioned in the mutilated first line 7]

had learned concerning the [t of these lines”; the latter

is apparently the writer of the note, possibly ai-Tuyfiri (see
above). The page itself contains the biography of the Wazir
“Ali Tbn al-Ahnisi (who died in 868), and the note mentions
him by name, stating that Ibn Taghri Birdi had interceded
with this Wazir in behalf of some one (possibly the writer of
the note?) who was about to be punished, whereupon the
Wazir cursed and had him (either Taghri Birdi or the writer
of the note) paraded about in ignominy, and beaten. The
mention of Ibn Taghri Birdi is in terms of opprobrium, which
fact might argue against identifying the writer of the margin
aa the vietim for whom Ibn Taghri Birdi interceded. If Ibn
Taghri Birdi himself was one of the victims mentioned in the
note, this was at least the second occasion on which he suffered
such punishment (cp. the note in HI1, VIII, 143¢).

The Berlin and London MSS of the “Hawidith” were des-
eribed in the Editor's Note to Vol. VII and Vol. VIII, part 1,
as were the principles followed in editing the text. Vol. VIII
contains only those portions of the “Hawadith” (in the slightly
altered version of as-Sakhdwi) which are not duplicated in
the “*Nujim"” or which vary considerably in phraseology from
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(cited as H1) as far as the latter extends (860 A.H.); but it
continues the chronicle through 872 A.H.; it lacks only (in
addition to the Incunae mentioned above) the events of 873 A. H.
and the beginning of 874, found in Berlin M8 9462 (cited
as H). Moreover, Hl is illegible in places; H is a somewhat
condensed version, a few of its folios are missing, and some
individual words are illegible. Professor Della Vida therefore
correctly concluded that Va should be collated with H and
HI even though the text (based on the Iatter two MBS) was
already in print; and he most generously offered to make the
collation himself. He then sent the editor a minute memorandum
covering pp. 108—128 of Vol. VIII; but his departure from
Rome prevented him from continuing this arduous fask, and
after some delay the University of California, through the
co-operation of the Prefect of the Vatican Library, secured
a photostatic reproduction of the entire MS of 238 folios. The
present publication contains some of the results of the editor’s
collation.

The seript of Va is not that of a professional scribe (as is
that of Hl); diacritical points are frequently absent, and the
legibility varies, the writer having been very careless in places.
Particularly noticeable are his many omissions of individual
words, and of entire lines even where none of the usual
explanations of such lacunae are apparent and incomplefe
sentences result; there are some two hundred cases of such
omissions of lines or series of lines. Carelessness is frequent
also in the matter of dates; at least one hundred variants in
the day of the week or of the month are patent scribal errors
in Va. Other variants as between Va and H, of the same
kind as noted in the case of Hl and H, also are very numerous
(see Vol. VII, pp. x, xxxviu—xiv). To give a list of all the
variants (even excluding those which consist merely of the
omission or insertion of diacritical points) is practically im-
possible; nothing but a complete photographic reproduction
of all the MSS would suffice for such a purpose. The editor
has therefore followed the plan pursued in printing the variants
between the other MSS, namely, of presenting only those
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which might in some way be deemed significant. Palpable
errors in dates, and the omission of lines, have in general
not been recorded when the other MSS are in agreement and
clearly correct. On the other hand all the passages found in
Va which represent missing folios in H have been printed in
full as a supplement to Vol. VIII, pp. 739 et seq. (at the
bottom of these pages has been added the page and line of
Vol. VIII in which the addition belongs); the dincritical
points have been supplied wherever possible. Smaller variants
solected for submission are printed in a “list of corrections
and variants" on pp. LXVI et seq.

Va contains also several marginal notes written by various
hands; short notes have been included in the “Variants”, and
the fow longer notes have been printed separately at the end
of the *“Additions”. One note (Va fol. 1425 = VII, 710.8),
correcting Ibn T.B.'s statement regarding the resignation of
Ibn ad-Dairi and the succession of Kidi Muhibb ad-Din Lbn
ash-Shilna, was apparently written by a son of Muhibb ad-
Din (possibly the “Abd al-Barr ibn ash-Shihna mentioned by
Brockelmann, “Arab. Lit.", IT, 83). At the corresponding place
in H is a marginal note by as-Sakhiwi (see VII, 710a) stating
that Ibn ash-Shihna had written in his own hand a note
correcting Ibn Taghri Birdi. It is not probable, however, that
as-Sakhiwi is referring here to the note in Va; the wording
is not identical, and he ascribes the words to Ibn Shilina. not
to his son. Moreover a similar marginal reference in H (VII,
692k: “al-Muhibb wrote in his own hand”, ete.) is not found
in Va. Again, where H (see VII, 624x) has another similar
reference and Va also has one, of similar content, the hand-
writing is not that of Ibn Shilna's son (see above). The MS
on which Ibn ash-Shihna made his notes was evidently an
earlier one than either H or Va.

This conclusion is supported by other even more striking
evidence of the activity of Ibn Shihna, his son, or his partisans
in correcting Tbn Taghri Birdi's statements. Where the *Nujim"
(VII, 231, a...b) states that Ibn ash-Shihna remained in
Cairo, “was subjected to many indignities and placed under

While the final pages of the text of Ibn Taghri Birdi's
“Hawidith ad-Duhir® were being read in proof the editor
received from Professor G. Levi Della Vida (then of Rome)
information that there is a third manuseript of the work, in
the Vatican Library. The MS (Vat. Arab. 727) at present
bears the false title Lal¥l, ol _ilis & B s, and its
authorship is aseribed to a «Jamél ad-Din an-Niiri, known as
Tij al-Mulik al-EHalabi®”; many folios, including the original
title-page, are missing, and many of those still extant are in
incorrect sequence. Evidently, as Professor Della Vida wrote,
somebody with the aim of effecting a sale of the defective MS
had attempted to give it an appearance of completeness by
supplying a title-page of his own invention, as well as by
other devices, He composed an introduction of half a page,
and then filled the remainder of the page with a few sentences,
under the caption “Year 8487, of apparent historical content
but in reality imaginury aund also absurd, the purpose of this
fabricated page being to supply at the botiom of it some
words giving syntactic completeness to the portion of a sentence
which begins what was the first folio of the original MS as
he found it in its disordered condition. In addition he changed
the catch-words at the bottom of several other displaced folios
to conform to the first words of the following folio (though
a reader would immediately notice a broken syntactic and
historical sequence); and he also, when necessary for his pur-
pose, changed the dated headings which mark the beginning
of a new year's chronicle.

This Vatican M8 (cited as Va) represents the same version
of the “Hawiddith” as does British Museum MS Add. 23294
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
