A. Dean reports that there is a 

common infestation of green bug over central and south- 

central Kansas. In Kigwa County green bugs are seriously 

iniuring 500 acres of barley and oats. Similar serious 

infestations have be@n reported from Sedgwick County 

and there is an infestation near Manhattan. 
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
