Peas come earliest to maturity in light, rich soils, but for a general 
crop adeep loam or moderately heavy soil is better. Some time may be 
saved in getting an early crop, by sowing a quantity in a shallow box filled 
with moist sand, and planting outside when well sprouted, but if the soil is 
dry at the time of transplanting a good watering must be given to prevent 
injury. Sow the smooth sorts as early in spring as the ground can be 
worked, and make successive sowings every ten days, the wrinkled sorts 
being given the preference as soon as the ground is warmed up. Plantings 
of the earlier sorts, such as Breck’s Excelsior, may be made through July 
and even up to the roth day of August with reasonable hope of a crop. 
Sow in rows, from two to five feet apart, according to the height of the 
variety. The first sowings will be earlier if covered only one inch deep; 
those following should be covered two to six inches deep; the deep plant- 
ing prevents mildew and prolongs the season. Fresh manure and wet soils 
should be avoided, as they cause a too rank growth of vine The wrinkled 
varieties are sweeter and of more delicate flavor than the smooth sorts, but 
are liable to rot if sown too early. The holes which are sometimes found 

in peas are produced by the pea weevil (Bruchus pisi). These holes do not affect the growing of the peas, for as great 
a percentage of growth is obtained from infested peas as from those not stung by the beetle. For the past few years, 
late peas in some sections have suffered much from a new pea louse (Nectarophora destructor). If this pest is thrown 
to the ground by striking the vines with a feather duster or other light weapon and the space between the drills 
promptly hoed or raked little injury will result to the crop. The well known ladybug is a natural enemy of the pea 
louse and if seen on the vines should not be disturbed, as it does much to prevent the ravages of the louse. Kero- 
sene emulsion is fairly effective in freeing the vines of insects. Ovxe quart of peas will sow about roo feet of drill.

The farmers of New England hitherto have not paid sufficient attention to, or given the 
many new and valuable plants for these purposes anything like a fair trial, but have been 
satisfied to get along with the old time fodder corn and Hungarian. We want every Agri- 
culturist to plant, even if only in a small way, one or more of the sorts named in the fol- 

. lowing list this season. Larger crops of better quality and improved soil conditions will 
8 surely result. 
Soya Beans. These grow toa height of two and one-half to three feet and have stiff 

; stalks. The beans mature together, so can be cut down and thrashed afterwards. May 
be fed vines, stalks and all, or stock can be turned into field on them when matured. 
They are as valuable as a soil improver as clover. When sown broadcast for forage 
and soil-improving crops, Soya Beans should be sown at the rate of one bushel per 
acre. Sowing them thickly will prevent the stalk from growing too coarse, and enable 
them to be cut and turned under to better advantage. Sowing for ensilage, it is better 

to sow in drills with the corn, at the rate of about eight quarts to the acre. Or they can be sown by themselves, in 

drills three feet apart, at the rate of two pecks per acre, and cultivated. They will make their largest yield of 

beans put in this way. 
Breck’s Soya. A large growing, yellow seeded variety, especially suitable for ensilage and ploughing under. Qt. 20

Medium Green Soya.. An early sort, that is likely to mature its pods in New England (Qt. 20 cts.; pk. $1.25;

Velvet pean (Dolichos multiflorus). Used by the farmers of Florida and other Southern States as a forage plant and 

also as a fertilizer plant for turning under. Stock readily eat the vines and leaves, and the beans when ground, 

with or without the pod, are used instead of oats or corn, and sometimes mixed with them. It is planted in rows 

four feet apart and one foot in the row, two or three bears in a place, as soon as danger from frost is past. This 

bean has been grown to a considerable extent in Maine and Massachusetts, and is increasing yearly in popularity. 

We do not believe the beans will ripen in ordinary seasons in Massachusetts, but the crop for forage or turning 

under will prove valuable.

warm weather plant s.milar to corn. It will not stand dry 
weather as well as the former, is a heavy feeder and will do 
best upon a warm, moist soil. It makes a very rapid growth 
when the temperature is high. If sown by itself, 14 quarts 
of seed are sufficient for one acre; when combined with peas 
eight quarts of millet and one and one-half bushels of peas 
are the quantities required. The first seeding may be made 
together with peas May roto 15. The peas should first be 
sown and harrowed in deeply and the millet covered more 
lightly with an Acme or other harrow. Cutting should begin 
even before the millet begins to head and can be continued 
for 10 or 12 days. — From Bulletin No. 72, Mass. Agricultural 
College. 

Millet, Japanese Barnyard (Panicum Crus Galli). 
There have been many attempts to make capital out of 
this by dealers advertising and selling under various 
names. The seed was originally introduced to this 
country from Japan by Prof. W. P. Brooks of Amherst. 
It has proved through a ten years’ test to be all, and 
more, that its introducer claimed for it. As a matter of 
fact there is nothing that compares with it. Three crops 
can easily be had from one seeding in a season; nearly 
20 tons of green fodder at three cuttings. It is not 
especially recommended for hay, as its rather rank growth 
is somewhat difficult to cure properly. Distinct from 
other varieties, enormous cropper, grows six to eight feet 
high, excellent either green or cured as hay. It prefers 
a moderately moist soil and may be sown in an average 
season from the middle of May until the first of July. 
Broadcast at the rate of 25 lbs. per acre, or in drills 18 
inches apart, 15 lbs. to the acre. Price per Ib. 8 cts. 

— Siberian or Russian. We have made extensive inquiries 
regarding this variety and the general reports are that 
the plant grows larger than Common Millet, with beard 
and chaff similar to Hungarian; the plant making a 
ranker growth, produces more leaves than either Common 

Millet, German Millet, or Hungarian, leaves starting clcse 

to the ground and continuing nearly to top of stem; 
leaves wide and tender, making it preferable to other millets for hay. Yield of hay reported one-third to 
one-half more per acre, besides hay softer when cured, greener in color and preferred by stock to other hay or 
millets. It matures about the same time as Common Millet and Hungarian and earlier than German Millet; it 
is claimed that it will stand drought better than other varieties of millet. It has been a success in sections

Green crops plowed under are one of the best and cheapest ways of improving the soil. For this purpose the Cow 
Pea is most popular, especially for medium or light soil. They should be sown in May or June, at the rate of one and 
one-half bushels to the acre, and plowed under as soon as they have attained their full growth. While this crop is very 
largely grown wherever known, with the results attained from it the wonder is that it is not grown ten times as much as 
at present.

Farmers of the United States are just begining to find out what England has known for many years, that the 
Fodder Rape is the most valuable green feeding plant known, especially for sheep. Dwarf Essex Rape is easily grown 
and perfectly hardy, and possesses remarkable fattening properties. One acre will pasture 36 head two months, and 
lambs will make a gain of eight to 12 pounds a month. Pigs and cattle are also very fond of it. The plant isa 
rank grower and should have heavy manuring as well as high cultivation., Any corn soil will grow Rape. Sow the seed 
by the end of June, and the crop can be ready to feed at a season when it is most needed. By sowing different 
pieces several weeks apart a continuous supply of good feed can be had. When sown in June the Rape will have to be 
fed during August, though if the first crop were cut about four inches from the ground, there would be a second growth 
that would be useful after that time. For the breeding flock a piece should be sown about the first week in July, with 
some even later, and the chances taken on its withstanding the drought. It does well sown with oats. After the oats 
are cut the Rape grows rapidly. From half an acre there was cut nine and three-quarters tons of green Rape, 
or it yielded at the rate of 19 tons per acre. 

If the soil is rich and clean sow broadcast; if not so clean, sow in drills and cultivate as for corn. Rape is espe= 
cially adapted for a catch crop, succeeding well when for any cause other crops have failed; as it, like turnip, makes 
its growth late in the season, can be sown on stubble, and will furnish excellent pasturage when much needed in the 
fall. In drills sow 10 Ibs. per acre; broadcast 15 lbs. per acre. Lb. Io cts.; 100 lbs. $6.50. 
Spurrey (Spergula arvensis). Annual. This plant will grow on land that is too dry and too thin to support clover, 

and so rapidly that three sowings may be made in one season. The crop may be fed both green and ashay. It is 
in condition to pasture sheep or cattle on in about six weeks after sowing, and sowings may be made every month 
from April to August.

It is the earliest crop for cutting, being 
hardier and nearly a month earlier than Scarlet Clover, and a full crop can be taken 
off the land in time for planting spring crops. Every dairyman and stock-breeder in 
the United States should have a field of it, and if you try it once you will never bea 
season without it. It is exceedingly nutritious, eaten with relish, and may be fed 
with safety to all kinds of stock.

Wheat and Winter (Sand) Vetch. This mixture of a non-legume and a legume 

promises to be a very desirable spring green fodder. It has been planted for 
two years, and a third planting looked exceedingly well last autumn. The first 
planting — made in the late summer of 1898 — winter killed, owing in all prob- 
ability to the fact that the seed was sown too early (August 1). The second year, 
1899, the seeding took place August 25, and an excellent yield was secured the fol- 
lowing spring. One and one-half bushels of wheat and one bushel of vetch were 
sown to the acre at one sowing, and covered with a wheel harrow. Cutting was 
begun May 31 just before the wheat began to head. The vetch began to blos- 
som June 5. Theyield was at the rate of 10 tons of green fodder to the acre, and 
cutting was continued for 12 days. The spring of 1900 was fully 10 days back- 
ward, and the rainfall quite deficient. Had the weather been as warm as usual 
and the precipitation normal, cutting would have begun earlier. If more of the 
fodder mixture has been produced than can be fed green the balance may be 
made into hay. The cost of the vetch seed is very high this season ($5.50 to 
$7.00 a bushel), due to the fact that in those sections where the seed is grown 
the drought was severe last year, and the crop was largely fed green. The usual 
price is one-third less. The vetch develops an abundance of root nodules, and 
must fix large quantities of atmospheric nitrogen. ‘It has been found to be very 
digestible, and animals eat it freely. Vetches. 

Wheat itself when sown in early September at the rate of two bushels to the acre also makes a satisfactory sprine 
green feed and is considered preferable to rye. If, however, it can be grown together with a leguminous crop, the 
nutritive value of the fodder mixture is decidedly enhanced. Land from which wheat or wheat and vetch have been 
removed can be immediately sown to corn, corn and beans or Hungarian grass.

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Grasses — Continued. 

It seems almost unaccountable that at this day, when the different branches of practical agriculture are seem- 

ingly so thoroughly understood, that our American farmers should apparently ignore the importance of sowing upon 

their fields only those kinds of grasses which are adapted to the soil and climate, and which will produce in the short- 

est length of time a luxuriant crop of the desired character. The list of grasses now in use by most of our farmers 

can be counted on the fingers of one hand, which showing is indeed a small one, when we take into consideration the 

many species, valuable because of their respective merits, which should be in constant demand for the various soils 

and climates of America. 

We invite special attention to our “ Mixtures” for Permanent Pastures and Mowing Lands, which follow our de- 

scriptions. We have endeavored tc bring into prominence a few important facts under the head of M/#xtures, which, we 

think, cannot fail to be of interest to any one who is concerned in the laying down of profitable pastures, or who desires 

‘to obtain large crops of hay of choice quality from his fields. 

_ Awnless, or Smooth Brome Grass ( Bromus inermis ). An erect growing perennial that attains a height of 
from three to five feet. 

It is especially recommended for dry and arid soils where the more delicate grasses will not grow. (Per bushel 12 lbs.) 

Creeping Bent or Firoin (Agrostis Stolonifera). The distinctive feature of this species is, as the name implies, 
its compact, creeping, rooting stems. It prefers low bottom-lands, especially if they are somewhat sandy. It is of rapid 
growth and spreading habit, and the stoloniferous roots form a strong enduring turf, that is positively improved by 
constant trampling. Being of fine texture, it is one of the most valuable of our lawn grasses. (Per bushel, 15 lbs.) 

Meadow Brome Grass _ ( Bromus pratensis ). A hardy perennial useful in mixtures for both mowing and pas- 
ture. It should not be sown alone except in poor soil or dry hillsides. It withstands extreme cold and drought, and 
if cut before flowering it makes a good hay. ( Per bushel 18 lbs.) 

Timothy (Herd’s Grass or Catstail) (Phleum Pratense). Root fibrous on 
moist soils; on dry soils often bulbous; perennial; flowers in June and July. 
While this grass is commonly known as Timothy, it is frequently called Herds 
Grass, as this is the name under which it was originally cultivated. It is, 
without doubt, a most valuable grass for hay, especially in the North. It 
thrives best on moist, loamy soils of medium tenacity. Grows very readily 
and yields largecropson favorable soils. Should be cut just when the blossom 
falls. The hay is of best quality, yielding, under favorable circumstances, 
three or four tons per acre. (Per bushel, 45 lbs.) 

Orchard Grass (Dactylis glomerata.) Root fibrous; perennial; flowers 
in June and July. This is one of the most valuable and widely known of all 
the pasture grasses. Its rapidity of growth, the Juxuriance of its aftermath, 
and its power of enduring the cropping of cattle, all commend it highly to 
farmers. Thrives well on light soils, and as its roots penetrate to a consider- 
able depth, where the subsoil is favorable, it withstands droughts better than 
must species on dry sandy soils. It is very valuable to be used in a mixture 
with Timothy and Clover, and produces splendid crops of hay. This grass is 
sometimes condemned because of its coarse growth, which is only apparent when 
in aneglected condition, but with proper management no grass is more valu- 

able. When pastured Orchard Grass should never be 
allowed to become coarse, but should be kept closely crop- 
ped. In this condition itis highly nutritive, and relished 
very much by all kinds of stock. (Per bushel, 14 lbs.) 

Kentucky Blue Grass (Meadow Grass, June Grass, 
Spear Grass), (Poa pratensis). Root creeping; peren- 
nial; flowersin June.

On the other hand, some claim that its creeping root impoverishes the soil. It Is - 
a fact, however, that it grows very luxuriantly, producing the most nourishing 
food for cattle until late in the season in the North, while in the South abundant 
herbage is furnished throughout the entire winter. It is a very valuable species 
in lawn mixtures. Kentucky Blue Grass requires about two or three years to be- 
come well set, and does not arrive at perfection as a pasture grass until the sward 
is at least four years old, hence it is not suited for alternate husbandry, or where 
the land is to remain in grass two or three years, and be then plowed up. (Per 
bushel, 14 lbs.) 

5 Red Top (Herd’s Grass), (Agrostis Vulgaris). Root creeping ; perennial; flowers 
Kentucky Blue Grass. jn July. This valuable grass has been commonly cultivated in our fields for over a 

century. It isa fine permanent grass, and forms a nutritious pasturage when fed close. It is valuable for 
all wet soils producing a large return in good hay. Red Top is-often sown with Timothy and common 
Red Clover, in which case the Clover soon disappears, followed by Timothy, after which the Red Top 
usually takes its place, and with some wild indigenous grass forms a close sward. When sown alone 
three bushels per acre are required, or 15 lbs. of the clean seed. (Per bushel, Io lbs.)

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Italian Rye (Lolium Jtalicum). This is one of the most valuable grasses brought into notice during 
AT the present century. In nutritive value, earliness and quickness of growth after 

it has been mown, it by far surpasses the Perennial Rye Grass. It is, therefore, 
indispensable for alternate husbandry ; but as it does not last over two years it 

is of no use in permanent pastures. The soils 
best adapted to Italian Rye seem to be those 
that are moist, fertile, and tenacious, or of a 
medium consistency, and on such soils it is 
said to be one of the best grasses known tobe 
cut green, affording repeated luxuriant and 
nutritive crops. (Per bushel, 18 lbs.) 

Fowl Meadow (False Red Top, Duck Grass, 
Swamp Wire Grass), (/oa serotina). Root 
slightly creeping; flowers in July and August. 
This perennial native grass is found on low- 
lands in many places, though it seldom takes 
full possession of the soil unless seed is sown. 
It has been largely introduced into New Eng- 
land, and is particularly adapted to moist, 
rich soiis, such as the borders of riyers, ponds, 
etc., owing to the fact that an occasional over- 
flow will notinjureits growth. Itmay be mown 
at any time from June to October, as it never 

. 1 a becomes so coarse and hard but the stalk is 
Meadow fescue. Crested Dog’s-Tail. sweet and tender and eaten without waste. It 

makes an excellent grass for oxen, cows, and sheep, but is thought too fine for horses. It is easily 
made into hay which is of anutritive character. (Per bushel, Io lbs.) 

Meadow Foxtail (Alopecuris pratensis). Root fibrous; perennial; flowers in May. This is one of 
the best grasses for permanent pastures, and should always form a fair proportion of the mixtures for that 
purpose, because of its extremely rapid growth and great nutritive qualities. Thrives best on a rich, 
strong soil. As the Meadow Foxtail shoots up its flowering stalk much earlier than Timothy, it can be 
easily distinguished from the latter, which, at first sight, it greatly resembles. It endures the cropping of 
cattle and sheep probably better than any other variety of grass, making it, as stated above, well-nigh in- 
dispensable in all first-class permanent pastures. The nutritive qualities of Meadow Foxtail are most 
abundant at time of flowering. (Per bushel, 8 lbs.) 

Crested Dog’s-Tail (Cynosurus cristatus.). Roots fibrous and tufted; perennial. This is a most 
valuable permanent pasture grass. It is very tender and nutritious at time of flowering. If, however, it 
is left until the seed ripens, cattle will not eat it on account of its wiry stems. For parks this grass is well 
suited, because of its fine, close growth, and pleasant green color. It should form a portion of all mixtures 
for lawns. (Per bushel, 28 lbs.) . 

TMeadow Fescue, or English Blue Grass (7estuca pratensis). . Root creeping; perennial; flowers in July; 
one of the most valuable of the Fescue grasses. This grass is well adapted for permanent pastures, and is also some- 
times used for alternate husbandry. It grows rapidly in rich and rather moist soils, and makes an excellent pasture 
grass, its long, tender leaves being much relished by cattle. It should be always sown mixed with other grasses. (Per 
bushel, 15 lbs.) 

Sheep’s Fescue (estuca ovina). Somewhat creeping; perennial ; flowers in June and July; especially 
desirable on light, dry, sandy soils. It is much liked by sheep, and should always enter into the composi- 
tions of mixtures for lands on which they are to be pastured. Its compact and fine growth make it suit- 
able for lawn mixtures. (Per bushel, 12 lbs.) 

Fine-Leaved Fescue (/estuca Tenuifolis). This is really a variety of Festuca Ovina, with much finer leaves. 
It will grow on very dry and inferior soils, and its dwarf habit of growth and fineness of leaf render it not unsuitable 
for dry slopes on lawns. It stands grazing well, is very hardy, and lasts long, and may therefore be recommended for 
permanent pasture on

Root fibrous; perennial. This grass is valuable on 
account of its quick growth, productiveness, and nutri- 
tive qualities. Grows in perfection on moist, rich 
soils, and is also well adapted to ground shaded by 
trees. Grows early in the spring, and continues green 
until late in the fall. As it delights in shelter, its 
produce is always much greater when sown with other 
grasses. Does not thrive well on dry soils. (Per 
bushel, 14 lbs.) 

Perennial Rye (Lolium perenne). A very valu- 
able grass; arrives early at maturity and produces a 
good supply of herbage, of which cattle are very fond. 
It grows freely on almost any soil, and shows a very 

early spring growth. Although a perennial grass, the root will not live over three or four years, and unless the plant 
is allowed to reproduce from self-sown seed it will die out in about that time. This is an objection to its extensive use 
for permanent pastures, but for hay crops it may be introduced to good advantage along with other grasses and clovers.

Hard Fescue (Festuca duriuscula). This is one of the best grasses of the Fescue family. It is regarded by some 
as a variety of the Red Fescue, though taller, and the panicle more open. _It is found in all the finest permanent pas- 
tures of the country, and is much valued for its dwarf habit. It resists the summer drought, and develops remarkable 
verdure during winter. It should form a part of every mixture for lawn or pleasure grounds, and for permanent pas- 
ture and alternate husbandry.

This grass is found growing on light, dry, sandy 
soils, and from its creeping habit will be found of great value on sandy seacoast lands. It isa grass 
of better quality than some of the uncultivated species, but is not usually cultivated in this coun- 
try as an agricultural product, except on elevated sheep pastures.

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Mixtures for Permanent Pastures, 

“ One thing ts certain: that good pasture land 1s the foundation of the riches of a farm.’— SINCLAIR. 

The oft-repeated complaints of wornout and exhausted pastures, made to us by some of our best New 
England farmers, have long impressed us with the fact that there must be something radically wrong with 
the manner in which our pastures are formed and cared for. Some remedy for this state of matters is im- © 
peratively necessary, and it seems to us that one most important line of improvement would be the sowing 
of a larger number of species of grasses in the laying out of these pastures. 

As we have already expressed as our opinion, farmers, as a rule, in preparing their mixtures of 
grasses to be used in the laying down of permanent pastures, confine themselves to too few varieties, thus 
failing to arrive at the most profitable results. The chief properties which give value to a grass are nutri- 
tive powers, produce, early growth, and reproductiveness (that is, the property of growing rapidly after 
being cropped). If one species of grass could be discovered that possesssed all these qualities in a superior 
degree to every other, there would be no necessity beyond that of botanical science for us to acquire the 
knowledge which enables us to distinguish the different species of grasses, the soils and subsoils best 
adapted to their growth, natural habits, and comparative value; but the results of all experiments have 
proven that a combination of all the merits and properties which give value to a grassis not to be found in 
any single species, or in fact in any two or three. In sowing a mixture or a number of different varieties 
we are but following nature, who can be always depended upon as the best teacher. This can be easily 
demonstrated by the careful examination of any old, rich, permanent pasture, on which will invariably be 
found fifteen or twenty species of grass or forage plants growing in great profusion. Where, however, it is 
left to nature to supply the necessary plants to make a rich and succulent pasturage, a great deal of valuable 
time is, of mecessity, lost, or seven oreight years will elapse before the field will xaturally assume the char- 
acter of a rich and profitable pasture, while by artificial means the same result can be brought about in one- 
fourth the time. 

In compiling any table of grasses and clovers to be used for permanent pasture purposes there are 
several important features to be taken into consideration. First, the proportion of plants which would be 
produced from the amount of each kind of seed sown should be determined, so that the undue predomi- 
nance of any particular variety may beavoided. We have given this point special consideration in prepar- 
ing our mixtures. A selection of grasses should be made that blossom at alternate months of the year, as 
it is a well-known fact that there is no month from April to September inclusive, in which some of the val 
table grasses do not attain their full perfection. 

By using a mixture comprising these species, it will be at 
once apparent that a rich and luxuriant growth will be secured 
throughout the entire season, which result cannot possibly be 
obtained if the stereotyped mixture usually recommended 
composes the sward. It would be almost impossible for us 
to give a series of tables which would comprehend all the 
variations of soils, altitudes and climates. We think, how- 
ever, that those we have compiled will be found sufficiently 
comprehensive to meet all the contingencies that arise in 
ordinary farming. 

These mixtures, which we recommend only after careful 
study and consultation with the best authorities, are of little 
or no value unless the seeds composing them are absolutely 
pure and true to name. We, therefore, especially request 
those who desire to obtain the best results from their mix- 
tures for alternate husbandry, mowing lands, and permanent 
pastures, to avoid the probability of disappointment which 
would naturally attend the placing of orders with parties who 
have never given any degree of attention to this most important 
subject, and buy from us direct (or authorized agents), 
who are the first in this country to make a specialty of this 
branch of the seed business. We doubt if a full stock of all 
the grasses which form the components of our mixture could 
be found anywhere in the United States outside of our own 
establishment, and £zow they cannot be obtained in the same 
quantities and of equal quality. 

In conclusion, we would say, that although pastures be 
formed in the best manner as recommended by us, with a 
combination of MANy different species of grasses, yet a judi- 
cious mode of treatment afterwards is as necessary to continue 
their value By proper stocking and top-dressing, very indif- Crimson Clover. 
ferent pastures may be brought to a state of great fertility; but, on the contrary, the richest pastures by neglect of 
proper stocking, top-dressing, or by the too frequent repetition of hay crops, will become so unprofitable as to require 
many years to bring them again to their original value. This fact every practical farmer is well aware of, and after 
the proper mode of sowing and stocking has been determined on, a suitable top-dressing should be found. Under the 
head of Fertilizers, in another part of this Catalogue, will be found a reliable top-dressing, which we can strongly recom. 
mend as being specially adapted for pastures of this character.

ALTERNATE HUSBANDRY. 
Mixtures for Mowing and Grazing Lands. 

As the pioneers of grass mixtures in this country, we naturally have great pleasure in learning from day to day and 
season to season that our remarks under the heading “ Mixtures for Permanent Pastures” are fast becoming uni 
versally admitted facts; and we predict with confidence that the time is not far distant when the practice of sowing 
only one or two varieties of grass seeds with the hope of obtaining the best results from it will pass, and the better and 
more profitable one of following nature’s plan be adopted. 

Many of our statements regarding Permanent Pasture Mixtures are equally pertinent when applied to Alternate 
Husbandry. It does not require much thought to convince any practical agriculturist that there is no basis to a system 
that employs the same quantity and kinds of grass seeds on all occasions, without regard to soil, duration of lay, or the 
condition in which the crop is to be used. All mixtures for Alternate Husbandry should include, say for one or two 
years’ lay, only annual and biennial or other sorts that attain full maturity within that period; for two or three years’ 
lay a greater quantity of seed is required, which should embrace a larger proportion of permanent sorts, so that the 
places of the dead annual kinds may be filled by the varieties that 
are of slower growth. 

If a mixture principally for mowing is intended to lay more 
than three or four years, especial care is necessary in selecting and 
adjusting the several varieties of grasses in proper proportion. A 
three or four years’ lay sown with grasses that are only of annual or 
biennial duration must be either very thin or foul at the end of the 
period for which it was laid down—the spaces vacated by the annual 
and biennial grasses being in all likelihood occupied by objectionable 
weeds, when, if a proper selecticn of those species capable of lasting 
the whole of the desired period were sown, the lay would remain full 

of plants, free from weeds, and, consequently, much more profitable 
during the whole time the land is in grass. 

The practice of mowing grass for hay when the plants are in 
blossom is acknowledged to be a good one, in that it is not so ex- 
hausting to the soil, and a more succulent hay, freer from dust, is 
obtained; it has, however, from the fact that all natural reseeding 
is prevented, a tendency to weaken the plants and reduce their 
number; hence, when we see an old field of grass that was originally 
sown with Timothy, Redtop and Clover, and which has been mowed, 
perhaps, twice annually, we can readily account for either the enor- 
mous number of weeds or vacant places that are sure to be notice- 
able. Our system of mixture practically overcomes this difficulty by 
the continued growth and stooling out of some of the varieties in- 
cluded that do not attain full maturity under four to six years.

LAWWN HINTS. 
In forming a new lawn, care should be taken in preparing the ground before seeding, for deszrable grasses, like 

other valuable plants, will not thrive unless properly planted and fed. Have the soil put into condition by draining, if 
necessary, manuring, deep digging and trenching, for it is vain to expect a lawn to retain its beauty during the scorch- 
ing days of July and August unless the ground is thoroughly pulverized, so that the roots of the grass can penetrate at 
least 18 inches deep. After the ground is trenched it should be harrowed, all stones, roots and rubbish removed, and 
made perfectly level, —for if this is not done before the seed is sown it cannot be done after the sward is formed, with - 
out great expense and labor, — and left to settle a week or ten days. Then it should be raked smooth, after which it is 
ready for the seed. 

To Renovate an Old Lawn. 
When lawns are worn out from neglect or other causes, and where it is not convenient to renew them by spading 

up and reseeding, they may be greatly improved by a thorough raking, early in spring, with a short-toothed steel rake 
so as to remove the moss, dead roots, leaves and other useless incumbrances; then scatter evenly over the surface a 
coating of fine, clean loam, to the depth of, say, half an inch. Breck’s Lawn Grass Seed should then be sown, using 
about halt the quantity of seed required for new lawns, again rake lightly and roll down firmly. All lawns are much 
benefited by a scattering of seed every season, and it may be sown with equal success either in spring or In the begin- 
ning ot September. 

Enemies. 
For a year or two lawn owners in Massachusetts have been greatly annoyed with the Chafer Beetle or June Bug, 

the larve beginning their work of destruction early in June. It shows in small, round patches that turn red through 
the cutting off of the roots of the grass plants. If these patches are examined the plants will be found dead, the roots 
having been destroyed about an inch and one-half below the surface. If the battle is begun at this early stage there is 
httle difficulty in overcoming the insects, but if they are allowed to make much headway the fight is more troublesome. 
As soon as the red patches show, obtain a wood beetle or paving rammer and thoroughly pound all such spots and a 
little over on to the green, healthy plants; this will kill the larve. Apply Breck’s Lawn Dressing at the rate of five to 
six hundred pounds per acre and, if practical, follow with a plentiful supply of water. This will enable the plants to 
make root and grow faster than the grub can work. 

It however. the larva is allowed to get control, the cure consists in reseeding in August or September. On lawns 
that have been made within a couple of years the grade need not be disturbed nor the ground dug over. the new seed 
bed being prepared by using a manare fork or rake to loosen the surface soil and remove the dead turf. Put on suffi - 
cient soil to bring the ground to the old level. sow the seed, rake in and roll. In the case of old lawns where the soil is 
hard and where the ground has not been turned over for a number of years it will be better to apply a dressing of nitrate 
of soda at the rate of two or three hundred pounds per acre in warm, sunny weather, and, say, three days later, proceed 
to remake the lawn, following the directions given above.

SPRAYING CALENDAR. 
This calendar, in a concise way, gives our friends the benefit of the many experiments made by the 

Agricultural Colleges of the country for a-number of years. Itis believed they can be followed without 
danger to the crops and much profit to the grower. 

The number of applications given in each case has particular reference to localities in which fungous 
and insect enemies are most abundant. If the crops are not affected at the time advised, the spraying is 
unnecessary. Know the enemy and the remedy, and apply them at the proper season, keeping in mind 
the fact that good judgment and prompt and persistent action is more necessary to success than any defi- 

The applications to which an asterisk * is prefixed are of most importance.

The following practical information, in connection with the special cul- 

tural notes, that, when necessary, are set in the right-hand column against the 

variety, will be of service in making for success : 

Hardy Annuals (hA.).—This class require no artificial aid, but grow 

a pee and flower freely in the open air, mature their seeds and die in the same year 

Before sowing the seeds in the open border, the soil should be thoroughly enriched with fertilizer or stable manure, dug 

and raked until firm, level and smooth. If possible, the location should be free from shade, although some sorts do 

well where they do not have the sun for more than half the day. 

Seed should be sown in spring as soon as the ground is dry enough to work freely. After the seed is sown 

shake over it fine soil sufficient to cover, lighter or heavier, according to its size; a good rule is, say, to cover to twice 

the depth of the diameter of the seed. Very fine seed, such as Portulacas, requires no covering at all, but should be 

merely pressed into the soil with a piece of board or the palm of the hand. A second sowing ought always to be made 

in from two to four weeks after the first, in order to provide for a succession, as well as to insure against failure. 

When it is desired to sow hardy Annuals and carry them along indoors until they can be planted out for early 

effect, there is nothing better than shallow boxes, two or three inches deep, filled with sandy loam. Take especial care 

until the plants are up and during their early stages of growth to give plenty of air and moisture, and yet /ot too much 

water, or they will “damp off.” When they are well out of the seed leaf they should be planted in rows in other shallow 

boxes; or in two-inch pots, setting from three to six plants around the edges. If they begin to crowd one another 

before the weather is suitable for setting out, a second transplanting, more thinly or into larger pots, may be necessary. 

When first set out in the garden, or during very dry weather, until well established, they should be watered frequently. 

Keep down all weeds, and loosen the ground occasionally, so that the plants may receive the full benefit of rains and 

dews, which will not be the case if the ground is allowed to become hard or crusted. 

Haif-Hardy Annuals (hhA.).—These, in the latitude of Boston, should not be sown out-doors until about the 

middle of May. A good rule, followed by a successful gardener, is to sow these, and even some of the tender Annuals» 

at the same time he makes his sowings of cucumbers and melons. With half-hardy Annuals, however, it is generally 

best to sow them under the same conditions as advised for hardy Annuals in-doors. ; 

Tender Annuals (tA.)—To get strong plants and an early bloom, sow the seed in shallow boxes or pots in 

March, and place them in a warm greenhouse, or plunge in a moderate hot-bed, shade from the strong sun and water 

only with a very fine rose. A very light, sandy soil and good drainage are essentials. Be particular that the finer seeds 

are not covered over deep, but have the soil pressed closely about them. Water frequently, especially if the green- 

house or hot-bed is very warm. When the plants are out of the seed leaf, transplant into shallow boxes or small pots. 

When sufficiently strong and the weather is suitable, set out in the flower beds, but not before the end of May. 

Hardy Biennials (hB.) and Perennials (hP.).— These require the same conditions as hardy Annu- 

als. Those marked with a dagger (+) if sown early, in boxes, as directed for hardy and half-hardy Annu- 

als, will bloom the first year. Ali, however, may be sown in the open border in August or September; in 

which case it is a good plan at the commencement of frost to give them a light covering of straw, leaves or 

See Special Offers on third page of cover. 
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dry litter. When the frost is out of the ground in spring remove the covering, loosen the soil around the plants, and 

when large enough transplant them to where they are permanently to remain. 

Half-Hardy Biennials (hhB.) and Half-Hardy Perennials (hhP.)—These may be sown in the open bor- 

‘der as directed for hardy Annuals, but, when practical, it is generally better to start them in-doors, as recommended for 

half-hardy Annuals. 

Tender Biennials (tB.) and Tender Perennials (tP.)—Accord these the same treatment as recommended 

for tender Annuals. 

(Those to whom a greenhouse or hot-bed is not available will meet with good success by placing the boxes 

or pots in the open sunlight in the windows of the dwelling house, and keep the temperature from 65 to 75 degrees dur- 

ing the day and ro degrees less at night. If the soil was in proper condition at planting time, a slight sprinkling once a 

week will be sufficient until the plants begin to grow nicely. 

Greenhouse Seeds.—Some of these may be sown at almost any season of the year. Leaf mould, or peat, 
with some fine sand added, is the most suitable soil, and the shallow pots or boxes before recommended can be used. 

The smaller seeds of greenhouse plants are somewhat difficult to germinate unless extra care be taken with them; they 

require to be slightly watered occasionally, and sheltered from the hot sun until large enough to transplant. Press the 

soil firmly down into the pot or box and make perfectly level, so that no unequal settlement takes place through water- 

ing. The seeds should be sown thinly and covered very lightly with finely sifted spaghnum moss. A pane of glass 

placed over the pot or box until the little plants get well started is of decided benefit, but care should be taken to air 

occasionally, when excessive moisture is shown by water globules on the under side of the glass. When the young 

plants have two leaves they should be transplanted into a similar soil, in other pots or boxes. To do this do not pull 

them out one by one, but, if in a pot, remove the entire contents and break up gently; if in a box, loosen by running a 

trowel around the side and take out a mass at a time, thus preserving the little roots which are so essential to their 

future welfare. After transplanting, keep in a shady part of the greenhouse and water sparingly until established, when 

they may be removed to the light. eas ae 

It is well to know that Poppies delight in a rich, sandy loam, that Eschscholtzias will do best in a poor soil; or 

of Pansies, give them abundance of old manure, the richest earth you can find, plenty of water and partial shade; that 

you need not be anxious if it is not convenient to carry water for Nasturtiums in a dry time, for their habitat is dry

where stiff and heavy good drainage and rough stable manure are the essentials. 
When planting, carefully prune all dead or bruised roots or branches, spread the root fibres as much as possible, and 

set deep enough to cover the junction of the bud and stock, thereby preventing suckers, and enabling the rose to 
make roots. 
During the growing season, frequent waterings with liquid manure are an advantage. It is easily made by mixing cow 

manure with water in an old tub or barrel.
