SUMMER APPLES.

Early Harvest. Medium to large size; pale yellow; tender, with a mild, fine

flavor. Tree an erect grower and a good bearer; excellent for orchard

and garden; one of the first to ripen. Middle of August.

Red Astrachan. Large, roundish, nearly covered with deep crimson, over-

spread with a thick bloom; very handsome; juicy, good, though rather

acid. The tree is very hardy and a good bearer. August.

Veliow Transparent. Medium size, roundish, oblate, slightly conical; skin

pale yellow when fully mature; flesh tender, juicy, sprightly, sub-acid;

good. August.

Williams Early Red. Large, oblong, red; rich and excellent.; a moderate
grower and good bearer. Highly recommended.

AUTUMN APPLES.

Fall Pippin. Very large, roundish, oblong; yellow; flesh tender, rich and
delicious. Tree spreading, and a fine bearer; valuable for table or

market. An admirable baking apple. October to December.

Maiden’s Blush. Large, flat; pale yellow with a red cheek; beautiful; tender

and pleasant, but not high flavored. Tree an erect grower, and a good
bearer. A valuable market apple. September and October.

Oldenburg. (Duchess of Oldenburg). A large, beautiful Russian apple;

roundish; streaked red and yellow; tender, juicy and pleasant. A
kitchen apple of best quality, and esteemed by many for the dessert.

Tree a fine grower, and a young and abundant bearer. Very hardy.

Northwestern Greening. Round, very large, greenish yellow, fine for eating,

splendid keeper, ships well. Extremely hardy, vigorous, bears very

young. Specially good for Middle Atlantic and New England States.

October to January.

Gravenstein. A very large, striped, roundish apple of the first quality. Tree

remarkably rapid, vigorous and erect in growth and very productive.

One of the finest Fall apples. September to October.



Wealthy. Fruit medium, roundish; skin smooth, oily, mostly covered with

dark red; flesh white, fine, juicy, sub-acid and very good. Tree very

hardy, a free grower and productive. A variety of much value on ac-

count of its great hardiness and good quality. October.

WINTER APPLES.

Baldwin. Large, bright red, crisp, juicy and rich. Tree upright and pro-

ductive. This is one of the most popular and profitable sorts for either

table or market. December to March.

Grime’s Golden. Medium to large size, skin golden yellow, sprinkled with

gray dots; flesh crisp, tender, juicy, very good to best.

Jonathan. Medium size; red and yellow; flesh tender, juicy, and rich; very

productive. One of the best varieties either for table or market. Nov-

ember to March.

Mammoth Black Twig (Paragon). Fruit large, roundish, somewhat flatten-

ed; color dark red, slightly streaked; flesh firm, yellow, crisp, aromatic,

sub-acid and juicy. It is a very late keeper; rich and of excellent

quality.

Northern Spy. Large, striped, and quite covered on the sunny side with

dark crimson, and delicately coated with bloom. Flesh juicy, rich,

highly aromatic, retaining its freshness of appearance and flavor till

July. The tree is a remarkably rapid, erect grower, and a great

bearer. One of the finest late keeping apples.

Rhode Island Greening. Everywhere well known and popular; tree spread-

ing and vigorous; always more or less crooked in the nursery; a great

and constant bearer in nearly all soils and situations; fruit rather acid,

but excellent for dessert and cooking. Keeps well until March or

April.

Rome Beauty. Large; yellow and bright red; handsome; medium quality;

good bearer. December to March.
Spitzenburg. Large, deep red with gray spots, and delicately coated with

bloom; flesh yellow, crisp, rich, and excellent; esteemed as one of the

very best. November to April.

Smith Cider (Salisbury). Large; skin yellow, changing to red; flesh ten-

der, juicy, crisp, fair flavor.

Tompkins King (King of Tompkins County). A superb red apple of the

largest size and finest quality. Tree a vigorous grower and good
bearer; hardy. November to January.

Stayman’s Wine Sap. Large; roundish; deep red; medium quality; keeps
well. Tree a good bearer; succeeds well in the West, and is there valu-

able and popular. December to May.
Winter Banana. Large, clear pale yellow, with beautiful pinkish red blush,

good for dessert. Bears young.
York Imperial. Medium; whitish, shaded with crimson in the sun; firm,

crisp, juicy, pleasant, mild, sub-acid. Tree moderately vigorous and
productive. Popular in Pennsylvania. November to February. 25c.

Wolf River. Fruit is very large, highly colored. An excellent cooking ap-
ple. September to December.

Delicious. The flesh is fine, tender, firm and overflowing with rich juice.

Shape conical, tapering and with five distinct knobs at the blossom end.
The tree is vigorous, productive and hardy. One of the best.

McIntosh Red. Large, roundish, skin mostly covered with bright red; flesh

white, tender and sub-acid. A handsome apple of fine quality. Tree
vigorous and hardy.

Black Tartarian. Very iarge; purplish black; half tender; flavor mild and

pleasant. Tree a remarkably erect and beautiful grower, and an im-

mense bearer. Last of June and beginning of July.

Elton. Large, pointed; pale yellow, nearly covered with light red; half

tender, juicy, rich and delicious. End of June.

Gov. Wood. Clear light red, tender and delicious. Hangs well on the tree.

End of June.

Knight’s Early. Large, black; tender, juicy, rich and excellent. Ripe a

few days before the Black Tartarian.

B1GARREAU CHERRIES.
These are chiefly distinguished from the preceding class by their firmer

flesh. Their growth is vigorous, branches spreading, and foliage luxuriant

soft and drooping.

Napoleon. A magnificent cherry of the largest size; pale yellow, with a

bright red cheek; flesh very firm, juicy and sweet. Bears enormous
crops; ripens late; valuable for canning.

Schmidt’s Bigaireau. Very large, deep black, tender, juicy, fine flavor.

July. Tree vigorous and productive.

Windsor. A seedling originated at Windsor, Canada, and introduced by us.

Fruit large, liver-colored; flesh remarkably firm and of fine quality. A
very valuable late variety for market and for family use. Middle of

July.

Yellow Spanish. Large; pale yellow, with bright red cheek in the sun; flesh

firm, juicy, and delicious; one of the best, most beautiful and popular
of all light-colored cherries. End of June.

DUKE AND MORELLO CHERRIES.
These two classes of cherries are very distinct from the preceding. The

trees are of smaller size, and growr more slowly; the leaves are thicker and
more erect, and of a deeper green. The fruit is generally round, and in

color varying from light red to dark brown. The Dukes have stout, erect

branches usually, and some of them, like Reine Hortense, quite sweet fruit;

while the Morellos have slender, spreading branches, and acid fruit invari-

bly.

Early Richmond. An early red, acid cherry; very valuable for cooking

early in the season. Ripens through June. Tree a free grower,

hardy, healthy, and very productive.

May Duke. An old, well known, excellent variety; large; dark red; juicy,

sub-acid, rich. Middle of June.

Montmorency Ordinaire. A beautiful, large, red, acid cherry; larger and

finer than Early Richmond, and fully ten days later. Being extraordin-

arily prolific and very hardy, it can be recommended as a variety of great

value. Valuable for canning and preserving. Tree a free grower. 50c.

Bonis Phillippe. Large and beautiful fruit of blackish red; flesh tender,

mildly acid, good to best. Mid-July.

Morello English. Large; dark red, nearly black; tender, juicy, acid, rich.

Tree dwarf and slender. August. 50c.

Ostheim. Dark red; roundish, flesh dark, tender, juice mild; productive,

hardy; growth slender.

Clapp’s Favorite. A splendid pear, resembling the Bartlett and ripening a

few days earlier; the tree is hardy and vigorous either on the pear or

quince. Care should be taken to pick the fruit at least ten days before

it would ripen upon the tree.

Kielfer (Kieffer’s Hybrid). Large; skin rich golden yellow, sprinkled thick-

ly with small dots, and often tinted with red on one side; flesh slightly

course, juicy, melting, with a pronounced quince flavor. Very vigorous

and early and great yielder. October and November.

Seckel. The standard of excellence in the pear; small, but of the highest

flavor. Tree a stout, erect grower. September and October.

Sheldon. A pear of the very first quality; large, round; russet and red;

melting, rich and delicious. Tree erect and handsome, and bears well

when grown on the pear. It must be double worked on the quince.

October.

Flemish Beauty. A large, beautiful, melting sweet pear. Tree very hardy,

vigorous and fruitful. Succeeds well in most parts of the country.

Ripens in September and October.

Anjou (Beurre de Anjou). Large, handsome pear. Keeps into mid-winter.

One of the best. Keeps until Christmas. Ripens in the autumn.

It is a perfect freestone and has as

good quality as any white peach we have grown. Season, September

20 to October 10, according to season, locality and soil.

Stump the World. Red and white, handsome, good size and fair quality.

Very productive. End of September.

Stevens’ Rareripe. White, free stone, ripening at the same season as Fox’s

Seedling. It resembles that variety, but the fruit when well colored is

red all over. It is apparently hardier than Fox.

Arp Beauty. Yellow, striped with red, ripening just after Greensboro;

medium in size; high quality for its season; strongly recommended for

home orchard.

Frances. Yellow, free stone; ripens a few days after Elberta, thus prolong-

ing the season; brings good prices because season of ripening; little

smaller in size but fully equal or better in quality and hardiness.

Reeves’ Favorite. Large, yellow, good quality; ripens just before Elberta.

Chair’s Choice. Yellow, free stone, fine quality; ripens just past mid-season.

Hiley. White, free stone; ripens at the season of Mt. Rose; hardier and
better shipper than Mt. Rose and is to be preferred to Mt. Rose com-
mercially.

Alton. Large, white; ripens same season as Carmen. Hardy and productive.

ripens early. Bunches small and compact; berries small, light red,

with a violet bloom, beautiful; sweet, sugary, and vinous, with a musky
aroma. It justly claims a place in every garden.

Salem (Rogers’ No. 53). Bunch large, compact; berry large, round, cop-

pery red; flesh tender juicy, slight pulp; in quality one of the be3t.

Ripens with Concord. Vine healthy, vigorous and productive. One of

the most popular of the Rogers’.

White Varieties.

Moore’s Diamond. Bunch large, compact; berry medium size; color green-

ish white with a yellow tinge when fully ripe; flesh juicy and almost

without pulp; quality very good. Vine vigorous and productive.

Niagara. Bunch medium to large, compact, berry large, roundish, uniform;

skin thin but tough, pale green at first, changing to a pale yellow when
fully ripe, with a thin whitish bloom; flesh slightly pulpy, tender, sweet,

not quite equal to the Concord. Vine remarkably vigorous, healthy,

and productive; foliage thick and leathery. Ripens with the Concord.

All things considered, probably the most valuable white grape in culti-

vation.
