In presenting this little Guide or Agent of my estab-

lishment, I beg to thank you for your liberal patronage

in the past, and I flatter myself that the activity, com-

bined with a long experience in my line of business, will

secure me the same confidence I have hitherto enjoyed.

The very best time to plant Peonies is from September
10th, when the roots are ripe for digging, until the

ground is frozen. The earlier they are planted, the

better will they become established—they start growing
at once. Can also be set in Spring1

, providing it is

done very early; as soon as the ground is in good
Condition to work.

Distance to plant will vary according to the variety.

Tall varieties naturally require more room. A very

good rule to follow is to set them the distance of their

own height. If a variety is thirty to thirty-three inches

high, set them thirty inches apart each way and they

will have ample room, but if wanted in one continuous

row, then six inches less in every case will do; that is,

twenty-four inches apart in the row will give them
enough room, as they can spread out on the sides.

Almost any soil will suit them, unless too sandy.

Holes large enough to receive the roots should be dug

The Peony has had my undivided attention, time and

study for over thirty years; I grow Peonies and nothing

else. I have tested over a thousand varieties; hundreds

of these were imported direct from the originators in

France, England, etc. This was necessary in order to

get them true to name. Only a small per cent proved

to be really first-class; these only have been propagated,

and nothing but the very select has found its way into

this list, which is a most refined selection of the World’s

High Class Peonies.

If very dry, fill this with water before planting,

and let it all soak in. Then place the root in the center,

just deep enough so the eyes are two or three inches

below the surface; fill in with good, fine soil to the

eyes of the root and press or tramp the earth firmly

around the root; water some more and let it soak in,

then fill the hole level full with loose earth without

packing it, and the job is done. Keep the top always
loose and free from weeds and grass.

Manure should not come in contact with the roots,

but can be used freely as a top dressing every fall, to

be forked in carefully around the roots in spring. Your
reward will be flowers of large size and more brilliant

in color.

Exhibition flowers can be had by disbudding; that is,

pinching off all sidebuds when the size of peas, leaving

only the center one on each stalk to develop and bloom.

Peonies may be planted in almost every conceivable

place, as single specimens, in large or small beds,

against shrubbery, or along the walks on the lawn, or

in long rows bordering walks, drives, and on division

lines, or producing broad landscape effects in the open
field. They thrive everywhere, either in the open sun
