Showing How, When and What to Spray.

The following explains the figures used in the Spraying
Calendar. For example, if you wish to ascertain how to

fight the apple canker worm, you turn to “Apple,” where
you find that No. 17 is called for under “Apple” at right of

“Canker worm.” By referring to key you will note that No.
17 tells you to spray with Arsenate of Lead, 5 pounds to 50
gallons of water.
1. Bordeaux Mixture.

3. *Do not spray with a poison while in blossom or within two weeks
of harvesting fruit.

4. When leaf buds first open, Arsenate of Lead.

8. Arsenate of Lead.

9. *Repeat in ten days after blossoms fall.

10.

Repeat every ten to fourteen days, if necessary.

12. Remove diseased twigs or fruit.

14. Hellebore.

17. Arsenate of Lead, 5 pounds; water, 50 gallons.

18. Lime and Sulphur Wash.
19. Leaf blights and fruit rots are only partially controlled by spraying.

The blossom end rot is more common on dry soils than on wet.
Irrigation has proved successful during time of fruit ripening.

20. Lime and Sulphur Wash is preferable to Bordeaux Mixture for

fungi on stone fruits, as not so likely to injure tender foliage.

21. Remove soil to top of roots 2 feet each way from trunk. If lice

are present apply No. 14 liberally and replace earth. For those
on limbs No. 14.

Never spray when fruit is in blossom unless it is desired to reduce the crop.

WHAT TO SPRAY FOR
A brici knowledge of the history, life and habits of the

various insects is useful in assisting you to spray intelligently;

also, a general idea of how each compound affects the insect

is desirable.

In the first place, there are only three things to spray for:

1

—

Chewing Insects (potato beetle, canker worm, etc.)

2—

Sucking Insects (squash bug, San Jose scale, etc.)

3

—

Plant Diseases (scab, brown rot, etc.)

Each of these insects and diseases must be attacked with
an entirely different spray and at different times.

1—-Contact Insecticides. These are used against the suck-
ing insects, and also against the biting insects that cannot be
induced to eat the parts of the leaves which have been

poisoned. In this group of insecticides we find our Lime
and Sulphur Wash.

2

—

Stomach or Internal Insecticides. Any insect that

comes under the classification of chewing insects must be

reached through its stomach, by spraying the leaves upon
which it feeds with arsenical fluids or poisons. Among these

are classed our Arsenate of Lead Paste, Paris Green, etc.

—

Plant Diseases. The plant diseases are called fun-

gous growths and their remedies fungicides.

Some trees may be affected with the San Jose (pro-

nounced Ho-zay) scale.
