beneficial when no rotted manure is used. Keep the beds
thoroughly cultivated, which may be done before growth
starts in the spring. Time will be saved by buying roots
instead of seed.

More flower seeds are probably destroyed

by planting too deeply than by any other
one cause. Such small seeds as Petunia,
should be merely covered lightly, whether
in open ground or in boxes. In pre-
paring the ground, provide very fine soil,

pressed down lightly and evenly and
moistened thoroughly with warm water.
When the water has soaked away, sow the
seed; cover evenly with fine, dry soil not
over ^ inch for the finest seeds and H
inch for seed the size of Pansy seed.

If the bed is small enough lay glass flat

on the surface; this will keep the ground
from baking and will prevent washing in

heavy rains. When growth has begun,
lift the glass slightly by propping it with
something and when it is finally removed
the young plants should be shaded with
thin cloth or paper if the sun is very hot.
Keep the bed well weeded, and the soil
