anced root system. We have many letters on
file telling of the splendid results obtained
from this size roots. In our own planting we
cut our roots to a single eye and we have
found by allowing these single eye divisions

to grow into three and four year old plants,

that we get a wonderful increase and in addi-

tion are able to furnish splendid strong divis-

ions for our customers from these three and
four year old plants.

DELIVERY
Irises are offered for immediate delivery.

Peonies are offered for delivery September
20th to November 1st. All orders will be
forwarded by express, transportation charges
to be paid by the purchaser, unless we are in-

structed to forward by parcel post, in which
event we will bill purchaser for the actual
postage expense.

PAYMENTS
On orders amounting to $20.00 or less, cash

with order. On orders above that amount to

all purchasers who can give satisfactory ref-

erences, 50 per cent with order, balance due
at time of delivery.

No discount allowed, as quotations repre-

sent our net wholesale prices.

Make all remittances payable to The Van
Wert Wholesale Peony and Iris Gardens.

customers for their own private gard-

ens and have built up what we con-

sider a successful retail business.

We are anxious to get our wholesale cata-

logues into the hands of commercial grow-

ers only, and we ask that your first order be

sent in on your nursery or garden stationery.

In submitting this list of Peonies and

Irises it is our aim to give our customers the

benefit of our experience in growing and

studying the merits of the varieties we list.

With this thought in mind we have divided

both our Peony list and our Iris list into two

groups. The first group contains varieties

which have shown great merit in our garden

and which have already won a place on our

select list. We do not hesitate to recom-

In the

second group we are listing the many varie-

ties we are still growing for further study

and observation. Many, many of these are

undoubtedly splendid varieties, but they

have not yet won a place in our select list.
