(Poa pratensis)

Very widely used for all lawn purposes in the northern
states. Desirable as a golf fairway grass, particularly on
medium to heavy soils that have been limed or which stand
on a limestone foundation. Also suited for meadow and
pastures. Kentucky Blue is of fine color, but it is somewhat
slow to germinate.

However, if it is kept
closely cut, the coarse blades will not have a chance to de-
velop. It is short-lived under mowing, and does not be-
come coarse.

by women and children. Until a short time ago, it was pur-
chased and sold as Creeping Bent. Quite recently it has
been pointed out that this is a misdemeanor, that the seed
of the true Creeping Bent is almost non-existant.

South German Bent Grass Seed contains several strains

of Bent Grass, the largest percentage of which is Rhode
Island or Colonial Bent, Velvet Bent, and Carpet or Creep-
ing Bent. Putting greens sown with German Bent seed are
of exceedingly fine texture and pleasing color. It thrives
on practically all soils, and does excellently on dry and
sandy soils.

It is a perennial,

and a very hardy grass of a rich green color. Very desir-

able for mixing with other seed for lawns and fairways, as

it produces a dwarf, compact growth. Rough Stalked
Meadow Grass by all means should be used more fre-

quently in this country, as for shaded lawns there is no seed

that can take its place. It has been known to thrive where
no sunlight filters through.

Hay and Pasture Mixtures
Many pieces of pasture land vary from spot to spot in

drainage, texture and fertility, so that no one variety of

grass can be expected to do well on all parts. Even on
fairly uniform pieces, some varieties of grass come on more
quickly than others and are at their best at different sea-

sons or under different weather conditions. For these

reasons, except where conditions are just right for a solid

Blue Grass sod, it is advisable to sow a mixture of grasses.

The land should be prepared for permanent pasture.

Deep preparation is unnecessary, but the surface should

be thoroughly worked to clean out weeds and provide a

firm, well pulverized seed bed. This mixture should be

broadcasted, from early spring to fall.

Holco seeds produce wonderful results not only in the sunny fields of Texas and Florida, but amid the snow-clad icy mountains of Alaska, as
witnessed by this photograph taken on the ranch of Mr. H. D. Clark, of Sunnyside Truck Farm, Skagway, Alaska, and sent by him
to Mr. Holmes. We have also many other photographs of vegetables, Dahlias and other flowers from the same source, but have not room in our
catalog to print them all, interesting as they are.

Asparagus
Can be started by sowing the seeds or setting out

roots. A bed once properly made and planted, will last

for years. When roots are one to two years old, set them
12 inches apart. The rows should be 8 to 10 inches deep,
with width of 6 to 8 inches at the bottom. After spread-
ing out roots, cover crowns with 3 inches of soil. With
the growth of the shoots gradually fill in with earth until

level with surface. Cultivate carefully during the season.

An ounce will plant 50 ft. of row; and produce about 200
plants; 4 to 5 pounds to the acre.

Seed may be sown in a hotbed or cold frame for an early
crop, or outdoors early in May. Make rows 3 feet apart
and have the plants stand 134 feet apart in the row.

The heads are improved by frost. When the young
sprouts are well started the lower leaves may be stripped
from the plant in order to admit light and air. Ounce will

plant 200 feet of row.
