Save—Read Carefully 
and get a reduction on your seed order by helping us save 
postage. 

Small quantity prepaid prices are high. We’d like to 
reduce them but the extra expense, particularly the extra 
postage, required on these small orders makes it im¬ 
possible for us to reduce these prices. Many varieties of 
sweet corn, beans, and peas are priced now as low as 35c 
and 40c per pound postpaid, and by the time you take 
away from this the cost of postage, which averages about 
14c on single pound orders, and pay for the lime and ma¬ 
terial for wrapping the package, there is hardly as much 
as the usual 100-pound rate left for us. 

For example: You send us an order for 1 pound of 
sweet corn. The mailing weight after it is wrapped is 
3 pounds, and the average postage under the new rate is 
14c and is a very big item of expense which we just can 
not dodge. You can see that this makes our expense on 
single pound orders very high and that there isn't much 
left for us. On the other hand, the average postage on a 
10-pound package would be only 43c or only about 3 times 
as much as on the 1-pound order, and there is practically 
no difference in the cost of wrapping, etc.

Our success depends on the success you have with crops grown 
from Mile High seed. You will find here a few suggestions that we hope will help the beginner. 

the crop failure has been caused by crusted soil. CULTURE SUGGESTIONS FOR THE HOME 
GARDENER 

Good seed is very important; poor seed is expen¬ 
sive if it costs you nothing. Purchase seed that has 
been tested not only for germination but for type 
and quality as well. 

If your growing season is short, select varieties 
that mature early. This catalog will help you, as 
it gives the approximate time to maturity of all 
varieties. 

SOIL 

A fertile, sandy loam soil is 
best for vegetables or flowers; 
clay soil can be greatly improved 
by fertilizing with barnyard ma¬ 
nure, well rotted straw, or other 
humus. This will not only add 
fertility, but will lighten the soil 
and make it hold moisture bet¬ 
ter, and also put it in better con¬ 
dition for irrigation, where irri¬ 
gation is used. 

If possible, have the ground 
fertilized and plowed in the fall 
to a depth of 7 or 8 inches. This 
will help to destroy insects, and 
freezing has a very desirable ef¬ 
fect on the freshly plowed soil. 

PLANTING 
If you use irrigation, it is very 

important to have the ground 
well levelled, sloping in one di¬ 
rection only, and to have it well 
creased so water will not stand 
where seed is planted. If pos¬ 
sible, water the ground before 
planting and have a uniform 
moisture; then plant when soil 
is dry enough to work well. 

If you are depending on rain¬ 
fall, plant when soil is well 
moistened on the surface if pos¬ 
sible. 

Spinach, lettuce, radish, peas, 
and onions are quite hardy and 
can be planted as soon as severe 
freezing is over and the soil can 
be well prepared. Large quan¬ 
tities of spinach, lettuce, and 
onions are being planted in the 
fall, about October 1st to 15th, 
with good results in our section. 
Although temperatures often 
drop well below zero, it is found 
that they do not winter kill to any extent and that 
they produce much earlier in the spring. 

Beans, beets, sweet corn, carrots, parsnip, and all 
the vining varieties of vegetables are tender and 
should not be planted until frost danger is past. 

Cabbage and tomatoes can be planted in the open 
where the season is not too short. Plant several 
seeds in each hill where you wish a plant to remain; 
cover about % of an inch. When plants are well 
established, they may be thinned, leaving one sturdy 
plant in each space. 

Cabbage, tomatoes, peppers, cauliflower, eggplant, 
and celery, when an early crop is desired, are usu¬ 
ally planted in house boxes or in hotbeds. 

Further planting instructions as to spacing and 
amount of seed required will be found on the pages 
where each variety is listed. 

CRUSTED SOIL 
This is caused by a heavy shower of rain followed 

by the hot sun. Nearly all types of soil have a ten¬ 
dency to crust; heavy clay soil will quite often form 
a crust so hard and thick it will prevent even com, 
beans, cucumbers and other of the largest and hardi¬ 
est sprouts from coming through. A very light crust 
will often destroy carrots, parsnips, and the smaller 
seeds. If this crust is broken, you will find the 
sprouts curled up and turning yellow underneath. 

Where irrigation is used, a light watering quite 
often will absorb this crust. 

Where dry farming methods are used, this crust is 
often a serious problem. If growth has not advanced 
enough so that the sprouts are encrusted, the crust 
can be broken up with a garden rake, or in larger 
tracts with a light harrow. 

We find that quite often seed is condemned when 

Great Northern Beans 

CULTIVATION 
As soon as the plants are well above the ground, 

they should be cultivated. This can be done with a 
hoe or hand cultivator. Small plants such as carrots, 
onions, lettuce, beets, radishes,' etc., should have the 
weeds removed and the ground should be worked 
close to the plants. This can be done best with a 

hand weeder. 
A crust never should be al¬ 

lowed to remain on the surface 
of the soil; frequent cultivations 
will break up the crust, prevent 
moisture from escaping, and al¬ 
low air to penetrate to the plant 
roots. 

Where irrigation is used we 
would suggest a good cultivation, 
after each watering. 

Care should be taken not to 
cultivate too close to the plants 
after the roots have spread out. 

HOUSE BOXES AND HOTBEDS 

If you have a cold climate and 
short season, or wish to mature 
vegetables as early as possible, 
plant in house boxes, transplant 
to an outside hotbed, setting 
plants iy2 inches each way. 
Watch the temperature in the 
hotbed closely and ventilate if 
too warm. Plants may be hard¬ 
ened by leaving the cover of the 
hotbed slightly open at first and 
finally removing it altogether be¬ 
fore the plants are set in the 
open ground. 

A house box is very satisfac¬ 
tory for starting a few plants. 
See that it is not water tight 
and that all surplus water can 
drain off so that the soil will not 
become water-soaked. 

A light, fertile, loam soil is 
very important for the house box 
or hotbed. Seed may be planted 
in February or March. Do not 
cover seed to exceed % inch; 
water several times a day by j 
sprinkling lightly. To prevent; 
the soil from crusting, keep from 
bright sunlight until the sprouts 
are above the ground. Do not 

place the box where the heat will be above 80 de¬ 
grees at any time. 

Be sure to have the soil well moistened, but not 
sticky, when plants are pulled for transplanting. If 
the soil is dry and hard, all of the fine roots will be 
pulled off. 

The individual plant boxes that are listed on page 
45 are a great help to bring plants to early maturity. 
Use these when transplanting to the hotbed. The 
plants can then be set in the open ground without 
disturbing the roots. The extra cost is very small. ] 

CONSTRUCTION OF HOTBED 

Select a place with protection from the north: dig 
a pit about 18 inches deep, not over 4 feet wide, with, 
length enough to give you the space required; fill in 
12 to 14 inches of fresh horse manure and pack well; 
cover to level of the ground with good soil. 

Build a frame of boards 16 inches high on the 
north side, 12 inches on the south; bank outside with 
soil to keep out cold and to prevent water from run¬ 
ning into the pit. The manure will supply heat and 
absorb any surplus water from the plants. 

The cover can be of glass, or Lite-O-Glas, which 
is much cheaper and has been proved to be more 
satisfactory for hotbed purposes. (See Lite-O-Glass 
on page 57.) 

COLDFRAME 

A coldframe can be constructed much the same as 
the hotbed described above, without digging a pit 
and adding manure. A coldframe is quite often used 
successfully and will protect plants to several de¬ 
grees below the freezing point.

A valuable commercial crop when grown under 

proper conditions. Thousands of cars of Lettuce 
are shipped annually from the mountain states 
and California. A commercial acreage of Lettuee 
requires good, rich soil, no check in growth, care¬ 
ful weeding and thinning and cool weather during 
the heading season. These requirements must all 
be met to have a real success and to make big 
money from Lettuce. Soil can, of course, be fer¬ 
tilized to make it rich, but it is better to use a 
field which has been in alfalfa or some such soil¬ 
building crop, or the rich natural soils of the 
high mountain valleys. The growth must never 
be checked or the plants will quickly shoot to 
seed and the crop lost. Under irrigation the 
growth can be generally controlled by watering. 
Careful weeding and thinning give the plants the 
full advantage of the fertility of the soil and also 
plenty of room for the heads to form and develop. 
Cool weather is necessary at heading time; some 
varieties will stand hot weather, but the large 
heading varieties used by commercial shippers 
will not head in hot weather. In lower altitudes 
these varieties are only used as Spring and Fall 
crops and not used to head in. the Summer. 

MOUNTAIN GROWN LETTUCE SEED 

Because of the importance of the Lettuce in¬ 
dustry we are growing our Lettuce seed on our 
Mile High Farms. Here the crops are cared for 
through the season by our trained men, only per¬ 
fect plants are allowed to go to seed, so that the 
crops from this seed will be as near perfect as 
our care can make them. This mountain growing 
of the seed also tends to make the varieties early 
in maturity and gives the seed strong vitality.

Last year I wrote you a letter, telling you of the exceptional results I had obtained from 
your lettuce seed. In your courteous reply, you asked if you might use part of that letter 
as a recommendation. Since that time, 1 have always intended to write, and give you 
permission; but, as 1 am almost a year late in getting around to it, I hereby make another 
report of the high merit of your seed, and grant you the right to use it as you see fit. 

To partially substantiate my story. I am inclosing a rather poor picture of a couple of 
native head hunters with a few samples of their victims, which were grown from your lettuce 
seed. The heads in tins picture were as hard as cabbages, and weighed, when trimmed, 
from 2V2 to 4 pounds each. Of course, if I could have found some smaller heads in the 
patch, I would have put some of them in the picture, just for contrast. 

For several years, 1 hate been experimenting with iicad lettuce in this locality, which has 
an altitude of about 5700 feet. I have tried many varieties of lettuce, and have obtained 
seed from at least a dozen of the leading seed companies of the country. Each year J have 
conducted my tests in a way to give all samples an eatlal chance to show their merits. 
During the past three summers, l have tried your seed, along with that of other companies, 
and I am pleased to report that the best lettuce I have ever raised has been grown from 
your seed. It has produced larger, more uniform, and better shaped heads; with a larger 
per cent of the crop marketable. 

I have built, up quite a reputation, locally, for my fine lettuce, cabbage, cauliflower, and 
sweet corn; and because of the fine quality, I always get a premium above the market price. 

Last summer, I planted a quarter of an acre to head lettuce, from which the sales 
amounted to $350. I had too much for the local market, and so sent several loads to Poca¬ 
tello and other cities. The lettuce sold itself because of its size and superior quality. I vis¬ 
ited the markets of Ogden and Salt Lake, but failed to find tiny lettuce that even approached 
what I raised from your seed, right here in Soda Springs. I sold my whole crop above the 
market price. 

Your Mile High Wonder produced the best heads, but your special strain New York was a 
close second in quality, anti it gave a better per cent of marketable heads than the Wonder. 
Mountain Iceberg was good, but lagged behind the other two. 

To conclude this boastful report, may I ask a couple of questions? I want to know It you 
consider New York No. 12. and 5034 New York good strains for high altitude. 

You will find a small order and check inclosed. If I can make satisfactory arrangements 
for suitable land, 1 will send a bigger order for lettuce seed later.

European 
seed of the globe varieties is 
not adapted to this country. It 
will not ripen down properly, 
but forms scallions or thick 
necks as many planters have 
found out.

Seed Staining Law 
This law applies to Alfalfa and Red Clover and the 

law was passed to protect the American farmer. The 
Bureau of Plant Industry of the United States De¬ 
partment of Agriculture has recommended that where 
Severe Winter conditions prevail only American 
grown clover seed should be used. Our Alfalfas, Red 
Clovers and Sweet Clovers are not only American 
grown but also Mountain Grown. 

To protect you against seed which is not hardy this 
imported seed must be stained. Seed where country 
of origin is not known is stained red. Seed grown in 
Africa, Turkestan or Italy is stained red. Seed grown 
in Canada is stained violet. Seed grown in other for¬ 
eign countries is stained green. 

If you are in doubt follow the advice of the United 
States Department of Agriculture and plant American 
grown seed, which is not stained.

CULTURE FOR FLOWERS 

Soils. A good light loam soil, supplemented with 
a liberal quantity of old well-rotted manure, is the 
ideal soil for flowers. 

General Cultural Directions. Break all clods, re¬ 
move sticks and trash, have a fine, well prepared seed 
bed. Flower seeds do not require very deep covering. 
After placing seed thinly in small furrows fill in with 
sandy soil, covering seed to a depth of four or live 
times their diameter. The seed bed should be kept 
moist—not soggy, with water. A light covering of 
lawn clippings or long straw will materially assist 
in germination by preventing a too rapid evaporation 
of moisture, and the caking or crusting of soil. Leave 
the straw or grass covering over seed bed until 
sprouts appear, and have thoroughly penetrated sur¬ 
face. Seed that germinates too thickly can be used 
by transplanting. Cultivate frequently, and give 
plenty of water for normal growth.
