Well,  this  is  one  of  the  peculari- 
ties  of  Iris  Reticulata,  for  it  has  narrow,  grass-like,  four-sided,  square 
foliage.  In  early  Spring  it  pushes  these  green  spears  through  snow  and  ice, 
and  is  ready  to  burst  forth  into  full  bloom  with  the  first  sign  of  favorable 
weather.  And  it  is  not  a  small  flower,  as  might  be  expected  with  an  early 
bloomer,  but  a  flower  of  ample  size,  and  attractive  in  every  way. 
Iris  Reticulata  is  particularly  happy  in  a  sunny  spot  in  the  rock  garden.  It 
will  also  be  right  at  home  under  a  shrub  or  a  tree,  for  it  will  be  in  full 
flower  long  before  the  shrub  or  tree  has  produced  any  leaves  to  shade  it. 

It  may  also  be  grown  indoors  in  pots.  A  dozen  to  a  seven  inch  pot  is  some¬ 
thing  to  enthuse  about.

To  discover  these  dainty  little  beauties  in  their  own  home  we  must  visit 
Austria,  Hungary,  South  Russia,  or  the  Caucasus,  where  Iris  Pumila  may 

be  found  growing  wild  in  many  colors;  or  Southwestern  France,  or  North¬ 
western  Italy,  where  Iris  Chamaeiris  grows  in  abundance.  Pumila  is  a 
stemless  Iris,  while  Chamaeiris  is  a  miniature  form  that  produces  stems 

from  6  to  10  inches  in  height.  These  two  types  have  been  crossed  to  create 
the  varieties  listed  in  my  catalog,  and  those  included  in  this  collection, 
retaining  all  of  the  charm  of  Iris  Pumila,  on  the  stems  of  Chamaeiris.  They 
are  prodigious  bloomers,  and  have  all  the  characteristics  of  the  Tall  Bearded 
Iris,  the  flowers  being  in  proportion  to  the  size  of  the  plant,  and  from  six 
to  ten  inches  in  height.

Siberian  Iris 

For  continuation  of  the  Iris  flowering  season  nothing  is  more  important  than  these  marvelous 
and  little  known  Beardless  Iris  Species  and  Hybrids,  for  they  fill  in  the  gap  in  the  flowering 
season  between  the  fall  Bearded  Iris  and  the  Japanese  Iris,  flowering  throughout  the  month  of 
June  in  our  Northern  gardens  (a  month  earlier  in  the  South)  and  continuing  in  bloom  until  the 
Japanese  Iris  are  in  full  flower.

I  hey  are  fine  for  any  part  of  the  garden,  but  especially  useful  for  the  semi-shady  nook  where 
other  Iris  would  not  do  so  well.

This  lovely  Iris  is  a  native 
of  Manchuria  and  Northern 

China,  but  has  now  been 

brought  to  our  American  gar¬ 
dens  where  it  flowers  pro¬ 

fusely  for  a  full  month  during 

midsummer,  when  no  other 
Iris  are  in  bloom. 

The  thin  wiry  stems  grow 

from  30  to  36  inches  in  height, 

and  are  more  branched  than 

any  other  member  of  the  Iris 
family.  A  single  flower  stalk 
on  an  established  plant  will 

produce  100  or  more  flowers 
in  a  season.  The  dainty  soft 
violet  flowers  are  about  2 

inches  across,  beautifully 

marked  and  of  unique  form 

and  habit.  The  flowers  open 

about  three  o’clock  in  the 
afternoon  (you  can  set  your 

watch  by  them)  and  last  only 

one  day,  a  new  crop  of  flowers 

appearing  each  day  for  four 
weeks  or  more.

Winter  Flowering 
Iris  Unguicularis  is  a  native  of  Algeria,  Asia  Minor, 

and  Northern  Syria;  but  like  other  rare  and  interest¬ 

ing  Iris  Species  that  have  been  sought  out  from 
every  nook  and  corner  of  the  earth,  these  may  now 

be  had  from  the  Wayman  Gardens,  to  be  enjoyed  in 

your  own  garden,  to  the  mystification  of  your 

friends.  They  will  not  flower  in  the  summertime, 

but  persist  in  flowering  during  the  winter  months  in 

the  North  in  the  protection  of  a  cold  frame  or  in  a 

sheltered  spot.  The  plants  have  stood  17  degrees 

below  zero  in  my  garden  without  injury.  From  Virginia  South  they 

bloom  during  the  winter  out  of  doors.  Contrary  to  all  normal  rules,  they 

seem  to  require  frost  to  form  their  flower  buds  and  bring  out  their  flowers. 

Their  flowering  period  usually  begins  during  December  and  continues 

throughout  the  winter  months.  There  are  two  principal  colors,  a  lovely 

blue  and  an  exquisite  white,  and  they  are  charming  as  cut  flowers.
