Annuals should have a slight covering in extreme weather; tender perennials should be carried 
through the winter in the house. 

Prepare the ground as fine, smooth and level as a rake will make it; plant in rows so the young pltmts may be easily seen; cover 
lightly—a good rule is to cover four to six times the diameter of the seeds; very fine seeds should be pressed into the soil.
