Sowing Instructions for 
Grasses and Clovers 

PASTURE GRASSES ON 
IRRIGATED LANDS 

Sow all pasture grasses straight, not with 
grain nurse crop; grain smothers the delicate 
young grass plants, making thin pasture or 
failure to get a stand at all. 

Always sow on a well-settled seed bed. If 
land has been recently plowed it should be 
worked down firm before sowing. Grass seed 
will never catch well on a loose, ashy seed 
bed. Old clover, alfalfa, beet or bean fields 
make good seed beds for pasture grasses. Do 
not plow or disk such land; smooth it out 
with a spike-tooth harrow and firm it with 
a good packing tool then sow your seed. 

Sow all grass seeds shallow. This is natural 
for grasses; just broadcast seed on top of 
ground and harrow or brush in lightly. Grass 
seed will not germinate if sown to deep. 

Soon as grass is sown, corrugate and ir¬ 
rigate thoroughly; then in four to six days ir¬ 
rigate lightly and continue with light water¬ 
ings every four to six days for the first four 
weeks, after which a good irrigation every 
ten days or two weeks apart should be suf¬ 
ficient. Grass and clover seeds require plenty 
of moisture when first sown to insure a good 
stand. 

Do not turn stock on pasture when grass 
is first starting. If turned on when grass is 
young, animals will pull it up, roots and 
all, ruining the stand. A new pasture should 
not be turned onto until roots are thoroughly 
set. It takes about 90 days after grass starts 
to grow for the roots to become thoroughly 
set.

PARCEL POST INSTRUCTIONS NO. 1 

Covering Goods Priced F. O. B. Twin Falls 

When ordering goods priced f. o. b. Twin Falls you pay all transportation charges. In many cases 
you can save time and money by having your orders come by mail. When ordering by mail add postage 
to your order as follows: 

1st Zone—8c for first pound, 1.1c per pound for each additional pound. 
2nd Zone—8c for first pound, 1.1c per pound lor each additional pound. 
3rd Zone—9c for first pound, 2.UC per pound for each additional pound. 
4th Zone—10c for first pound, 3.5c per pound for each additional pound. 
5th Zone—11c for first pound, 5.3c per pound for each additional pound. 
Where a fraction of a cent appears in the total amount of postage, it will be computed as a full cent. 

PARCEL POST INSTRUCTIONS NO. 2 

Covering Goods Priced Paid to Second Zone 

If you are located beyond the Second Zone add extra postage to your order as follows, on goods 
priced to Second Zone only: 

2nd Zone to 3rd Zone, 0.9c per lb. 
2nd Zone to 4th Zone 2.4c per lb. 
2nd Zone to 5th Zone, 4.1c per lb. 

NOTE—Where goods are priced f. o. b. Twin Falls, you pay all Postage, Freight, Express or Truck 
Charges.
