Vines are among the several specialties of the 
Evans & Reeves Nurseries and will be found 
here in unusual variety and interest. Atten- 
tion is called particularly to our celebrated 
collection of Bougainvilleas, Passion Vines, 
Trumpet Vines, and outstanding individual 
subjects such as the Bauhinias, Beaumontia, 
Bomarea, Mandevillea, Oxera, and both white 
and yellow Trachelospermum. We stock the 
largest showing of Bougainvilleas in the West, 
including several new and rare varieties of ex- 
ceptional merit. Among these we consider 
Bougainvillea Panama Queen (‘Sweet Pea 
Pink’’) to be especially deserving of mention. 
Of the Passion Flowers, Pfordi has won great 

popularity and is being widely planted, as is Distictis Cinerea (‘‘Va- 
nilla Scented Bignonia’’) among the trumpet vines. Those who enjoy 
the graceful flow and form of a noble and aristocratic vine should also 
by all means consider Beaumontia Grandiflora (‘Easter Lily Vine’’) 
from the Himalayas.
