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The Need for Victory Gardens 
For many years this page has been devoted to offering hand and power lawn 

mowers. (Peace time products). This year we have an important job for the home 

front, and we think, rather than give you our own views on the matter, to quote in 

part from a recent article by Mr. H. W. Hochbaum of the United States Depart- 

ment of Agriculture: 

“We need more and better, also bigger, Victory Gar- 
dens in 1948. The problem of producing and transport- 
ing food for military forces here and abroad and for 
our Allies is one of stupendous proportion. The prob- 
lems of labor shortage, shortage of essential supplies, 
transportation, and disturbed conditions generally, 
make the problem of getting food to our civilian popu- 
lation the greater, therefore. Yet, every family should 
have full supplies of health protecting foods. The more 
fruits and vegetables that can be grown by families at 
home, the greater the insurance that the intake of cer- 
tain vitamins and minerals will be adequate. Further- 
more, then the supplies for armed forces and our Allies 
will be the greater and some of the strain of transpor- 
tation will be relieved. The gardener will have his 
supply right at his door and it will be fresh. So, for 
1943, it seems to some of us here that a Victory Garden 
program may well consider the following objectives: 

““(1) Wherever people have sufficient open sunny 
space and fertile ground, without sacrificing lawns and 
ornamental plantings, they should grow vegetables 
for home consumption, particularly the green leafy 
vegetables, yellow vegetables, and tomatoes. 

(2) Vegetables should be grown in sufficient quan- 
tities to insure families of adequate supplies of these 
health protecting foods. 

“(3) Where sufficient open sunny space and fertile 
ground are not available to do this, space easily acces- 
sible by bus or street car should be developed for com- 
munity gardens, with plots 30x 50 feet or larger for 
the individual gardener. 

“(4) Every farm should grow all the vegetables 
needed for the family’s entire yearly supply. This will 
require growing vegetables from early spring until 
hard freezing weather, and in the South all winter long, 
and processing and storing vegetables to the fullest Lincoln Corn.

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Seed Supply for 1943 
HE past two years we experienced considerably reduced stocks of Beet, Carrot, Onion and 

Spinach seed and yet we somehow seemed to have enough to go around without anyone having 

to go without seed to plant. 

This year supplies are short on more items, but so far as we can estimate there will be enough 

for both Commercial Market Gardeners and Victory Gardens. It may be necessary, in some cases, 

to use varieties other than the ones you are accustomed to; however we do not expect this will be 
any great hardship for there are several excellent varieties in practically every group; in fact the 
trend, if present conditions continue, will be to reduce the number of varieties in order to simplify 
and increase production. 

In brief, the supply seems to be as follows: Beans, Sweet Corn and Peas, sufficient, but short on 
some varieties. Also short on some varieties are Beet, Swiss Chard, Mangel Beet, Cabbage, Cucumber, 

Carrot, Kale, Lettuce, Onion. On the other hand Spinach leading varieties are more plentiful than was 
expected. Certified high grade seed potatoes are in good supply. Field seeds in general for the 
North Eastern States are ample except Clovers, especially the suitable Northern grown Alfalfa seed 
which is quite short. Ensilage Corn supply is apparently sufficient except Eureka which was damaged 
by late flood conditions. Flower seed stocks are low and will be lower.

We are prepared to make up special formulas on short notice 
but do not carry in stock the lightweight grades so frequently used 
to quote low prices, which in reality are high, not only because of 

the large percentage of inert matter but low germinating power. 

Coarse grasses, such as Domestic or Italian Rye Grass, should be 

used only in moderate quantities when a nurse crop is required. 
They are not permanent. 

In laying out a piece of ground for a lawn, care should be exer- 

cised to obtain the grade, and perfect the general plan of the ground 

before attempting to sow any seed at all. After the ‘correct grade 

has been obtained and the surface sufficiently plowed or spaded it 

should be thoroughly harrowed to pulverize the lumps and so left 

that there will be at least four inches of good rich top soil over the 

whole surface. Remove all roots and loose stones, brush the surface 

or rake down perfectly smooth, and in a suitable condition for suc- 

cessful germination and growth of the fine seed, which is used for 

seeding. Leaving the soil in this condition 5 to 15 days or more 

before seeding is desirable, when possible, especially in spring sow- 

ing. During this time many weed seeds in the soil germinate and 
are easily killed by pulling or very shallow raking. A lawn is kept closely cut and a dense turf of fine grasses is desired.

CABBAGE—CAULIFLOWER 
Cabbage Worm. Green worms feed upon leaves 

all through season. Use pyrethrum or rotenone 
spray or dust. 

Cabbage Looper. Smooth 
looping caterpillars feed with 
cabbage worms late in sum- 
mer, and require same treat- 
ment. 

Cabbage Maggot. Infest 
stems of early-set plants near 
surface of ground, checking 
growth and often _ killing 
them. Practice crop rotation. 

Cabbage Worm Apple calomel-gypsum 1-24 
parts around newly set plants. 

Club Root. Causes knob-like enlargements on 
the roots of cabbage and allied plants. The germ 
often becomes established in the soil; when pos- 
sible avoid such land and the use of refuse from 
old plants on the soil. Be especially careful that 
the seed bed is not infested. Infested land, if 
used, should be treated in the fall with lime broad- 
cast at the rate of 80 bushels per acre, and worked 
in. 

CELERY 

Celery Caterpillar. Feeds upon the leaves of 
celery, parsley, fennel, carrot and parsnip. On 
the latter two plants, use pyrethrum or rotenone 
spray or dust. 

Leaf Blight and Leaf Spot are two diseases 
showing “rusty” spots on leaves and petioles; the 
latter trouble distinguished by the very minute 
black dots in the discolored spots, often progress- 
ing in stalks after storage. Spray the plants thor- 
oughly in the seed bed with Bordeaux, as infected 
plants are often the means of introducing the 
trouble in the field. If necessary continue the 
spraying after transplanting at intervals of about 
two weeks, up to the middle of September. Before 
covering for bleaching, if leaf spot is abundant, 
dust with sulphur, and before final storage remove 
infected leaves and dust again. 

CORN 
Corn Ear Worm. Eats the immature kernels at 

the end of the ear. Dust with equal parts sulphur 
and powdered lead arsenate. 

CUCUMBERS 
Striped Cucumber Beetle. Attacks young plants, 

eating the leaves. Larvae infest the main root or 
stem under ground, often killing the plant. Spray 
with D-X or Red Arrow. 

Canker Worm Tent Caterpillar Plum Curculio 

CURRANT 
Currant Worm. Devours foliage in May. Spray 

or dust with pyrethrum as soon as leaves unfold. 
Currant Borers. The larvae of two species of 

insects tunnel in the pith of the stems, causing 
the leaves to droop and wilt. Destroy infested 
canes during May. 

Currant Aphids. Yellowish-green aphids on 
under side of leaves, causing them to curl. Under- 
spray with nicotine solution, D-X or Red Arrow. 

ELM 
Spiny Elm Caterpillar. Clusters of black spiny 

caterpillars often strip certain branches of elm, 
willow and poplar. Remove and destroy entire 

cluster, or spray with lead ar- 
senate. 

Elm Leaf Beetle. Adult 
beetles eat holes through the 
leaves in May, and in June 
and July the larvae or grubs 
eat away the green tissues 
from the under surface. Spray 
with lead arsenate early in 
May to kill egg-laying bee- 
tles, or spray under surface of 
leaves with same mixture 
about June lst, to kill the 
larvae. Yellow pupae at base 
of trees may be killed with 
spray oil. 

GRAPE 

Grape Plume Moth. Small, green, shiny cater- 
pillars web together the newly-formed leaves at 
the tips of new shoots. Damage more apparent 
than real. Crushing by pinching these leaves is 
the best remedy.

Beetle 

Grape Berry Moth. Larvae 
feeds and develops inside the 
berries, and this is the cause 
of most wormy grapes. Spray 
with lead arsenate soon after 
fruit sets, and repeat twice at 
intervals of about ten days. 
Bag the clusters soon after 
the fruit sets. 

Sphinx and Other Cater- 
pillars. Several species of 
horn worms, as well as other 
kinds of caterpillars, feed 
upon the leaves. Spray with 

: lead arsenate or _ practice 
Grape Berry Moth hand picking. 
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Grape Leaf Hopper. Small yellow and red 
marked leaf-hoppers sucking sap from under side 
of leaves. Spray under surface with D-X. 

Black Rot. Causes reddish-brown spots on 
leaves; more rarely on stems; especially bad in 
rotting the berries, which finally become hard, 
shrunken and wrinkled black mummies. This is 
one of the worst diseases of the grape, and often 
dificult to control by spraying, which must be 
thorough, especially the first season. Begin spray- 

ing before blossoming time, about the last of May, 
with a second application just after blossoming 
and subsequent sprayings at intervals of about 
ten to fourteen days. Use Bordeaux up to the 
last of July; usually four or five sprayings with 

_ Bordeaux are sufficient.

HOLLYHOCK 
Rust. Appears as small, compact, reddish-brown 

outbreaks on leaves and stems. After their death 
in fall, cut off the plants close to the ground, care- 
fully gather up these and any rubbish that may 
contain spores and destroy them. Spraying with 
Bordeaux is recommended by some as helpful in 
checking the rust; begin as plants push through 
the ground. 

MAPLE 
Maple Borer. Larva tunnels in spiral course up- 

ward around trunk or larger branches of sugar 
maple, working in sapwood and cambium, often 
girdling the trees. Examine trees in September 
for sawdust. Find the burrow, inject Borerkill 
and plug the opening. 

Woolly Maple Leaf Scale. Cottony or woolly 
masses of wax, containing the females, eggs and 
sometimes larvae, appear on the under side of the 
leaves in midsummer; insects suck out the sap, 
causing leaves to fall prematurely. Males and 
larvae enter crevices of bark of trunk and branch- 
es; larvae make cases here and pass the winter. 
Attacks only sugar maples. Spray dormant trees 
with nicotine solution and soak. Burn all infested 
leaves. 

Cottony Maple Scale. Large, oval, brown, soft 
scales on bark of branches of silver and red ma- 
ples. Each scale in early summer develops a large 
cotton-like tuft of wax nearly half an inch long, 
and soon after the young appear. Spray with 
Scalecide or Sunoco when dormant. 

MUSK MELON 

Melon Aphid. Sucks the sap from the under 

side of the leaves and, when abundant, causes 

much damage. Underspray the leaves with nico- 

tine solution, D-X or Red Arrow. 

Striped Cucumber Beetle. See Cucumber. 

NASTURTIUM 

Aphid. Brown aphids cluster on stems and 

leaves, sucking the sap. Spray with nicotine solu- 

tion, D-X or Red Arrow. 

ONION 

Thrips or “White Blast.” Very small insects 

which feed upon the surface of the leaves, giving 

the field a whitish appearance. Burn all tops and 

refuse; burn over the grass land around the field 

to kill over-wintering insects. Spray with nicotine 

solution or Red Arrow. 

PEA 

Green Pea Aphid. Attacks the plants early in 

June and sucks the sap from the leaves and stems, 

often causing great injury. Early peas may ma- 

ture a crop before aphis injures them. Spray 
vines with D-X, Red Arrow or Rotenone Spray. 

POTATO 
Flea Beetle. Small black jumping beetles eat 

holes through the leaves. Spray heavily both 
upper and under surfaces with Rotenone. 

Colorado Beetle. Adults and larvae devour the 
leaves. Spray with lead ar- 
senate as soon as injury is 
apparent. May be used in 
Bordeaux mixture. 
Three-Lined Potato Beetle. 

Larvae feed upon the leaves 
and carry,their black excre- 
ment on their backs. Spray 
with lead arsenate. 

Stalk Borer. Larvae tun- 
nels inside the stalk. Burn 
infected vines. 

Potato Aphid. Green aphids 
appearing in large numbers 
suck the sap from shoots and 
stems, causing much damage. 
Spray with nicotine solution, 
D-X or Red Arrow. 

Blight or Downy Mildew. 
Causes a sudden blackening of the leaves, and 
often death to the vines, from July to September, 
in moist seasons; usually shows a slight whitish 
growth of fungus on the under side of leaves; rots 
tubers. Spray with Bordeaux before the trouble 
appears about July Ist, and keep vines well covered 
to the end of the season. Three to five sprayings 
by hand to five to seven by power sprayer are 
necessary. After last cultivation thoroughly ridge 
up the rows to help keep the spores from washing 
down the tubers. Early varieties often escape 
blight by maturing before its appearance. 

Scab. Produces the common scabby appearance 

on surface of tubers. Soak seed tubers one and 

one-half hours in formalin (formula B). Formalin 

fumes are often used when large quantities are 

treated. Care in filling space sufficiently, however, 

is necessary to avoid injury by “pitting” from 

absorption of fumes. Avoid planting on infected 

land by systematic rotation. The use of lime, 

wood ashes, and various barnyard manures will 

increase the amount of scab. The same trouble 
occurs on beets and turnips. 

Potato Beetle 

ROSE 

Rose Slug. Eats away the green portions of the 

leaves. Spray with D-X or Red Arrow. 

Aphid or Green Fly. Suck sap from the leaves 

and stems. Spray with nicotine solution or Red 

Arrow. 
Mildew. Develops a white powdery or cob-web- 

like growth on the young leaves, which become 

more or less distorted and fall off. Tea roses 

especially susceptible. Treat same as for leaf 

blotch or dust with wettable sulphur; be care- 

ful in airing greenhouses. 

SQUASH—PUMPKIN 

Squash Lady Beetle. Both adults and larvae 

devour the leaves. Spray with lead arsenate and 

D-X. 
Striped Cucumber Beetle. See Cucumber. 

Squash Bug or “Stink Bug.” A brown bug three- 

fourths of an inch long sucks the sap from the 

under side of the leaves, causing them to wilt and 

die. Ask for special information.
