(5) Mound dirt up on bushes when planting; let stay 

about five days, and remove dirt. 
(6) Buy those roses known as Monthly blooming, or 

Everblooming, for Southern growing. 
(7) Put fertilizer on top of ground in late winter. 

(Well decayed cowlot fertilizer is best.) 
(8) Keep roses well watered, not sprinkled. 
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(9) Spray with sulphur to keep down black spot; and 
spray with Black Leaf 40 to keep down green lice. 

If you will follow these directions you can grow good 
roses, with good strong, long stems.
