This clear yellow fully double mum is a tall grower making 

long stems for cutting. It fills the popular demand for a hardy mum 
for florists’ use before greenhouse varieties are ready. Planted 
close in outdoor heds in sheltered positions this variety gives a 
wealth of cutting material. Season mid-September.
