CULTURE—On arrival, water the plants first. Set the pot in pan of lukewarm water and allow the pot to soak all it 
can. After two or three weeks re-pot the plants in four inch pots. Keep the plants out of direct sunlight. They like north- 
ern or eastern light and a temperature of 60 to 80 degrees. Fertilize with Dixco plant food solution. Dixco concentrated 
piant food can be had in 4 oz. packages for 35c¢ postpaid. This dissolves quickly in water and four ounces will make six 
gallons of fine plant food.

Both base and pots are designed in rounded, graceful lines of 
non-breakable and odoriess plastic. Pot.is 4 inches in diameter and 
base and pot together measure 5” high. The base of the pot has 
three small nipples which raise it from the table and the pot sets 
down into the base about 1-16 of an inch. This eliminates water 
stains on fine furniture which is so customary with the conven- 
tiomal pot holder.
