The head is typ- 
ically ball-shaped and covered by only two overlapping 
green leaves. The interior is very tight and sold, making 
the heads average a weight of 6 pounds. The overlapping 
burst easily. The foliage is dark green. The stem is 
fairly short, thus about 4 inches in height.
