Prospects for Dtsruptive Doinonstration in Washington 

. The Vietnam Veterans Against th•e War marched frGm Morris· 
town, New Jersey, to Valley Forge, Pennsylvania, over the Labor Day 
weekend. Reportedly the march was poorly supported and most small 
towns that ·the marchers passed through were hostile to the participants. 
At a concluding rally attended by about 1, 000 persons at Valley Forge, 
speaker~ included actre.ss Jane Fonda and her tou·ring r.om.,anion radical 
attorney Mark Lane;. New York Congressman Allard Lowenstein; and 
Mike Lerner, a leader of the militant and revolutionary SeatUe Libe.rttion 
Front. .. 

It was Lerner who, with Rennie Davis, prontott-d the plan to . . . 
prevent the government fro·m functioning ou 1 May .1971 if the war was 
not ended at the National Student Association's mid-AuJ!~tst convention 
at St. Paul. Minnesota.· In addressing the grou·p at Valley "For~e, 
Le rncr stated t.hat antiwar -groups have set next 1 May as the deadline 
for complete withdrawal or U.S. troops from Vietnam. 1C the troops 
arc not witftdrawn by that date, antiwar groups (not !urther identi-fied) 
will assemble ·at Washinston ilt an eflort to obstruc\, the functioning of 
the government. ·

It is believed that Lerner's Labor Day address to. this veteran's 
peace group (as Davis' presentation to the National Student Association) 
constitutes additional evidence that any major plan to obstruct the 
go~e-rnm~nt· will take place next spring rather ·than this Call.
