CLEAVER's key philosophi-cal clta.pte u, which distinguish . . 

his book from any book on the cruel isolation of conCinement, coupled 
'"dth a classic.- contemporary, stereotyped Negro persec·ution con1. 
plex.. fall into the abyss of overcon1plicating paycholosical motivation. 

His error reffects an emotional runaway that is often found in _ 
the psychic evaluation of human impul~e seen thr.~u[!h the ~ye• of a 
lay·practitioner of t~e admittedly inexact science of J\uman behavior. 
CLEA~R's two basic: hang-ups, namely variant race-hate nunifes· 
tations and sex seem throughout ~o intermingle and superimpose on 
each other and. .pr.qyidc the stimuli present in all siJ;nificant social, 
economic, and political i'nstitutions of Twentieth Century America. 
He cha raclc ri7.es the white man-as tl~e "omnipotent Admirristrator, ,; 
the white woman as the "ultra. feminine, 11 the black man as the "Su­
pcrmas.culine n1cnial, 11 ancl th<' .black woman as th<' ''Amazon." The 

."omnipotent Adm_inistrator, 11 the head, subjug~tcs the 11supernlascu­
.line menial,." the body. The "ultra feminine 11 is sexually attracled 
to the "Supermasculine menial" becaude in the sexual presence o£ 
~he effeminate head (the omnipotent A{miniatrator) •he a-pproaches 
frigidity. CLEAVER continues in this vein pointing out that it takes 
a black woman to bring to. sexual fuUillment the head and so on.

The trouble comes- because in the ~odern American experi· 

cnce the four roles ·are played by racial actors instead ~f in a uni· 
racial economic caste milieu. 

Soul on Icc -docs inde~d give tho white reader (for whnm I 
bel icvc the book was wt'ittcn) considerable insi~;ht into the persc· 
c-•ttcd bl~ck 'mentality. As an example , the white prison inmate 
believes he itt payinl! a debt .to society while his black cnuntcrpa.rt 
feels hr. is ,;cin~ unjus.tly punished all slavery h~R punish~<l hill ' ;tn • . 
(:cstors Jor centuries, T!'~_bla.ck .priso.,r.r thinks l.h:tt !lUdt:.ty Rh~.>nld 
pay a debt to him because ·it was~itilty society that put him in' 
prison in the liret place.· ·· 
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CLEAVER, convicted a 's a rapist, also trir.s to justHy his 

crinles within the pur<!ly racial context. His ;rssault on white' women 
was to get eve'n with the race that su~jugates him. CLEAVER won't 
admit that rape per se is contrary to·· the laws o! society. By omis­
sion he denies. the possi)lility _that man. be he white : black or striped, 
would resent the defilation o! his woman without rc~ard to the racial 
origin of the perpetr.ator.: CLEAVER !IP.r.ms unwillinJE to· accept that 
generic man will seek to protc't the chastity of his woman from the 
ravisher as well as_ his chattel from the burglar regardless of the 
possible but irrelevant vari.ables (i.e. a&_e. sex, 'race, etc~). 

Soul on Ice is lyricly well-wJtitten with a precise but ima­
ginative vocabu~ary. It reflects an analytical evaluation of the · 
plight of the American Ne.gro as seen by a most vocal hut irTational 
spokesman. The text is vf'ry lightly sprinkled with fo•1r-lrtter 
Anglo-Saxonisms .that lit ·the theMe. A hiRhly rE":viablr. fltyle indi­
cates that the author could' make a significant contribution ··to tftc 
literatq..re of the lang~age i£ his emotions could stop tying to him.
