- forms of harassment and has recently taken the more violent form of
bomb threats and actnal bombings, a ncw tactic has been adopted. The
New Mobe is sponsoring rcgional demonstrations at stockholder's
mcetings of major corporations dolng war-related busincas, While
claiming that their actions will be peaceful and nondisruptive, it is
highly unlikely that such will be the case. Some protest nlanners have
said that no disruptions were planned; but some acts of nonviolent °
civil disobedience had not becn ruled out. -In order to gain entry into
. the meetings, protestors have gathered nroxics and will thus be entitled
to the rights and privileges of any stockholder. ’
