The Weatherman event• of past weeks, their lack oC coopcratit>n 
with other radical units and their vil:tual. dtsaJ>peat"ancr into the hippie 
and commune nether world indicates. an asrecd-upon plan to fom~nt 
violent revolution -through their previou1ly enunciated "shock brigade" 
tactics in a number o( American urt;Jan areas. The hostile and seriouely

The 
SWP undoubtedly sees it• or1anizatlon work within the SMC subvertel 
by its .former New Mobe associates. 'The SWP aclciitionally takes umbrage 
at the seemingly sincere but mi•guided motives o! scvetal New Mob~ 
orllanh;ationl to work lor peace candidates through the summer and .into 
the (all.
