After thr• plan wafi approved, however, 
the RuHsians wRstc~d no time in urJ!nni7.in~ aJI wnrlcl fnrn's from thC' 
left. lly t·nntr;u'lt, westc:rn·•Hic!nlt~cl anct nnt:ummiltecl national delegates 
wr.rc nnivdy trappecl in tlul! pnlitic-~J manipulation of"t'fic wnrJrl commu­
nislt nmvrnwnt.

Although parti­
cipants were ·rmppust.•d to be ZS years nf a.gr.~ or younger, a number of the 
cast block parlidpnnts were~ rt~r.:n~nizerl professionals who had learned 
their 'tactks at past youth fcstivalB in various communist capitals. Many 
of the communist so-called youth clelegates were pressing 40 years of age • 

The t"onference was highlightc~Ct by d1~nnndation ancl by delegate 
walkouts, not to mention. cat-call nnd hissing tactics during various 
sessions of the conference. When th~ western or nonC"ommiltt•d cldc· 
gates walkt!~l out tlu~ result was merdy nm~ of fnc:e-savin~ di,:!nity. ~ Wlwn­
the communists waltccd out. however, it wns always at a C"rilknl time 
desiRnecl to prevent valid votes on key topics .
