HIEF of Police Michael Venore has
had the unusual distinction of start-
ing his career as a law enforcement

officer at the top! When he was appointed
chief in 1924, he was the whole force.
Fair Lawn, New Jersey, was a small bor-
ough of 1200 then. Today it is a thriving
community of 24,000 people.

“Those early days, when I had no force,

- were really something.” Chief Venore re-

lates. “'At that stage of the game, I knew

little about law enforcement. Luckily I

had no need for it. There wasn’t much

crime, and my duties consisted mainly of
patrolling.”

Throughout his years as police chief,
Chief Venore has worked on many im-
portant cases, yet the one which he singles
out as being the most memorable did not
concern a major crime,

“A few years ago, | received a call early
one morning reporting that a home had
been broken into and robbed. | investi-
gated with a couple of my men, and found
that the home had been stripped of all
valuables. Across the street from chis



house there was a vacant home. On a
hunch, I decided to investigate it. As I
entered and searched the ground floor, I
heard a noise in the cellar. Frankly, I
didn’t think that the noise meant any-
thing, but nevertheless I locked the cellar
door and instructed one of my men to
watch the windows while I searched the
upstairs.

“When I entered the master bedroom
I found a suitcase containing all the valu-
ables stolen from the house across the
street. Also, there was a loaded revolver
lying on the bureau. My man was in the
house! 1 carefully searched every room
and found them empty. This left only the
cellar as a possible hiding-place. Burt for-
tunately I didn't enter the cellar to try
and capture him. If I had, I wouldn't be
-here today.”

Realizing the danger that lay in enter-
ing the cellar via the stairs, Chief Venore
decided to outwit the criminal. "I had a
phony talk with one of my men outside the
cellar door. We spoke loud enough for
the criminal to hear us and then decided to
‘leave’.” That is, Chief Venore stayed, and
merely had his car driven away by one
of the policemen. Then Chief Venore and
another assistant waited, braced flat
against the walls of the house so the crimi-
nal couldn’t see them when he looked out
of the windows. Within a half an hour,
the burglar was arrested while climbing
out of a cellar window.

“I sent upstate for this man's record,
and I was horrified to see that he had been
in and out of jail ever since he was 13 years
old. I talked with him at considerable
length, and his story was a pathetic one.
From that moment on, I decided to stop
being a flatfoot cop and start looking into
the social and human side of police work.”

Chief Venore's decision was one that
has paid off in good will, for since that
moment he has spent the majority-of his
time working with people who were hav-
ing difficulties and trying to straighten
them out.

“One of the first actions 1 performed

after my change of heart was to see about

the organization of a Boys’ Club. It started
out in a very small way, but today it is
one of the finest in the state. We have
over 700 members, a fine clubhouse and a
90 acre summer camp. The club is run by
professionals and community volunteers.
Our primary objective is to provide
healthful hobbies for the youngsters, since
it is easy for them to go astray when they
have too much leisure time."

Chief Venore's method of handling

_ youthful cases is both unique and effective.

"All my men are instructed to keep youth-

ful offenders away from the police depart-

ment. I think I would break a man who
had the nerve to bring a kid to jail. All I
want my men to do is to take their names
and addresses and turn them over to me.’
From this point on, Chjef Venore per-
sonally takes over—visits the boy’s home,
spends time with parents, rehglous lead-
ers and schools in order to straighten out
the delinquent. In his years of youth work,
Chief Venore has built up a remarkable
record in the prevention of crime.

Chief Venore has spent many hours
seeking the causes of the troubles in which
people involve themselves. “'I have tried
to set myself up as a social worker for the
town,” he declares. "I try to give proper
guidanceatall times, and | have attempted
to give children supreme confidence in me.
Actually my work doesn't stop with
youngsters, for in many cases marital
troubles are the underlying factors that
cause delinquency.”

The chief will do everything to help a
first offender, but he will not tolerate
repetitions. Also, parents who neglect or
abuse their children do not merit his sym-
pathy.

The men serving under Chief Venore
have all been handpicked. I don't want
mere cops on my force,” Chief Venore
says. "'l want men who have sympathy and
understanding and yet are firm. My men
must inspire confidence, so that the towns-
people feel free to talk to them about any
of their personal problems.”

Chief Venore's work never ends. He is
on duty 24 hours of the day, and much of



this time is spent working with boys and

girls. “The young people of today are the
leaders of tomorrow. I know that when I
retire 1 want to have top officials govern-
ing this town. Therefore it is extremely
‘important that children receive the kind
of guidance that will guarantee a good
future.” Chief Venore relates.

A greart deal of the Chief’s time is spent
lecturing. Over a year’s period he is called
an to speak at every conceivable type of
function, and his topics vary from “Your
Responsibilities as a Citizen” to “The
Proper Way to Ride a Bicycle.”

“I spend a great deal of time really

getting close to the citizens of the com-"
munity. The day when a mother told her
child that if he wasa’t good she would
call a policeman is on the way out. Gradu-
ally parents are becoming convinced that
a policeman is truly a friend at all times'
says Chief Venore.

In his 25 years as police chief Michael
Venore has built up a new philosophy of
law enforcement work. He has devoted
his life to helping those who are in need
of aid and has succeeded in straightening
out the lives of countless citizens, both
young and old, who have needed assist-
ance. THE END
