The owner spent
five million dollars on the house which today occupies a six acre space in the
Santa Clara Valley near San Jose, California. To an original seventeen reoms,
143 more were added, as well as 2,000 doors, 10,000 windows, and forty stair-
ways, some leading nowhere. The house stopped growing with the widow's death
in 1922, and today curious visitors stroll the endless corridors of the world's
