This Modern Standard Arabic Basic Course, consisting of
twenty-three volumes of lessons and accompanying tapes, workbooks,
and references, was developed and produced by the Defense Language
Institute, Foreign Language Center (DLIFLC).

The course is designed for use in a full-time resident train-
ing program consisting of six hours of instruction each day, five
days a week. For maximum effectiveness the course should be
taught by qualified instructors who are educated native speakers
of Modern Standard Arabic. Additional text material is being
prepared for appropriate colloquial Arabic dialects to be used as
required.

A. Measure VIII verbs

The past tense form of Measure VIII verbs is Fta9al.— (at the
beginning of a sentence and after a pause, /'i~/ is added to avoid a
sequence of two consonants in utterance-initial position); a verb of
this measure may be derived from a Measure I verb by infixing /-t-/
after the first root consonant:

nagala 'to move (transitive)'
intagala 'to move (intransitive)’

B. Relationship between Measure I and Measure VIII

The meaning which a Measure VIII verb adds to the corresponding
Measure I verb may be reflexive or reciprocal; reflexivity is illustrated
by the first example below, and reciprocity is illustrated by the second:

(1) nagala 'to move (someone or something)'
intagqala 'to move (intransitive, i.e., to
move cneself to some locality)'

(2) gataluu 'they killed (someone or something)’
igtataluu 'they fought each other’

The meaning of the Measure VIII verb may be identical to that of
the corresponding Measure I verb:

bada'a lijtimaa9, 'The meeting started.'
ibtada'a lijtimaa9. 'The meeting started.'

A Measure VIII verb may contrast with the corresponding Measure I
verb in that the former is followed by a preposition while the latter
is followed by a direct object:
istama9a lilbayaani lyawm. 'He listened to the statement today."'
sami9a lbayaana lyawm. 'He heard the statement today.'

C. The verbal noun of Measure VIII verbs

The shape of the verbal noun associated with Measure VIII is
FtiSaal, thus the verbal noun of ijtama9a 'to meet, to get together’

is ijtimaa9.

D. Source of confusion between Measure VIII and Mesasure VII

It is sometimes difficult for beginners to des.de whether the
measure of a given verb is nFa9al.~ or Fta9al-. TFor example, the verbs
ngaraf and ntagal may both seem to be of the measuyr- nFa%al—-; actually,
the first is of the measure nFa9al- while the second is of the measure
FtaalL-. It is important to remember that the /n/ in nFa%al- is a
prefix rather than a root consonant. The root cor:sonants of the verb
ngaraf are /s/, /r/, and /f/; the /n~/ is therefore a prefix, and the
verb is of the measure nFa9al-. On the other hand, the root consocnants
of the verb ntagal are /n/, /q/, and /1/; the measure of the verb is
therefore not nFa9alL-.

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B. The meaning of the present tense

The verb yaktubu 'he writes' has different meanings in the
following two sentences:

aktubu 1'aan. 'T am writing now.'
aittubu fi lmasaa’'. 'T write in the evening.'

In the first sentence the verb expresses a continuity similar to that
expressed by English verbs which end in -ing; in the second sentence, it
expresses a habitual or repetitive action.

Arabic verbs fall into two classes:

(1) The first class consists of verbs which, depending on the
context, may express either continuity or repetitiveness. This class
is illustrated by yagra'u 'he reads', yaktubu 'he writes', and yadrusu
'he studies.'

(2) The second class consists of verbs which express repetitiveness
but not continuity. The members of this.class are usually verbs which
denote motion or a state (rather than an action); examples are yadhabu
'he goes', yarji9u 'he returns', yadxulu ‘he enters', yaxyuju 'he goes
out', yafhamu 'he understands', and yaHduru 'he attends'. It would
be-wrong, however, to assume that the-second class includesweverz verb
which denotes motion and every verb which denotes a state rather than
an action; the verb vyaskunu 'he lives(dwells)', for example, belongs
to the first class even though it denotes a state:

askunu fii haada lbayt. 'T (now) live in this house.'
askunu hunaa fi ggayf. 'I live here in the summer.'

C. The huwa, anta, and anaa forms of present~tense verbs

Present-tense forms are marked for person by prefixes (you will
recall that past-tense forms are marked for person by suffixes). The
following examples show the prefixes which mark present—-tense forms
for person agreement with the subjects huwa 'he', anta 'you (addressing
a male)', and anaa 'I' (each of those prefixes is followed by a hyphen):

(huwa) ya~-ktubu 'he writes'
(anta) ta-ktubu 'vou write'
