GENEVA, May 11 (A.P.) — Former Swedish prime minister Olof
Palme will renew his peace initiative to Iran and Iraq later this month,
a United Nations spokesman said here today.

The announcement followed three hours of private talks between .
Mr. Palme and U.N. Secretary General Kurt Waldheim, who arrived
in Geneva yesterday after talks with Portuguese officials in Lisbon
about independence for East Timor and Namibia.

Mr. Palme. travelling as a special U.N. envoy, has periodicaily
visited authorities in Iran and Iraq since their border war broke oui
last Sept. 22. His accomplishments in seeking peace there have been

considered limited at best.

The U.N. spokesman, Mr. Anthony Cumow, said no precise dates
have been selected for Mr. Palme’s next trip to the Gulf. He was to
return to Stockholm later today. (Related story on page 5)

Giscard wins... locally

AMMAN, May 11 (J.T.) —
French President Valery Giscard
d’Estaing, narrowly. beaten out in
yesterday's presidential elections
by Socialist Leader Francois Mit-
terrand, may take some slight
comfort in the fact that in Jordan;
at least, he won.

In ballotdng beld at the French
embassy -here yesterday, 103
French nationals voted out of 114
who had registered, French Press
.Attache Jean Felix Paganon told
the Jordan Times. The race was
close in Jordan as in France, Mr.
Paganon said: Mr. Mitterrand
won 41 votes, Mr. Giscard d'Est-
aing 59 and three of the ballots
cast were blank.

This followed the usual pattem
for French nationals voting abr-
oad, Mr. Paganon said: expairiate
voting usually tends wo favour an
incumbent. and a conservative
candidate over a more liberal one.

He attributed this to the fact that
expatriates are concemned less
with domestic issues than with
those that concerned Framce's
image as a nation.

French people living abroad can
vote in a presidential election eit-
her at their embassies or by mail.
Abgour 120 voters in Jordan cast
mail ballots in yesterday's ele-
ction, Mr. Paganon said.

Absentee voting is allowable
only by mail in legislative ele-
ctions, which are coming up on
June 21 and 28.

FRANKFURT, May 11 {(R) —
The economics minister of West
Germany’'s Hessen State was shot
dead early today on what aut-
horities sait was a political killing.

Mr. Heinz Karry, 61, was shot
in the stomach as he lay in bed at
his suburban Frankfurt home and
died an hour Iater as an ambulance
arrived to take him to hospital,
police said.

The federal prosecutor’s office
in* Karlsruhe took charge of inv-
estipations, saying it suspected
urban guerrillas were involved in
the killing. No-one has claimed
responsibility for the attack.

Public Prosecutor Heinz Hau-
eisen told reporters at the scene
that one or more assaflants used a
ladder to climb through Mr.
Karry's open bedroom window.
The killer fired at least four shots
at Mr. Karry over his wife’s body.

Hessen Interior Minister Ekk-
ehard Gries said there was no
doubt that the carefully-planned
killing was politically motivated.

Mr. Karry had received a spate
of anonymous telephone calls
apparently aimed at discovering
when he was usually at bome. The
Jiberal politician’s wife took the

However, in order 1o make this
vision a reality, it will be necessary
for broadcasting organisations in
the region to obtain a substantial
reduction in satellite tariffs. The

ion.

Dr. Sabbagh also remarked on
the difference in outlooks bet-
ween Jordan and the West.

*"Here (in Jordan), we are con-
cerned with the rehabilitation of
the disabled, whereas in England
and Europe the emphasis is niore
on caring for the old and dying.
The saciety here is such that there
is always cure for the old within
the family itself, so we are able 1o
devote more time and effort to

A randwm study made recently
by the Queen Alia Jordan Social
Woelfare Fund estimated that app-
roximately 17,000 Jordanians are
handicapped: *“but I would say at
least 25,000 are disabled,” Dr.
Sabbagh said.”

The most common rype of dis-
ability in Jordan is locomotive --
for example polio, back problems,
fractures of the spine and rhe-
umatism -- making up over 50 per
cent of the ailments.

There are also voluntary org-
anisations, such as Al Hussein
Saciety for Child Welfare, which
offer their services free of charge.
At preseni, Al Bashir Hospital
charges a bare minimum for its
rehabilitation services, but the
Jordanian National Commirtee, of

.involved in a self-rehabilitation

programme. This progrumme is
designed to treat milder forms of
disability, and the emphasis is on
the disabled themselves sharing in
their own treatment. Under this
plan, social and medical workers
are sent regularly to the homes of
the patients in order to check up
on their progress.

Disabled people are looked
after in other ways as well. There
is 2 vocational centre for the han-
dicapped in Ruseifa, and Dr. Sab-
bagh said that there are plans to
open two other major centres -
one in the Irbid area and another
one in the south of the country.

=The fully rehabilitated person
will be placed in one of these cen-
tres for assessment,” Dr. Sabbagh
explained, "and after his interasis
and talents are determined, he will
be enrolled in an apprcpna te cou-
rse. For example, if he is good at
woodworking, and interested in it.
we will train him to be a carpenter.
Atthe endof the course. he will be
sent home witha degree; and with
this degree he will be quaiified to
practise his trade.

“These centres must be opened
this year,” Dr. Sabbagh stressed.

There are also schemes -- but
they are still just ideas -- tosetupa

system by which a person who is
totally disabled will live, 2s well as
work. at the vocational cenrre at
which he is being trained.

There are several major pro-
blems facing the committees and
doctors who want o change the
existing outlook towards the han-
dicapped. One of the most obv-
ious is the matter of money. Dr.

Sabbagh said that there are no def-
inite plans as yer on how to raise
money for the handicapped, but
he wants 1o organise something
similar 1o the March of Dimes in
the U.S. The funds that are raised
will go towards the vocational cen-
tres: towards buying wheelchairs
{by the end of 1981 every person
in need of a wheelchair will have
one) and buying hearing aids.

Integration

Dr. Sabbagh's main interest lies
in the integration of the disabled
into society. The most obvious
way to do this, and quite an easy
thing to accomplish, too. is 1o
adapt ordinary schools to acc-
ommodate wheelchairs and other
aids for handicapped childiren. Dr.
Sabbaghs plan is to categorise chi-
idren according to their han-
dicaps; and as long as the disability

is onlv physical -- not mental --
they will go the same schools as
their more fortunaie peers, “so
they get used to each other.” In
the case of mentally and severcly
physically handicapped children,
bowever, special schools must be
opened.

“We want 1o abolish dis-
crimination against the han-
dicapped.” Dr. Sabbagh stressed.
*'We have proposed that three 10
five per cenr of these people sho-
uld be employed in government
work, provided they are gualified
for the job. There should be no
discrimination in jobs, pensions,
or degrees that these people rec-
eive.

*The main idea is for others o _

dccept disability, and also to give
the disabled themselves a chance
To be integrated into normal soc-
iety,” he continued. **The family
plays u very important role here,
and it must share in integrating the
handicapped.

“Although we bave the latest
equipment in our physio-therapy
Toom, and fully trained and qua-
liied physiotherapists, we are
understaffed; and it is up to the
handicapped person himself and
his famidy to help in his reh-
abilitation and re-entry into soc-
iety.™

Supertanker’s golden days are over

HAMBURG, May 11 {R) — The days of the
extra-large superianker are over, and half of the
world’s current tanker fleet is already ourdated
and uneconomic, a leading West German oil ind-
ustry chief said today.

Wilhelm von Ilsemann, member of the man-
aging buard of Deutsche Shell, told a shipping
symposium here that up to 45 per cent of the
world's tanker fleet was already redundant and
this figure would climb to 53 per cent in the next
12 months,

in the next decade would probably be about a
billion tonnes. requiring between 320 and 350
vice {very large crude carrier) tankers, about hatf

the number now in operation, he said. .

Mr. Von Ilsemann said tankers capable of car-
rying up to half a million tonnes would no longer
b_e built because they vsed too much fuel and their
size meant they could only be loaded at certain
ports.

The tankers of the future would carry between
200,000 and 250,000 tonnes, small enough to
pass through the Suez Canal after completion of
its planned second expansion phase.

New tankers would have 1o transport different
tvpes of oil. using less fuel. State control of fleets
could increase, as present freight rates did not
always cover costs. he said.

Arab oil revenues up 52% in 1980

BAHRAIN, May 11 (R) — The oil revenues of 10 Arab states
rose 52 per cent last year to total $209 billion according to the
annual report of the Organisation of Arab Petroleum Exporting
Countries (OAPEC).

The OAPEC members include Saudi Arabia, the biggest oil
exporter, which the report said accounted for half the oil they
produced and half the earnings. -

It added that Western inflation and a weak dollar reduced the
real value of the increased oil revenues.

a disappointment. Declarer
had at least one spade loser.
Therefore, it seemed that he
would have to rely on the
club finesse to make his slam.
One glance at the layout
reveals that this would have
failed and the slam would
have been defezated.

Declarer unearthed a line
that mproved his chances
enormously. Instead of win-
ning the ace of hearts and
discarding a club from his
hand, he played low from
dummy and ruffed.

Next came the ace and
king of spades and declarer
heaved a sigh of relief when
both defenders followed.

The ace and king of
diamonds were now cashed.
With the stage set, declarer
led a trump, discarding a
heart from duramy. When it
turned out that West held
the last trump, deelsrer
could claim his contract.

If West exited with a red
suit, he would permit
declarer to get two club
discards on the ace of hearts
and queen of diamonds. A
club lead would prove equal-
ly suicidal: declarer would
play dummy’s ten and,
whetler ar not East could
cover, declarer would be
assured of an entry to dum-
my to discard his remaining
jow elub.

What if East won the third
spade? Declarer would be no
worse off than if he had taken
the club finesse early. East’s
only safe return would be a
club and declarer would let
that run. Observe that the
‘erucial maneuver in this
whole plan was the holdup of
the ace of hearts at trick one.

Spanish police foil planned
prison breakout by Basques

MADRID, May 11 (R) — Spa-
nish police have foiled a planned
mass puison breakout by about
100 Buasque separatists. interior
ministry sources said today.

They said the plin was une-
overed during investigations into
last week's IETA (Basque Hom-
cland and Liberty) bomb auack
on the carof the head of King fuan
Caros’s military  houschold  in
central Madrid. Three soldiers
were killed in the attack.

Seven suspected members of
the scparitist organisation ETA
were  detained and  two  safe-
houses were uncovered in con-
nection with the Madrid prison
breakout plan, the sources added.

In one of the houses police
found x grenade lawuncher, three
armour picrcing shells, four ass-
ault rifles, two submachine guns,
revolvers, explostves, false car
number plates, a radio receiver
and various documents.

The sources said among the
documents were maps of Car-
abanchel Priseon and plans for the
mass escape of members of ETA'S
hardline Military and less radical

Political-Military wings and uf the

autonomous commindos, which is
close io the guerrilla organisation.

The exact dute of the planned
breakoust was not kaown but the
separatists were to have headed
for Franee, the sources said.

Confusion increased today reg-
arding the deaths of three young
men after a shooting incident with
Civil Guards near the southern
town of Almerin.

An official statement  issued
yesterday, hours after the incident
was first reporied, said the three
men were burnt to death in a car
after they were shot at by Civil

Ciuzerds from whom they were try-
ing o eseape.

The statemenm said the men had
heen arrested on Saturday on sus-
picion that they toak part in urban
puerrilla attacks which cost live
Iives in Madrid last week.

MiG landing in Japan in ’76

TOKYQ, May 11 {R) — Central
Intelligence Ageney (CIA} was
behind the defection of a Soviet
pilot who landed his then top-
secret MiG-25 fighter plane in
Juapan in 1976, the Japanese news
agency Kyodo has reported.

Quating unnamed  Japanese
security officials, the agency said
CIA agents in Moscow, with the
hefp of a British intelfigence
agent, offered Soviet Lt Viktor
Belenke political asylum in the
United States in return for a
fully-equipped MiG-25.

There was no immediate official
comment either in Tokyo or Was-
hington on the Kyodo report. The
U.S. State Department said: ~*Wa
don’tcomment on intelligence act-

- ivities.”
