Gibraltar, Jan. 3, 1818,

“An official dispatch has heen received
from Oran, dated the 26th of last month,
by which it appears that the plague con-
tinues to desolate Bona and Constantine,
and that it still rages in Algiers where the
number of deaths amounts to 30 a day.
We arz particularly sorry to add, that this
dreadful diseasc had spread to the towns
of Blida, Media and Mina, all of them
situated to the westward of Algiers, and
the last within 25 leagues cnly of Oran,
no fewer than 10 individuals being daily
carried off in each of those places. In
consequence of this unpleasant intelligence
and the malady being expected shurtly to
extend to Oran (if even 1t does not alrea-
dy exist there) the measures of precaution
will be enforced with increased rigor in
this port. )

The dispatch further confirms the intel-
ligence uf the Dey of Algiers baving with-
drawn to the citadel of Caspa, and ascnb-
es this determination to the many plots
framed by the Javissaries against his life.
The Dey has also dismissed the Turkish
soldiers who composed his guard, and
black troops are now doing duty sbout his
person.

Abhout a month before the date of the
dispatch, the Bey of Oran had been
strangled, the second in command thrown
jnto confinement, and all the principal of-
ficers changed.—The new Bey, a Turk
of the name of Cassan, arrived at Oran
from Algiers on the 6th of December,
with a retinue of about 3000 persons.
"I'welve of his soldiers had died of the
plague on the road. )

Soon after the murder
of Dykes’ family, most of the inhabitants
exposed to Indian deprectution sought safe-
ty by retiring to thickly peopled settle-
ments. Six men, whose affars and the
situation of their wives would not warrant
them to follow the prudent example of their
neighbors, associated themselves togetber
for mutual safety in one house, about 14
miles below the bridge on the Great Satil-
la. On the eveninng of the 14th, five of

of them went out for the purpose of calling
up their swine, but before they had got
out of sight of the house an ambuscade of
Indians fired on and killed four of them.
Joseph Stafford, and three brothers named
Osteen, were slain.  John Moore escaped
to the house. The same gentleman also
informs, that it was currently reported that
a family ofthe name of Grantham, consist=
ing of nine persons, and living about ten
miles above Blackshear’s road, near the
source of the Satilla, had, without the ex-

ception of asingle life, been butchered.

The P:ince Regent is persusded thet yon
will deeply participate in the affliction with
which his Royal Highness has been visited, by
the calamitous and untimely death of his be-
loved and only child the Princess Charlotte,
Uader this awful dispensation of Providence, it
has been a soothing conselation to the Prince
Resent’s heart, to receive from all descriptions
of his Mujesty’s subjects, the most cordial
assurances buth of their just sence of the loss
which they have sustained, and of their sym-
pathy with his pareatal sorrow : and, amidst
his awn suff-rings, his Royal Highness has not
been pnmindful of the effect which the sad
event must have on the ioterests snd future
