FROM ENGLISH PAPERS.
London, May 30.

French papers lo tbe 30th arrived last
night by express. They arc chiefly taken
up with the theme of Missolonghi. Intel-
ligence from Augsburg, of the 22d, gives
very unfavourable accounts of the health
of the emperor of Austria, lie sutlers, it
is said, under a marasmus, or general wast-
ing of (he solids ;—the consequence, most
probably, of the violent attack of sickness
under wbicli he lately suffered. It jg a
source of comfort to him under such cir-
cumslances.that the amicable arrangements
between Turkey and ttuisia, in which Au-
stria is so deeply interested, have been fi-
nally settled. From the desciiption of the
disease, the case of the monarch is much
more dangerous than during his late fever.

The order of the Day was, for deliba-
lating on the sum to be appropriated for
Public Instruction, viz. 540,000f., for the
general administration.

M. Casimir Perier desired to know what
exactly was the state of public instruction.
Yesterday, it was said, that seven establish-
ments wore under the direction of a cele-
brated society, and that they had been con-
fided to them by the bishops, and were be-
yond the reach of the civil authority.

The bishop of Hermopolis admitted,
that there existed in France a great deal of
agitation, produced by causes, which put
in motion the strongesthopes and the stron-
gest fears. It exists eveiy where, and a-
midst all classes. When imagination is
suffered to usurp the place of reason-
when phantons aresubsistuted for realities 1I—the society, it may be said, is disordered.
I do not pretend, he ?aid, that this uneasi-
ness will bring on commotions and revolu-
tions. We have guarantees for the stability
of the Throne; and I do not speak of une-
asiness to inspire fear ; but the former ora-
tor has referred to the discources which I
delivered yesterday, and I hope, therefore,
I may be permitted to make a few obser-
vations on what he said at the preceding
meeting. It has been supposed that my
refusal to associate with a pious meeting
arose from weighty mb'tires. This is a
mistake. JfI mentioned my refusal, it was
to show that I took no interest in the ques-
tion ; and my motives for my refusal were
lhi3 :—A member of any society is o-
bliged to submit to some particular prac-
tices ; to go to the meetings at the appoint-
ed hours ; and to contract intimacies with
some of the members of the society. This
did not suit me. I did not wish to under-
take new duties; and from this circum-
stance, no conclusion unfavourable to the
congregation can be drawn. We are
threatened with a celebrated society which,
Uis said, Was proscribed in France. This
is true ; but it must be recollected that the
decrees alluded to were much modified a
short time after they were issued ; so much
so, that those affected by them had per-
mission to return ftom their banishment,
and they enjoyed the pensions assigned
them by the government. I was young
when I first came to Paris, and the chief
professorships were then confided to mem-
bers of this society, they were the Confes-
sors and the Directors of many religious
houses. Such was the state of things be-
fore the revolution ; and thus the measures
of severity were relaxed, or rather treated
as never having been passed, A law of
February 17, 1790, abolished perpetual
yows could nul be acknowledged, so that

No, as individuals; and as to the law of
the Constitutional Assembly which has been
quoted, that only applied to reiigin-j? cor-
porations existing at the time, and not to a
proscribed sect. It was sufficient that that
sect had been condemned by an unrepeal-
ed law, and if it existed, it was in defiance
of the laws of the realm.

Rome, May '1- —On Ascension Day the
Pope, in excellent health, attended the
Papal Mass in the church of Giovanni in
Laterano (where it was always performed
on that dayj, and afterwards gave his be-
nedictions from the balcony. Attempts
were made in the time of the late Cardinal
Gonsalvj to induce him to prohibit the
French Journals, but without success ; for
be generally answered, " Poll ! the Roman
don't read." The present government
which in the first two years magnanimously
overlooked the scandalous attacks of those
Journals, seems at length to have lost its
patience ; and, in addition to the Consti-
tutional, which was before prohibited
though only in appearance, and, as it was
then affirmed, at the instance of the Jesuits,the prohibition has just been extended to
the Journal dcs Debuts, the Courier Fran-
cais, and the Etoile. Nobody wonders at
the fate of the first three Journals, but thatthe ministerial Journal, the Etoile, ia pro-hibited, induces our newsmongers to con-
nect it with other events.

Of the news of the day, the mo
tant is the report that the Order of Malta
will be removed to a city in the Papal do-
minions, and that the Bull on the subject
is in the press.

June 2.
(From the Etoile, dated May 30.)

Pans, May 69.—The Greek fleet is
gone to the Archipelago, whither it is sup-
posed that it will be followed by the capi-
tan Pacha, who has sailed towards the
south, lbvuhim is gone to Tripolizza,
whence he will proceed against Napoli di
Romania; and the Seraskier is commissi-
oned to make himself master of Corinth.
Discord stMl reigns among thn Greeks,who are puffed up with pride at the ap-pearance of success, and reduced to des-pair at each disappointment.

Enfranchisement of the Russian Peasan-
try.—A memorable circumstance in I hehistory of Russia, which will evèt endearthe name, of the late chancellor of that
empire, Count Rumaotsof, i„ the advoca-tes of freedom and the friends of humani-ty, gave a new and a powerful impulse to
Alexander's wise psans. In 1803 theCount had expressed a wish to be allowedto give some of his vassals their libertyand to bestow \ipon them some portions ofland, so that they might become free cuUlivators, a class hitherto unknown in Rus-sia. Alexander, ever alive to the interestsof the peasantry, by an ukaz of the 4th ofMarch of the same year, created this new
class of subjects. By virtue of it, everylanded proprietor was permitted to trans-fer to vassals, on giving them their liberty,assigned portions of land, to be held bythem as free cultivators, either by sale or
on other conditions. In 1804, the enfran-chisement of the peasants steadily, thoughslowly, continued. The government tookcare that those who wen; made free shouldhave suffi.-.ient means of subsistence, andthat their libeily should really be a bles-sing. In 180.5, M. fcolovof, a nobleman,and a counsellor of state, presented a glo-
rious example'to his countrymen, by libe-
rating five thousand of his vassals, who
were to pay him, in nineteen years, one
million and a half of rubles for the landsgiven up to their: : an example which hasbeen followed by a few patriotic individu-als; and the emperor, from that time,
constantly promoted the cause of etnan-cipauon, except during aft. w of the last
fliuntus of bis existence. Slavery was for-
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bieriy abolished by the nobility of
land in 1818 ; and the nobles of Livoniadecreed, in 1819, its gradual abolition ; so
Uud, by IS2B, ail the peasants of that pro-
vince should be free, while ill children,
who were born after the publication ei'the.
oulunhance of 1819. were to be free from
their birth.—Monthly Review.

The Memorialßurielais says, that there
is more talk than ever of the retreat öf (lie
duke de I'infantado ; it even seems that
the deplomalists expressed a wish that
he should quit tire helm. M. Oi'alia is
spoken of to take the place of prime mi-
nister ; others speak of' two counsellors of
Castile as his successois.

We learn from Madrid that there has
been formed >n all parts of the kingdom an
tfriti-'/lpostulico-Cartist Junta, which com-
municates directly with the Diiector Ge-
neral Precacbo, and that it has already
been of great service to the internal tran-
quillity of the kingdom.

Private letters, received yesterday at
Paris, announce that the greater part of the
garrison at Missolonghi. after having made
its way through the Egyptian army, ami
saved the women and children, who ac-
eompauied it, has arrived at Salona.

June 5.
