Thus, the CRAUSTARK same was 1963A,
and the RURITANIA game wWas 19638, It is that declaratlon, on 23 October 1963, which
laid the hasza for the Boardman Numbers, still in use more than 8 years later,
~Why 46 I say that there was no need for this system? The early concept of
postal Diplomacy was one of guite limited numbers of pecple being involved. Boardman
had in fact 'not been adle to obtain 7 players for his own game and bad begun a S-nan
game under the then-cirrent rules., For some time, GRAUSTARK could publish complete
address lists for all postal players and rether complete reviews of completed games,
since theye were only a few dozen of the former amla h of the 1atter. Thexrefore,
anyone who was ‘interésted could subscribe to all of the very fow postal 'cines them
published -#nd Tollow the games directly without any strain. PFurthermore, the earliest
concept of a postal 'zine was that 3t would carxy only one game., For instance, when
Boardsan -opaned.-a-gane-while g -gome wes st11) active in GRAUSTARE, he alsd started
& new ‘gine for it, FREDONIA. It wass thus possible to speak of “the GRAUSTARK game,"
“the WITDIR game," “the TRANTOR gams,” and so on, with perfect clarity. Evmbndy
would know what you meant, R
' rr wasbeliher-of these two sltuations remained true for Vez;y long. Within a few
years, posta)l Dip].omqr underwent a rapid expansion. Very few games began in 1963 or
1964, tut i .1965.the Boarinan Hunbers reached 1965d, in 1966 they reached 19668P
(staxti.ng all-qyer £roa "A" each year, of course), and in 1968 we maached 1968CK. This’
vas the pecemd uotil 1971, which reached 1974EK. ((1971EN decause of games discovered
" in early 1972:as-having begun in 197i. LWL)) As the games increased, so did the mumber
of people playing them, so that it was no longer an easy matter to keep track of games
or players, ad:ik-had been in 1963 or 1964, or even 1965.
- Furthermore, the single-game °zine died almost as soon as i1t was born.
Game 196PA ended afier 6 game-years, and Baaydman organized a new 7-man game. It
began exactly when 1963A ended. (Ncote; I began in 1963, Wt is 196LA, since
Boardman assigned pumbers on the basis of Spring 1901 deadline date. This policy was
later changed; so that the ‘date of the gamc's announcement is 'mow used as the criterion
as to what year the gama begins.) But John did not start a new ‘zine. The nsw game
ran in GRAUSTAR(, so that there were now two, "GRAUSTARK games,” the cld one and the new
one. Then in the Fall of 1964 , Charles G. B of Los Angeles really upset the
applecart by bring cut WILD ‘N dQOLY. ¥Nd wouldhave not one game, or a series of games
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one efter the other, tud soversl gewes at onca! It would not te possible to spoak of
“the WILD ‘N WOOLY game” with eny precision. The reed for the Boardman Numbers quick-
1y then became manifest.

As a side note, Dan Brannen himself had a scheme for numbering gamea. He
proposed the same scheme ides as Boardman's, Tt having a unigue alphabetical desig-
nator for the 'wine involved, followed bya desigmator for the game given in the order
the game begins in the ‘zine. Aside from thbe obvious clumsiness of this, it presupposes,
there will be no more than 26 ‘zines, and there are more than twice that number now.

As the manber of games rose, GRAUSTARK HAD A PROBLEM. If the "zine went over
an ocunce, it would becoms too expensive to maintain., Even though it appeared every
two weeks, the ‘zine still did not have enough room to contein the new 1listings, changes,
and the comploted game resumes which would ultimately arise, Eventually, .John felt it
necessary to ask 20meone else to take over the obligetions of the Boardman Numbers.

In September 1967, Charles Wells became the second custodizn of the BRoard-
man Numbers, publishing the relevant data in his excellent (ut unfortunately now
defurct) gamezine, LONELY MOUNTAIN. It was under Charles that the Numbers achleved
very nearly their present format. Charles instituted iwo important improvements. Wirst,
he no longer listed ganmes which obviously were not regular games. Tean games (where
several countries were in permanent alliance--usuelly two teams of 3, with or without
the 7th power playe independently) werc the rage in 1965-66, and received Boardman Numbers.
ith the institution of Miller Kumbsrs for variant games, there was no further need
for this. Secondly, Charles instituled the use of - a prefix (#) to dencte games
which, while more or less regulex in appsarance, were in fact not quite so. Thus, my
#1970E, for instance, is a S5-man game instead of a T-man game, F1970BQ was & "local®
or "telephone” game (in this case, with decdlines 7 days or less apart), and 50 on.

In March 1968, Charles irpasferred the Fumbers to John Koning of sTab.

John published them, much as Challes had, for a litile more than a year, until July 1965,
Scheduling difficulties then caused a lapsc in John's publishine.

In October 1969, when oTad had not appeared for three months, I called John
and asked hin if he would 1like me 40 take up the job of the Humbers. He sald that he
did, and I have assigned then ér e little more than 2 years.

The Numbers appzared (and still appear) in NUMENOR. That was intended to
be 2 gamezine as well,tut soon got so huge as 4o be unmanageahle. It was bhroken up,
and the NUMENOR segnent now contains the Numbers and relaeted data, plus other statistic-
2l things as hhere is reon.

. Thus, fzém a 1ittle ides ifivolvifng only 2 genes, the Boardman Numbers have
grown to a porject requirirg the facilities of an entire magazine, In the process of
administering the mumbers, I have noted the following policies carried over from previous
custodians, amd which I contimue to follow;

1. The Boardman Numbers are not comnected with any srganization; they are
an independent entity.

2. Boardman Numbers are assigned to all postal Diplomacy games which use
the GRI doard and rules and which sre not manifestly and obvicusly variant games,

3. There is no connection between the Hunbosrs and the criteria established
for any rating system. (In tho specific comtext, my own. Kumbers are assigned to
a great many games which I won't imclude 4n my ratings.)

4. The Boardman Numbers are the sole responsabiltiy of the custodian,
acting on bohalf of postal Diplomacy generally. If he 1S unable %o discharge that
responsibility, he must make suitable arrangements for the transfer of the Numbers to a
new custodian.
