Malfunctions arc usually Hie result of wont parts or improper 
care of the *m. A knowledge of how the gun functions 
enables the ueer to classify and correct the mil function. Listed 
bdow are the types of mil functions which irrfrfit occur. 

1. Failure to Feed. The top cartridge in the magazine is not 
posltfooed up and in front of the bdt. Most malfunctions 
of the submachine gun are failure* to feed caused by a 
defective or dirty magazine. 

2. Failure to Chamber. The top cartridge frmn the magazine 
is not seated in the chamber.
