Also, there are different water temperatures. The most important things is selecting the color 
of the lure. For examples silver lure is good in clear weather. 

'PAY ATTENTION TO PRESENT AND ENDING TIMES. 
There are two types of lures,iloat and sink. The float is hesL mornings and evenings, 
as the Black Bass feeds in the shallow (shod) part of the lake. ']*he sink should Ik used during 
the day when Black Bass like the dark bottom of the lake. 

STAY AWAY FROM OTHER FISH. 

If you see the fish is not a Black Bass, don't wasLe your time or your lure trying to catch it.
