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ABOUT THE CONTROLLER 

Control Stick Function 

Hie Nintendo 64 Control Stick uses on onolog system to read the angles and 
directions of its movement. This allows subtle control that is not possible using the 
conventional + Control Pad. 

When turning the Control Deck power ON, do not move the Control Stick from its 
neutral position on the controller. 

If the Control Stick is held at on angled position (as 
shown in the picture on the left) when the power is 
turned ON, this position will be set os neutral. This 
will cause gomes using the Control Slick to operate 
incorrectly. 

To reset the neutral position once the game has 
started, let go of the Control Stick so it can return to 
its center position (os shown in the picture on the 
left) then press START while holding the l and R 
Buttons.

While playing the Cruis'n World game, we 
recommend you use the hand positions shown at 
left.

Place your left index 
finger on the Z Button on ihe back of the controller. 

Connecting the Nintendo® 64 Controller 

Up to four players can play this game. Conned each 
player's controller to the appropriate controller 
socket on the front of the Control Deck. Beginning 
on the left, the sockets are far Player 1, Player 2, 
Player 3 and Player 4. You cannot start a game if 
the first controller socket is empty. 

If you change the connection during the game, you

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Changing Your Setup

Controller Setup. On the Controller Setup screen, you con select from four preset configurations by 
pressing 4- or 4 on the + Control Pad or Control Stick. Once the desired controller configuration 
is displayed on the screen, press the B Button to return to the Main Menu.
