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The Nintendo® 64 Controller contains a
Control Stick which uses an analog system
to read the angles and direction of its
movement. This allows subtle control that
IS not possible using the conventional
Control Pad.

When turning the Control Deck power ON, do
not move the Control Stick from its neutral
position on the controller.

It the Control Stick is held at an angled
position (as shown in the picture on the left)
when the power is turned ON, this position
will be set as neutral. This will cause games
using the Control Stick to operate incorrectly.

To reset the neutral position once the game
has started, let go of the Control Stick so it
can return to its center position (as shown in
the picture on the left) then press START
while holding down the L and R BUTTONS.

The Control Stick is a precision instrument,
make sure not to spill liquids or place any
foreign objects into it.

LOADING

1. Make sure the power is OFF on your Nintendo® 64 Control Deck.

2. Insert your NFL Quarterback Club™ 2000 Nintendo® 64 Game Pak ™ into the Control
Deck as described in the instruction manual.

3. Insert Controller into Controller Socket 1.

Note: NFL Quarterback Club™ 2000 is for up to 4 players. All
players should insert their Controllers into the proper controller
socket at this time.

4. If you wish to save a game, insert a Nintendo® 64 Controller Pak™
(sold separately).

5. Slide the POWER switch to ON (Important: make sure not to touch the Control Stick
when doing so).

PLAYING A GAME
COIN TOSS

Once you take the field, a coin toss determines which team will kick and which
will receive. The coin toss is called in the air by the visiting team. The team who
loses the toss chooses which goal they wish to defend.

For run, pass, field goal and punt Hyper Audibles, when a playbook search yields
multiple play choices, one is chosen at random. Special plays (Kneel Down, Stop
Clock) are only available on offense. The direction chosen in the last tier is the
direction the players on the team will run to or defend (the ball direction is still
controlled by the kick meter); the Sideline selections have no special effect.

Once both teams have called plays, the teams break their huddle and go
to the scrimmage line.

You can switch control of players by pressing the G'w BUTTON to toggle to
the player.

Passing

The Pin-Point Passing ™ system allows you
to control both how hard a pass is thrown
and exactly where it's thrown. This allows
the quarterback to respond to pass
coverage dynamically.

As you drop back to pass, press the L or Z
BUTTON to show the pass tags. Each pass | =
tag corresponds to a particular receiver. Press  giomm

the pass tag for the desired receiver, who will

appear in the box at the lower left of the screen. Pull J on the CONTROL STICK to
throw a lob pass, or 4 on the CONTROL STICK to throw a bullet pass. Once the
ball is thrown you will have control of the receiver.

Let’s shake the off-season cobwebs from your offensive game. Start by setting

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EXHIBITION
A one game contest between any two teams, Exhibition games don’t count
towards your record. Many of the screens, features and options available in
this mode pertain to other modes, too, so take a moment to learn these basics.
After selecting Exhibition, you'll come to the team select screen, showing two
teams and their respective NFL rankings in the most important offensive
and defensive categories. Toggle through teams by pressing ¥ or 1 on
the CONTROL PAD/STICK. Alternate team select areas by pressing < or =
on the CONTROL PAD/STICK.

Importing a Created Team |If you want to bring a saved custom team into
play, highlight the Import Team button and press the A BUTTON.

At the Restore Team screen, you can select from any one of up to 4 built up teams.
Once your teams are selected, choose which one you wish to control and get
ready for some heavy lifting!

GAME SETUP SCREEN

Before you hit the field, you can access an array of items on the Game Setup
screen, which is similar in every game mode. Some options may not be available,
depending on game type and situation. For example, you cannot set weather in a
domed stadium or in Season mode.

Start Game It's game time!

Weather In Exhibition mode, set the game conditions in outdoor stadiums, or
have the CPU choose (Auto).

Qtr Length Set 1, 2, 5, 10 or 15 minute quarters.
Time of Day Lets you choose a Day or Night game.
Difficulty Play at Rookie, Pro or All Pro skill levels.

Player Energy When ON, players’ energy diminishes with playing
time and activity. Low energy often leads to injuries.

Clock Speed Use Realistic, Accelerated or Turbo game clock speeds.
Player ID The on screen players can be identified in different ways.

Injury When ON, players are automatically subbed out when injured,
and remain unavailable until the injury heals.

Celebrations Yes, those tedious self-congratulatory displays are here in all
their glory!

Focus on Ref When ON, the referee is shown whenever a call is made.

Home Playbook Use the home team's usual playbook (default), or use any
other team's scheme. 11



Home Profile Use the home team’s usual coaching profile, or choose another,
Away Playbook See Home Playbook.
Away Profile See Home Profile.

Penalties Set a wide range of penalty calling sliders from OFF
(never called) to STRICT (called whenever possible).

Sub Players You can substitute players into Offensive, Defensive and Special
Teams formations. You may wish to substitute a healthy player in for an injured
one, or to have a particular player sub into a particular formation (for example,
put a very quick receiver into pass formations). First, select which club to
substitute for, then the team type (Reset All resets rosters).

Stadium Select Gosh it's a great big wonderful country, isn't it?

And chock-a-block full of great big wonderful stadiums for you to set

your game in, from the foolishly named endorser stadiums to the storied
grounds of Lambeau Field and plenty in between.

Whew! Lots of settings, but there’s lots of action to come, so hit Start Game
and get down to it!

NEW SEASON

Begin at the beginning, and try to lead your team to the top of the heap—Super
Bowl victory! Season play offers a wide range of action, both on and off the field.
You can play each and every game every week, simulate games and play only the
choice matchups, manage your roster, create and import custom players, team
and playbooks and plenty more!

SEASON SETUP
Before you get into the rough and tumble of a season, you need to make a few
key decisions.

Play Pre-Season This option can be set to ON or OFF When on, your team will
compete in 5 exhibition games before the season begins. You can choose to
simulate all the games for a particular week or not.

Player Development When ON, this feature tracks each player's performance
In several categories during each game and rates them by how they did.

Categories reflect the demands of each position. The rating is cumulative,

and may result in a player improving from good performances or getting worse
from bad performances, with a certain amount of randomness thrown in to keep
things honest. This means each player (and each team) brings variable skill levels
into future games and seasons. Hence, a team may be great for a few seasons
then decline, while another may stink on toast for years and then begin turning
things around.

Player Streaks We don't mean speedy running. When set to ON, players will
get hot or cold depending on their game performance. A great performance one
week makes a player more likely/able to pull off great moves in the future, while a
poor performance can start a player on a downward spiral towards ineptitude.

SEASON MENU

After the Season Setup screen, you'll go to the Season Menu, with a complete
range of choices. Note that if Pre-Season is set to ON, you'll see the same menu,
but your choices will relate to Pre-Season play. Once you've selected a particular
option, press the CA (Help) for control details for that option.

Weekly Schedule This screen details all the scheduled pre-season or
season games week by week. You can play or simulate any of the games for
any given week.

Team Schedules View a list of each team’s schedule, along with win/loss
record for any weeks already past.

Team Standings View teams standings within each conference and division
to date.

Power Rankings Which team has the horsepower to go all the way?
Power rankings give you a good indication!

Season Stats If you like numbers, here’s gridiron Nirvana! All the stats
you can stand, updated as the season progresses.

Season Leaders See at a glance who the top performers in all stat
categories are.

Team Stats Complete team stats for the season thus far,

injured Pi=zars If injuries are turned ON, a visit here will tell you the current
status of injc=+1 players on any team.

Weekly Natchups Compare the rankings of each pair of teams scheduled to
play on a given week.

-'Manage Rosters Draft, trade, and sign players and access custom creation

features. See Manage Rosters (page 15) for details.

Quit Season Quit the current season and return to the main menu. Doing so
will cause you to lose any unsaved season information.

PLAYING A

Once you've selected which game(s) you
wish to play or simulate (using the Weekly
Schedule option), press the A BUTTON. The
computer will simulate any games you didn't
mark to play. You will then go to the controller
select screen, where up to 4 players can
decide which team they wish to control (by
moving their controller under the team’s
logo). If you've marked multiple games to
play in any given week, they are played in

the order presented.

GAME SETUP

After selecting which team you wish to control, the Game Setup screen appears.

Here you can set various options (these apply only to the current game). Select
Start Game and press the A BUTTON to begin playing.

NEW PLAYOYFFS

Why wait til" January for intense playoff excitement? Playoff levels from wild card
all the way to the Super Bowl. If you revel in the pressure of must-win playoff
games, you will love scaling this super-tough ladder to the top.

While the computer determines the Playoff teams and ladder, you may import a
Created Team into the 1st tier of the Playoffs.

You can play all games in the playoffs, play only the games featuring a particular
team, or have the computer simulate games.

* Select New Playoffs at the NFL Play screen to begin a new playoffs series. Doing
so will delete any previously started Playoffs from the internal RAM (NOT from
your Controller Pak).

* Select Continue Playoffs to pick up a previously saved series from where you
left off. This series must first be loaded at the Save/Load screen.

To select Playoff games

* € or -> to scroll playoff ladder, |

* Vor 1 to move highlight to a particular matchup box. |

* C'V¥ to mark a highlighted matchup for play. The computer will simulate any
matches not marked for play.

Every NFL player and created player is available {or can be released to be made
available) as a free agent to any team, including created teams. Attribute levels for
highlighted players appear at the bottom of the screen.

will call a pass or run play (total is 100%) when you are not in an obvious passing
situation (Ex.: 3rd down and 20 yards to go) or running situation (3rd down and

1 yard to go).

Shock How often to call a shock play—A shock play is a play that is not
an obvious call for the current situation. For example, 3rd and 1 from your own
20-yard line and you go for the deep bomb.

Poor timing on a jump catch can lead to an incompletion or worse—
an interception!

When the clock is ticking and you find that your
opponent has set up perfectly to ruin your play, sticking to the playbook
won't put you in the history books. Take some time to master your
Hyper Audibles and you'll gain an advantage.
