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Sri Yadunatha Mahaprabhu was the sixth son of Shri Vitthal- 

nathaji, the second son of Mahaprabhu Sbri Vallabhacharyaji. He 

appeared on earth at Add on the sixth day of the bright fortnight 

of Chaitra, Samvat 1635 He was a profound scholar of the Vedas, 

the Vedanta, and the Ajuneda. He is accepted as an incarnation 

of Divine Wisdom (jnava) by ihe followers of the Pushti Marga. 

Some time about Samvat 1635, Shri Vitthalnath Prabhu, established 

seven religious seats (Pithas) and installed his seven sons there, 

while retaining the principal seat for himself. He also handed over 

seven Krishna Svarupas to his sons as objects of their worship. In 

this division, the sixth son, Shri Yadunathji received the Svaivpa of 

Lord Balknsbnaji, one of the ancient Svarupas belonging to the 

family. 

Shri Vrajarayji, who is believed to be an incarnation of Shri 

Yadunathji, brought this Svarupa of Lord Balkrishnaji to Surat 

in Samvat 1727 and continued the tradition of the Sixth Gruha of 

Shri Yadunathji, which is still there in unbroken succession 

Shri Yadunathji reached his eternal abode about Samvat 1660. 

In Samvat 1658, he composed the present work which was 

completed at Chatnatkaripur, now known as Chanod, in the District 

of Bharooch near Surat, as mentioned m the work : “ Vasubanara- 

sendvabde (1658) TapasyasitaJce ravau / Camatkaripure purrio grantho 

’bhiif Somajatate //
