INTRODUCTION.
ST Va.lla.i)ha,charya, And His‘ Anu-Bhashya.

S'timad Vallabhacharya, the uthor of the ‘Anu Bhashya’, was born on
the 11th day of the dark half of Chaitra, 1535 Samvat, (1479, A. D), in the
forest of Champa near Raipur. His father was Lakshmana Bhatta, and
Yallammagaru was his mother. He was a Telagu Brahmin studying the
Taitiriys Sakha of the Black Yajur-Veda. Vallabha's birth is shrouded in the
mysteries of the devotional beliefs of his followers, but one thing is certain that
his followers believed that he was commissioned by God to inaugurate a great
religious revival in India. From the writings of Vallabha which are available
now, wecan say that this belief was shared by himself also. Itis not an

" uncommon phenomenon in Indis. Ramanuja, Madhva, Nimbarks, Chaitanya,
and soveral other great teachers did hbelieve in their special messages to the
world, Vallabha’s ancestors were Deekshitas, and were devoted to XKrishna in
the form of Gopala. The Swariipa of Madana-Mohanji in the Seventh Pitha
is the one which came to him from his Sixth ancestor Yajna Narayana Bhatta.
It is possible that Vallabha's father Lakshmana Bhatta and his aucestors were
the Upasakas of Gopila according to the cult of Vishnuswami. The early
years of Vallabha were passed by him with his father at Benares, where he is
said to have mastered all the Vedas, Six Darsanas, asd all schools of Astika
“and Nastika thinkers. Ho studied the S'aiva and Vaishpava Agamas, When
Vallabha was comparatively young, his father died. Vallabha .wanted to study
- the Vaishpava systems of Madhva, Ramanuja, Nimbarka and others, and
seeing that they were not prevalent there, in order to have direct knowledge,
he is said to have proceeded to the South. Vallabha’s desire to go to the south
of India was very natural. During that time there was the powerful Hindu
kingdom of Vijaya-Nagar or Vidya-Nagar, over which ruled the mighty
monarch Krishnadeva-Raya, himself a great Vaishnava. During his time, it
seems a convention was held of the representatives of all the existing Sampra-
diyas. The session seems to have been going on when Vallabha visited Vijaya-
Nagar. The main dispute seems to have been between Vyasa Tirtha, the
Madhva, and some representative of Mayavadins, It seems also clear that
the Dwaita philosophy of the Madhvas could not hold its own against the
attacks of §'inkaras. At this juncture Vallabha seems fo have baffled all by
his great learning and powerful arguments, We see no reason to doubt thiy
fact. The author of a recently discovered work Vyasa-Yoga-Charitam, from
Vyasa Raya Matha, does chronicle the fact that Vallabhacharya was honoured
by the king Krishnadeva Raya, under the presidentship of the then famous
Madhva Swami Vyasa Tirtha. Vallabha's position was peculiar, He accepted
Advwaita pure and simple without the interference of the Mayavada of S'ankara;
henee all the attacks advanced by Madhvas and” others against Advaita lost
their fores as against him. His acceptance of “siZagdsws’ disarmed the opposi-
tion of both Vaishnavas and S'ankaras, The position taken up by Vallabha
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was not aliogether singular, We believe that Naragapa Bhatts, the author of
the famous drama Venisanhara, was the follower of & system of phi]osophy
- which combined in itself the Pure Adwaita of the Upanishads and the Bhakti-
Marga. Whatever that may he, it is certain that Vallabha made & very great
impression on king Erishpadova, Vyass-Tirtha and others who were presenf:
there. In consequence of- this session, the king performed a ‘Kanakabhisheka
with Hundred Maunds of Gold. It is said that- Vallabha did not accepb
-this gold and resumed his travels, This abstinence on the part of Vallabho
added to the admiration of all those present there. Vyasa-Tirtha, the
Maghva, actuslly requested him to' be the head-priest of his Matha after
him, VyasaTirtha with king Krishnadeva again approached Vallabha un'd
presented bim with & good many valuables, From thess presents Vallabha is
said to have prepared & gold Mekhala set with diamonds, rubies ete, and
presented the same to S'ri Vitthala in the Vitthala Swami Temple at Vijaya-
Nagora, Ultimately, it appears, Vallabba could not conscientiously sccept the
offer of VyasaTirths, but from this time Vallabba came to be regarded asa
great Acharya.

Daring his visit to Vraja, Vallabha set up the Shrine of 3'ri Nathaji on
the holy hill Govardhana in a temple built for that purpese by one Puarna
Malla Kshetriya, There Vallobhacharya used to pass his Chitur-Misa ¢, o
Ashadha S'ukla eleventh to Eartika S'ukla cloventh every ycar. Here he
developed the asthetic side of Vaishyavism by refining and perfecting the
node of worship Seva-Marga. During his stay in Vraja, on the midnight
of 11th day of the bright balf of Sravana, ho says he lad holy communion
with Lord Krishpa, who commanded him to initiate Jivas in Hig Service. This
initiation consists of two parts: oue is the formula to be repeated by the aspirant
before the deily by holding Tulsileaves in hand and afterwards placing the
game ab tha feet of the deity through Acharys, and the other part ix the effect
of the same, on the devotes, by which ke becomes the Adhikari in the Seva
Marga of Lord S'tf Krishna, He married one Mahalakshmi., He had two sons
by her viz, 5°ri Gopinatha and §'rf Vitthalanatha under whom the Sampradaya
flourished considerably. )

During his stay at Adel, after the completion of his Bhashya on gitaz-
iwtas, ho scoms to have met with great opposition from the Mayavadi Pandits
of Benares. In order to silence them for ever, Vallabha wrote out a pamphlet
in mixed verse and prose, and affixed the same to the doors of Kas' Vis'vanatha,
with a challenge to Benares Pandits to refuto the same, if they could. One
Upendra was the leader of the opposition. It seems this discussion ended into
throats of personal violence, as a consequence of which, Vallabha left Benares,
This work seems to have created a great stir in the world of scholars thed’
living. One Ayyanna Dikshita actually mentions it by name in his Vyasa-
Tatparya-Nirnaya, Ayyanna’s scems-to bo a veiled attempt to belittle the
achievement of Vallabhacharya by propounding & principle though novel, far
from convincing, for finding out the true view of Vyasa. It would bo
rather hazardous to say that the true view of Vyasa can be deter--
mined from the stafements of the opponents. Assuming however that
it is so, the opponents mention both Paripama and Vivarta as the view of
Vyasa. Hence from the statements of opponent Sankhyas and Naiyayikas,
it is impossible to come to the conclusion that Vyasa tesches Vivarta alone in
his Brahma Satras,

The last portion of his life was passed at Adel. Hero ho finished his .
works which were begun by him during his travels, and served Lord Krishna
with thelove and devotion of Gopees, and founded his system on it. At the
age of 52 he burnt his Parnagala, joined the Sannyasa Asrama, and eame to
Benares, For a month he observed fast, and for the last eight days he observed
Hmm, and on the 20d day of the bright half of Ashadha Samvat 1587, he
left this world mid-day.

§'tT Vallabhacharya gave permanent form to his views, which were pro-
pounded by him in the convention of king Krishnadeva of Vijayanagar, in his
commentaries on the Parva and Uttara Mimansas. From internal evidence
available from his writings which are extant, we have reason to believe that
he completed his Bhashya both on Pirva and Uttara Mimansas. His mention
of ‘=, sfwiamentsen’ in his Prakds’s on the opening verses of his Tattvadipa —
Nibandba would rather suggest an accomplished fact. In numerous placesin
the Subodhini ( his commentary on Bhagavata ) he refers to both the Bhashyas
a8 siddha-vastufacts accomplished. “sgaTRres qRaiantsT t7 FOF’ AL G R % 4.
Similarly in “Veda Stuti Subodhint’ he refers to his Bhashya on the Brahma«
Satras 9 frewetear.  We do not find this alleged famein the Anu: Bhashya
as written by Vallabhacharya. Inthe Subodkini on 3. 4, 7. Vallabhacharya
writes ‘G PINEER Dewiirmar SRR, - R is-the 3rd Pads of the 8rd
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Adhyaya of the Brahama-Sutras, The mention by Vallabhacharya of 16 Adhika-
ranas as referring to 16 adjectives leads us to tho inference that he must have
written his commentary on the TNTER before he came to write his FAFE on
the 8rd ww. In the Anu Bhashya we do not find any reference to these 16
fifiqws.  Nor was the Prakas'akara aware of this, when he first wrote his
commentary on this Pada-Bhashya, In the revision which he seems to have
made after he finished his g, Lo added this in his Prakaya at the
end of each of sixteen Adhikaranas, as we find in the original. On a perusal of
the Anpu Bhashya itself, we find that it is an abridgment of a bigger work on
Brahma-Sutras of Vallabhacharya, In the Swwfimwr there is no reference to
the refutation of siews, though in the beginning of the fourth Pada of the st
Adhyaya mention is made that aieT's theory is refuted in the fywfmw., In
one place it is mentioned that mﬁiﬁ?ﬁ'&mm will be explained in details in
the qga=rafyzw, but there beyond the bare mention of the words enfydig and
fwm@, we do not find anything else. This is possible only in a work of the
nature of an analysis.

at Juggannath Pari, and soon after, his only son e Purushottamn followed him,
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This unfortunate event embittered the feelings of the widow of St Gopinatha,
and as a result the original works of sfammrad were taken away by her.  Under
these circumstances, *ftfzey tried his abmost to collect the writings of his father,
but it appears that he succeeded only in securing the fragment of Anu Bhashya,
but could not get the copy of the bigger or complete Bhashya. He had to satisfy
himself with the portion of smpwier which could be secured by him, .
In Samvat 1622 S't1 Vitthalanath left Adel for good, and migrated to
8’7 Gokula, and adopted it as his permanent residence. During his stay at
+iitzs from 1622-1642 Samvat, he came in contact with Emperor Akbar, Birbal,
Todarmal, Rai Purshottama and others. Emperor Akbar made a gift of Gokula
. and Jatipura villages to Vitthaleswar. Akbar in another of his Sanad gave him
permission to graze his cows on all lands including the royal onés also. It
appears from this time Vitthalanath, who was up to this time known as Vipra or
Dikshita, came to be styled Goswami,a name by which all his agnate descendants
are known to this day. How much he loved $'ri Gokula and Govardhana can be
learnt from the description of the same in the Apu-Bhashya on 4.2.15. B. 8,,
where it is placed above the Vyapi Vaikuntha, on the authority of a Rik. Here
he got perfect peace, and it was here that he completed the remaining portion
,of the srwrr,  Though we have not got Vallabhacharya’s Bhashya on the last
Adhyaya and a half, the portion of the Bhashya as written by S'r1 Vitthalanath
has admirably succeeded in bringing out the interpretation of his father on these
Stitras, Thus the §5grr has to depend on this Anu Bhashya as the final authority
on Brahma-Siitras. The srarier of the dgra, for this reason, has been attributed
by some to the father and son combined. “Whatever that may be, the Anu-
Bhashya has been since then the chief authority of giewmits Vaishnavas.

Vitthaleshwara passed away in Samvat 1642. After him Purushottamaji
is the first commentator on the Anu Bhashya,

S'r1 Purushottamaji the author of Bhashya-Prakisa was born on the
11th day of the bright half of Bhadrapada 1724 Samvat at Gokala, Heis
Seventh in descent from S't Vallabhacharya. In his childbood ke seems to

- have come under the influence of two Scholars 8'rf Krishna-Chandraji Maharaja
and Chocha S'ri Gopes'aji. The former was his grand uncle and also his
Guru (mrdaeagrar ). Chacha Gopes'aji stood in a similar relation to him. Before
Purashottamaji, his gura §'r1 Krishnachandraji had begun to critically study the
Anu Bhashya. His Iabours resulted in a rough draft of the BhavaPrakasika
and o fragment of the commentary of Gunopasanhira Pada of Anu Bhashya.
The Iatter has been completely incorporated by S'rf Purushottamsji in his
Bhashya-Prakis’s on that portion. The rough draft of Bhava-Prakasika
seems to have been utilised in the work current under that name in the Sam.
pradaya. The copy of the samein the hand of S'ri Parushottamaji seems to
be & revised version of the original. It summarises whatis contained in the
‘Ann Bhashya and Bhashya-Prakisa combined. Chacha Gopes'aji's influence
on Purushottamaji scems to be apparent on a comparison of the Tikas of both
on the Subodhini of the Bhagavata first w&+w. Almost the wholo of Chacha
Gopeyaji’s Tippant scoms to be incorporated in his Prathama-Skandha-Praksgn,
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Purushottamaji seems to have migrated from Golula to Surat in
Gujarat with his uncle S'ri Vraja-Rajeji soon after 1787 Samvat. After this
date S'ri Vraja-Rajaji settled at Surat, where he raised the Haveli for 511 Bala-
Krishuajl. Vraja-Rajaji was childless. He was s great scholar of the Prameya
School of the Sampradaya. From him S'ri Purushottamji got in inheritance
the Swarupa of S'ri Bala-Krishnaji with the Mandira. Purushottamaji ac-

knowledges this obligation in the opening verses of his Bhashya-Prakasa, .

Though Purushottamaji seems to entertain the greatest respect for S'ri Vraje-
Rajsji, the Prameya mode of thought of his uncle, does not seem to have appealed
to him. Purushottamaji’s writings can be equally appreciated by both scholars
Sampradayikas and others. ’

Purnshottamaji’s literary activities continued at Surat and Dumas for
forty years and over. It seems that he did not live long after 1781 Samvat
second Ashadha Sudi 10th Thursday, on which day by a writing he bequeathed
all his property including the Swariipas of §'11 Balakrishnaji and 811 Vrajes/aji
with temples and everything to his namesake cousin,

Between the period of S'ri Vitthaleswara and S'ri Purushottamaji, Anu-
Bhashya does not seem to have received requisite attention. Some of the des.
cendants of S'ri Vitthaleshwara might have read the Anu-Bhashya here and
there, but the absence of any commentary during almost a century, would rather,
suggest that sufficient attention was not bestowed on the study of ‘the Anu-
Bhashya. S'ri Hari Rayaji the illustrionsd dent of Vitthal a did copy out
Anu-Bhashya in his own hand, butbeing extremely emotional, he has not chosen
to write anything like a commentary, on the Anu-Bhashya. When Purushottamaji
approached Anu-Bhashya for his studies, in the absence of =ny iradition, he felt
himself baflled, ag can be seen from the concluding verse of the Bhashya-Prakasa
‘4w frg. It was & question to him as to how he should find out a mode by
which he can thoroughly master Anu-Bhashya. Fortunately for him, there was
his Guru §ri Krishpa Chandraji, another d dant of Vallabhacharya. It is

possible that the sced of comparative study was sown in Parushotfamaji by
S'rt Krishpa-Chandraji.

Through his inspiration S'rf Porushottamaji, it would seem, thought of
undertaking the herculean task of studing all the Brahma-Siitra-Bhashyas that
were available in his times. Being a Goswami himself, there was no dearth of
riches, and in a city like Surat where he lived, materiala were ample. With the
help of theso riches, it secems, he sccured not only authentic texts of all the
Bhashyan, but ho seems to have collected round him o band ofscholars of those vari-
ausechools, 50 that he eould be in a position to understand thoss Bhashyasin their
truo perspective.  With'this equipment §'rf Parushottamaji approached the Agu-

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From the time of S'r1 Purushottamaji Sampradayika | scholars, began to
devote their attention to the study of the Anu-Bhashyn. Different scholars began
to stady the Anu-Bhashya, and expound the same in their commentanes from
diverse standpoints. S'tt Mathuranathaji and S'ti Muralidbaraji both descendants
of S'ri Vallabhacharya belonged to the house of 'r1 Gopinatha Dikshita. Both
of them were great Mimansakas, They have written commentaries on the Anit-
Bhashya independantly of S'ri Purushottamaji. In their commentaries they
display their great hold over the Mimansa school of phildsophy., The com-
mentary written by S'ti Mathuranathji is called sﬁ:m, while that written by
11 Muralidbaraji is named Rrerawde. S Mathuranathsji’s commentnry has

. not been in print at all upto this day, while $'r1 Muralidharji's commentary on {he

first three Stitras has been published by S'astri Ramanatha in his figst, collection,”
The manuseripts of both these commentaries hitherto scen by us are mcomple\‘.e.
The Sampradayikas, when they separated, divided, it would seem, even manu-
seripts by metes and bounds. The result of this was rather unfortunate, because
both the parties did not get a complete work, This explains how the commantary
of 't Muralidharaji is available on @& sems alone,  S'rI Mathuranathajis com-
mentary also is available only on the ¥7way srrr.  Copies of both seen by us end
abruptly, which rather goes to show that both these authors might have
completed their commentaries. There is one commentary named arfiawag
written by ono S'ri Balakrishnaji son of §'r1 Vallabhaji. He slso seems to have
flourished at Kotah 1745 Samvat. ) )
Two other commentators namely S'ri Vrajanathaji and S'ri Giridharaji also
flourished at Katah, Vrajanathaji has wribten a commentary on theAx;n Bhashya.

S'rl Giridharaji’s commentary is called s,
Both of them are fragments. We do not know whether they completed thero
commentaries on the whole of Anu Bhashya, Lalubhattaji was a desecendant
of §'r1 Vallabhacharya from the female side.

_on the seat of S'ri Balakrishnaji’s Mandira at Surat, e have mentioned above
"that /11 Purushottamaji begeathed all his estates to his namesake cousin another
S'rt Parushottamaji. The second Parushottamaji was succceded by his son S'ri

beneficial ona in the cause of the literary activity of the Sampradays. Through
't Gokulotsavaji his son Yogi Gopes'waraji gob the rich treasures of authentic
collection of manuseripts of §'r1 Purushottamaji. Thus it would not be wrong to
say that §'r1 Gopes'varaji acquired the literary inheritance of S'ri Purushottamaji.
Miracalous powers are attributed to him by Sampradayike Gathas, but we are
not concerned with the same at present, On account of his extreme devotion
to the =m and et of God, and his aversion to anything worldly, he was fitly
called by his contemporaries as fwft. o was an allround scholar, We have
geen his draft of the commentery on the gifiwiargs.

The whole Manuseript of this . work, in
the author’s own hand, was seen by us in the collection of the Bade S'rf Mathu-
res'ajis temple at Kotah, It is really unfortunate that Prof. Magnalal Sastri
who has been publishing the Anpu Bhashya with this commentary, dees not
try to get the use of this original Manuscript. Two other commentaries one by
S'ri Giris'adharaji, and another of one Ramanarayana are also said to exist.,

In addition to these, wo 7firs explain the syreass of Badarayana on the basis
of Anu Bhashya. One is the smmfRsaft of S'ri Krishpachandraji, mentioned
above. This gftr is bigger than amwry. It seems to be the summary of simwrer
and #rerseHw combined.  The last three efemmgs of this gft are with us, written
in the hand of §'ri Purushottamaji, and from the mode in which this Manuscript
is written, and from the remark on the last pago ‘53 sfv: Trarfigeiad: sewar T
¥ 99, we are tempted to attribute the authorship of this work to 81
Purushottamaji himself. At least the final form to thisgfy, was undoubtedly
given by S'ri Purnshottamaji. Two &eams of this 3R have been published by us,
and the remaining two are in the press. Another gfRiis written by one Bhatta
Vrajanatha, a descendant from the female side of S'ri Vallabhacharya, at the
intance of king Jayasinha of Jaipur, Itis asmsll one explaining the s in
the light of Anu Bhashya, but in some places the author seems to be influenced
by the Jawa school, and to that extent its authencity is lessened. It is named
wffrgr,  Inaddition to these, there is one nameless Vritti also,

Besides these, there are two small works, what are known as siwmls.

After S/t1 Purushottamaji completed his weawermr, he found from experience,
that it was a difficult thing for ordinary people to follow. Hence in order to
benefit them, he wrote out this =mmwr, wherein he has suseintly explained all
the sftsms and &7 of Badarayana, :

The other work was written by one Fitwwwz a Nagar Brahmin and
a pupil of oz, He wag the gerwaws in the temple of Sl Dwarskanathsji at
Kankroli, during the time of S'ri Vrijabhushanaji, in Samvat 1835. He has
summarised the purport of all the wfywtus according to Anu Bhashya in o
simple manner. Both the treatises are already published. .

In addition to this there is onc Ann Bhashya Tattva in S'r1 Mathureshaji’s
library at Kotah. This work has somehow remained unknown in the Sampra-
daya. One smi¥a has written SRra@igd to explain sutras of Badarayana
according to Anu Bhashya, Ono S'ri Vrajanathaji son of S'ri Raghunathaji
and pupil of e belonging to w=xsi’s house has written the meaning of
sfggaws in Karikas. Some Karikas on Anu Bhishya wero composed by STi
Dovakinandanaji, the grandson of fyaradfia. .

Thus the descendants of the seven sons of Shi Vitthalanatha Dikshita have
dovoted their attention to the Anpu Bhashya. St Mathuranatha and S'rf
Muralidharaji were tho descendants of S'ri Giridharaji, the first son of S
Vitthalesa. In the sccond son Govindaraya’s line, wo have S'ri Harirayaji and

.. B'ri Goped'waraji, the author of Ravmi. Inthe 3rd son S'ri Balskrishnsjis linc
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we bavo §'11 Rrishnachandrsji, and Lis worthy disciple Sh1 Purushotiamaji, tho
author of the wemmrmr.

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Mr. Magnalal Sstri M., A. of the Decean Collego at Pdons has
published recently the st=rs portion of Anu Bhashyn with the commentary
=87 of Itchharama Bhattaji, The xdv is a great help in understandmg tha literal
text of the Anu Bhashya. In the Bombay -Sanskrit Series is published Anu
Bhashya under the editorship of S'stri S'ridhar Pathak of Poona 1921 A. D.
This edition claims to be a eritical one, but & comparison of its text with
that of the Benares edition would show that the claim cannot be maintained.
In good many places the text is incorrect and uureliable. Even instances are
there where §ts are not correctly printed. Generally we should have expected
the Bombay Sanskrit Series to maintain a high standard, and we are
disappointed to sce that it is not maintained in thls edition, in spite of the
materials available to the loarned S'istri. The present attempt to publish the
Anu Bhashya with Bhashya-Prakash together with the rare commentary Wz
is undertaken under the following circumstances. In spite of four or five editions
of Anpu Bhashya, we felt that the text of Anu Bhashya had not been done justice,
which was due to it. 'We have been fortunate to secure the original copy of the
g of S'ri Purushottamaji in his own hand, and comparing the same with
the Benares edition, we felt that the literary acumen displayed in the eriginal,
was lost in the printed text. S'ri Purashottamaji was a great master. His critical
faculty was unparalleled. His love of accuracy was so great, that the quotations
made by him, from the works of other writers, when compared with the printed
texts of those works, were invariably found by us, to'be at an advantage in’
point of accuracy. From his manuseript we find him putting & point, where we
use a coma, for & full stop he makes one stroke, and for a complete idea he puts
two perpondicular strokes, When he wants to begin a fresh paragraph he puts
two perpendicular strokes, and leaving a space of half an inch, he puts another two
strokes, and then begins a fresh paragraph, Important words are coloured with red
senna. S'ri Purushottamaji has revised this manuscript at least three to four
times, Where he thought that an addition wis necessary, he would affix a fine’
alip and rewrite over it. Where the angle mark was above the line, we had to
look for the addition on the top of the page on the margin, counting the number
_of lines mentioned at the end of the addition. Where the angle was below
the line, we had similarly to Jook for the addition at the bottom of the page,

. $'t1 Purushottamaji was a great authority in the Sampradaya, and the'copies
of the wngwsra becam current at once in the Sampradaya The result was that
some of the copies which were made before $he revison by S Pumshottamaji, did
not contain the same. Even our orlgmal copy misses the latest revision, because
after it was copied fair, it seems the learned author once more revised the same,
Yogi Gopeswarji had before him the original referred to above. It would seem, he
had not before him the copy of Bhashya Prakas’a containing the last rev1sxou,
because we have invariably found the latest addition not commented upon in
W, even in'those places where an explanation would seem extremely necessary.
Such a copy of the wrrwrr has also been fortunately available to us, 8'r1 Parusho-
ttamaji has studied all the then existing systems of Vedanta in a critical method.

His criticision against other systems axe very fair, and a student of Anu Bhashya
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who wanted to study the Anu Bhashys in a comparative method, this s the
only commentary that was availablo in tho gga. But 8'ri Purushottamaji’s style
is rather difficult. Tho literal text of the Anu Bhashya in good many places was
not cleared up 50 as to help the beginners. This want has beon amply fulfilled
by- Yogi S'ri Gopey'waraji in his . W explains both the Prakas'a and
the Apu Bhashya, The Prokeda is referred to by him in his commentary by
the words ‘sz, while Apu Bhashya is referred to by the word <md’.  This W
wos completed by S'ri Gopes'waraji in Samvat 1897, Weo had heard of it a dozen
years back, but upto 1917 weo had not been fortunate to see the copy of the
same. Though we visited and searched the libraries of Kotah, Kaskroli, Natha-
dwar, and other places, two were unablo to trace n complete copy of this com-
mentary. Itseems except the original which isin our possession, there is no
complate capy of this mounuseript available anywhore. Through a lucky
coincidence the first instalment of this manuseript, came to our hands in 1917,
Bince then through a series of incidents, almost the wholo manuseript of R« in
the author's own hand, has becn available to us. But thero was one difficulty in
this manuseript. In many places it is most illegible, and the deciphering of the
manuseript has taxed our patienco to {he utmost. Withall the care that bas
been bestowed on ib, ib is possible that something may bave eséaped our
vigilence, Whatever that may be, we believe that Anua Bhashya as explained
and enlarged in the wmexsrrr and 1w would be the best guide to the right
understanding of the Anu Bhashya of 't Vallabhacharya.

We wonld have liked to commence the printing from the very beginning,
but we could not do so asin the original manuscript of WRa pages 3 to 21 are
migsing, We have got another copy of the same, but it is hopelessly incorrect,
